Free Trade and Sweatshops:
Does globalization hurt or help workers in developing countries?
David Henderson: 
Believes that sweatshops keep people from being poor.
States that sweatshops are not the worst of the worst; they provide increased pay and safe working conditions.
Where better options are not available, sweatshops are best.
Believes free trade helps the environment because “as people get richer, they demand a cleaner environment”
Free trade allows producers to figure out which items to produce based on market prices.
Trade helps raise standards of living

Kevin Danaher:
A miserable job is not better than no job at all.
A job that does not pay a living wage and does not guarantee workers the right to form independent unions is no real opportunity.
Free trade currently = undemocratic, corporately controlled
Economic policies destroy local livelihoods and force people to migrate in search of work/a way to survive.

No Union Please, We’re Wal-Mart
- In Jonquire, Que. Wal-Mart employees attempted to unionize.
- Wal-Mart closed its store a few months after it was certified by the Quebec government as the only unionized Wal-Mart in North America.
- Nearly 29% of Canadian workers carry a union card, compared with 13% of American employees.
- In Quebec, the unionization rate is a robust 40%.
- Under Quebec law, a company is legally entitled to shut down a store or a factory for any reason -- even to thwart unionization -- as long as the closure is permanent.

Should Ontario’s Next Premier Tear Up Bill 11 or Stay the Course?
- Dalton McGuinty’s government wants to impose Bill 115 with two-year contracts for teachers.
By repealing and tearing it up, teacher’s unions will be satisified. Instead collective agreements could be made. However costs are high. 
Repeal bill without reopening negotiations would be the most symbolic measure. It would recognize the union’s concerns about having collective bargaining rights taken away, without restoring them.
Negotiation will rebuild goodwill by launching talks toward amenable arrangements.
Recommitting to collective bargaining would provide teachers with reassurance.
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Human Rights and HIV/AIDS:
- Universal access will never be achieved without human rights:
Universal access = comprehensive prevention programs, treatment, care and support
 However, women and girls face discrimination and gender-based violence impeding their access.
 Children and youth lack access to information on sexual education and paediatric formulations of HIV medicine 
There has been no political commitment of funding or programming which leads to this barrier between the excluded people of society.

- Gender inequality makes females more vulnerable to HIV, which is why they are the most highly affected.
Women account for ½ of the infections worldwide. 
Caused by discrimination, stigmatization, violence. 
National laws prohibiting women from owning property, being able to access education etc. impede their standard of living and can force them into places of heightened risk to HIV infection.

- Child Rights are often ignored.
Children age 15-24 are increasingly accounting for over half of the new HIV infections.
Mother-child transmission must be prevented in the nondeveloped world.
Increased need for sexual education and easy access to HIV testing

- Criminals face discrimination in HIV testing: those who use drugs, are sex workers, men who have had sex with other men have little to no access to the treatment necessary.
- Protection of human rights = protection of public health.
 the right to non-discrimination on the basis of HIV status; the right to treatment as part of essential health care; and the right of people living with HIV and AIDS to participate in the development of AIDS policies and programs.

- Aids as an illness comes with many other problems such as stigmatization, prejudice and fear surrounding sex, blood, disease and death. 

The HIV Resurgence
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Singh Decision 1985:
SCC decision declaring that refugee claimants are entitled to basic standards of rights protections.
1988 immigration and refugee board created 

Global cooling towards refugee:
- Many events that have happened on a global scale that have made the settling of refugees harder.
- War on Terror, instils fear within refugees.
- By way of travel has become harder therefore it’s harder to reach their territory.

Interdiction of refugees:
- Officials are stationed at airports to stop anyone without proper documentation from embarking planes for western countries. 
 Some countries you have to give info prior, so they can do a security check.
 Stops immigrants from even getting here
US there are coastguards blocking it off from Cuban and Haitian asylum seekers
In 2001 Australia turned back Iraqi and Afghan asylum-seekers

Canadian Refugee Protection Programs:
2 main parts: 1) the refugee and humanitarian resettlement program for people seeking protection outside of Canada
2) the In-Canada asylum program for people making refugee protection claims from within Canada

- Some provinces took away legal aid for refugees, meaning they would need to seek help elsewhere when going to the refugee review board.

POSTIVE: independent, expert tribunal; gender guidelines; minimal detention of refugee claimants; active resettlement program (gave language training; 1 year of settlement paid with healthcare; children into schools) 

NEGATIVE: no appeal process; lengthy (some wait 6 years); slow at processing sponsorship claims. 

- Sponsored refugees wait years; too long of a process. 
- DNA testing has become popular, which causes delays. (ex: when people flee, and leave with nothing, they must prove who they are for a visa but its hard when they have nothing to do so)

Bill C31: Feb 16, 2012.
- Gives the immigration minister sole authority to decided which groups of refugees claimants are “mass arrivals.”
 He can say people from Mali are legitimate refugees, but no those from Roma are not. Etc. and that determination leads to being turned back if you are in that denied group.  
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Political Repression:
Disappearance  the enforced disappearance of persons means any act or omission which is designed to conceal the whereabouts of a political opponent or dissident,
- Use the term disappeared instead of kidnapped because there is no information at all about the missing person.
- They are not acknowledged alive the same way people are when they are kidnapped.

School of Americas:
The US government financed, armed and trained Guatemalan police.
- Found through military leaders that were implicated after people came forward about the schools of the Americas.
- Not the only place they received military helps, just the PRIMARY. 
- US increased their contribution after they committed the atrocities against the community.

- Michael Parenti argues that it has nothing to do with protecting civilians, rather to protect those in power who are favoured by the US.
- Department of defence constructed an institution that was part of the school of Americas that had the largest landlords with a physical plant.
 international military education and training program (IMET) 

- Military aid was officially suspended between 1977-1985 because US congress said they were a gross human rights violator. However the US gov’t covertly continued to provide weapons and training.
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Guantanamo Bay & Abu Gharib:
- War on Terrorism was launched by the United States in reaction to the 911 attack, despite terrorism being an issue prior to this, during this particular manifestation of terrorism, it was deemed to pose an existential threat to the US and its people.

Enemy combatant 3rd Geneva Convention:
- Enemy combatant only recognized by the US
- Geneva convention does not apply to the US
- Ratner pointed out that the enemy combatant is general. They are either prisoners of war, with all rights granted by that status, or they are not.
- 4th Geneva convention: teats these POW’s as citizens, but he can be detained and denied certain rights if he is criminally prosecuted.
- Term only used recently.

Guantanamo: located in Cuba; 600+ men imprisoned here representing 40 countries.
US assumed control of this part of the island in 1903, was under the Cuban-American treaty.
Cuba believes the US has violated the treaty law by placing the prison on the island.
They say that it does not conform to the Vienna convention of the law of treaties.
Argue that the detainment of Afghani terrorists violates the treaty and that the US should leave.

- Labelled enemy combatants once taken from AFG
188 repatriated, as they were found not to be associated with the Tabliban.
Administrative detention was meant simply to torture prisoners in order for them to obtain information.
Supreme court ruled that all those held at GB can challenge their detention with the effect that the detainees were to have their case re-examined by a military tribunal.
 Result of movement; under the guise of torture.

Jan 11 2002
People were being shipped to Guantanamo
- Iraqi prisoners of wars were put behind barbwire; children taken with their parents but the parents had hoods on their head and they could not see.
- The US actions regarding the prisoners of GB was condemned by many non-governmental organizations such as the Red Cross.
Red Cross documented the treatment the prisoners and violations of human rights taking place.
US was still reluctant to anyone trying to dictate their actions.

Interrogation and Intimidation
- Some of the greatest violations that were looked at, that breached the 3rd Geneva convection, was the right to human treatment (protection from violence, intimidation, insults, interrogation) 
- Right to receive medical attention
- Right to due process

POW that refused to answer were not to be threatened, insulted or exposed to harmful treatment.

Scott Horton 2009:
Referred to Mark Danner as the man who discovered what had taken place in GB, and importantly, Danner was able to look at what the Red Cross had written.
- Talked to the daily beast about what he saw and what should happen.

 Obama said that should he be elected, he would shut GB down. Second day of his presidency, Obama ordered the closure of GB however it is still open.

Military Commissions Act
- Passed October 2006
- Can reject the right to a speedy trial, allow for secret trials, and deny the accused the right to a trial in front of an independent and impartial court.
- Accused is denied the right to examine or have examined witnesses on his behalf.
- Allows for coercive evidence (often people are violated, beatings, threatened, deprived of sleep, exposure to prolonged temperate extremes, solitary confinement etc. in order to get information) 

Abu Gharib 
One of the world’s most notorious prisons with torture, weekly executions and vile living conditions. 
- 50,000+ men and women, jammed in at one time.

Launch of March 2003, when the US and their allies and went into Iraq. Called “Operation Iraqi Freedom”
- Illiteracy, poverty on the rise; lack of medical care. High cancer rates; radiation plaguing buildings.

April 28 2004, first photographs at Abu Gharib were released. 

Hooding: meant to disorient prisoners; stop them from breathing.
- They would threaten their families with the same kind of punishment; made to parade in front of each other naked etc.
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Racial profiling:
USA Patriot Act: uniting and strengthening America by providing appropriate tools required to intercept and obstruct terrorism
 United and Strengthening America

In response the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) created the insatiable appetite: the government’s demand for new and unnecessary powers after September 11

- Created an unprecedented an alarming new penchant for government secrecy
- Government enforcement strategies targeting suspects based on their country of origin, race, religion, ethnicity etc. 

Chretien claimed it wasn’t just an attack on the US, rather an attack on the world of free and civilized people thus the world must respond, and stand up for the war against terrorism.

- There was an introduction of new laws in many different countries to combat terrorism from France’s 2001 security bill to India’s 2001 prevention of terrorism ordinance.

 Canada’s 2001 Anti-Terrorism Act Bill C 36
 Goal to stop terrorist from coming into Canada
 Bring tools to identify and prosecute terrorists
- Prevent Canada-US border from being held hostage
 Work with international community to bring terrorists to justice

Racial Profiling is a “bad apples” problem:
- FALSE, experiential evidence confirms that it is a systemic problem.
- The government felt to implement things that would discriminate against people BASED on their race.


Retribution for Post 9/11
- Killed 2 men (owners of grocery stores and gas stations) 
- 3rd man killed, his response was that he was American and had to do what he had to for America. 
- People attacked, given death threats etc. 

John Ibbitson Article:
“Extremism in defence of public safety is no vice”
- Racial profiling is necessary and desirable in order to prevent acts of terrorism
- He argued it’s okay to harass dark skinned individuals and people with strange names in the name of security. 

Alastair Gordon President 
Canadian Coalition for Democracies 
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Security Certificates
- Allow people to be arrested and jailed without knowing what they are being charged with or what evidence is held against them.
- Found in section 77 of the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act
- Can be issued in order to arrest someone, incarcerate them, until such time that the government determines they are a risk (admissible) or not a risk (inadmissible) 
- Deportation occurs if they are found inadmissible; even if they are in a threat to going to a country of torture. 

 Mohamed Harkat: Algerian citizen living in Canada who had claimed refugee status; was held in jail from 2002-2006.
- In 2010 under new bail conditions he was able to move around but has to pay for a GRPS anklet.

- Judge may hear evidence in the absence of the person who is going to be deported; IN OTHER WORDS there is a refusal of disclosure, and a denial of cross-examination and they rely on information that would otherwise be inadmissible
-Detainees get a summary of the evidence against you and the allegations made.

- Canada’s Supreme Court decided that security certificates are unconstitutional because it violates the charter, disclosure of info, the differential treatment of refugees over immigrants, the detainment.

“Secret Trials”
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- Special advocates were appointed by the court to represent the interests of the detained by reviewing secret evidence.
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
