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Three pairs of quotations (Examples below)
o One that is Ender’s Game and Blue Champagne
o Second is Enders Game and Falling Down
o Third is Taylor and Blue Champagne
• You will get a specific quotation, the time of the quote or page number, person who’s saying it
• You can put sticky notes in course packs
o You can write things in the course pack- underlines, highlights, post its

What should the answer look like?

o Draw a map of what to do- cluster of what to do
o Choose your points from brainstorming

o Complex but clear thesis statement
Paragraph 1: Why did I do this pairing? (quotes given to you)
• What’s operating, how does it work
• Why did you come to that conclusion
Paragraph 2: Another two quotations he hasn’t given you (quotes you choose)
• Discuss the same themes but to further prove it
• Own citations from the texts to support yourself
Paragraph 3: Another two quotations again that will support you (quotes you choose)
• In total you are using six quotations, 3 from each text
o Give page references, no other citations
• If your quoting from Falling Down, just quote scenes “In the scene where D-Fens..”
*What is the relationship between these two things? What’s going on?
• Quotes from your main theme
*You do not need a conclusion!!!!!!
