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The First Triumvirate (60-52) Pompey, Crassus, Caesar
Unofficial grouping of these 3 men
Quite successful for about 8 years
Crassus and Pompey become jealous of Caesars success

Caesar in Gaul: 58-51
Very southern part of france
He conquered all the way up to the coast 
Largest military conquest by one person
Made himself the wealthiest man in Rome which antagonized the other senators and specifically Pompey
Pompey unofficially removed himself from the partnership

The elections for 49BC
The great civil war was sparked by a legal technicality.
Caesar was up in Gaul in the year 50, last year of him term of being governor. After that he would have no public office. He had been consul and other positions. He had been governor of Gaul for 9 straight year. The law was that as long as someone was in office you couldn’t sue them or they couldn’t be arrested or anything, you had to let them be in office, after office you could bring them to trial. You couldn’t distract them from their affairs in office (unless murder or something extreme). Usually the people holding office only can stay for one year so this law isn’t a big deal, but Caesar was in office for 9 years for the sole reason that he didn’t want to be sued, he had without a doubt done many shady dealings.
So there were a number of people who were waiting to sue him as soon as he left office. Some for legitimate reasons and others just to stick it to him.
So Caesar wants to run for Consul for the year 49 so that he gets another year and he can try to patch up his bad alliance. 
Problem is that he isn’t allowed to leave Gaul but the elections will take place before his governing period is over so he asked to run for Consul even though he was in Gaul. They said No. he tried to get senators to vouch for them and they got threatened 
Caesar said that his rights were being neglected and that they were just standing up for him. 
He crossed the Rubicon (crossing the boarder) ! And signaled that he was doing something illegal (leaving province with his soldier). This is pretty much declaring civil war. Pompey ran to Greece
Caesar went into rome and conquered it
Pompey had many friends in Greece so he thought that would be wise. He was gathering soldiers and stuff to go against Caesar
Caesar sent about a year securing control in Italy and then he attacked pompey in Greece near a town called Pharsalus. Most senators put their weight under Pompey therefore more soldiers were with Pompey. Pompey outnumbered Caesar. Caesar tried to get Pompey to fight but Pompey refused and kept gathering troops
Finally Pompey did fight against Caesar and lost. Caesars soldiers had been battle-hardened in Gaul. They had been very well trained. Caesar has great generalship.
Pompey fled from the battlefield and went to the place where he felt safest which was the east. Egypt. He thought he would be very safe there in Egypt but there was a roman there who Beheaded Pompey. When Caesar found out, he was furious and had that roman killed
Caesar stayed in Egypt for a while, met Cleopatra, put her on the thrown and then impregnated her and she had his kid. Cleopatra was actually not very pretty (she looked like whats one her coin)
Caesar spent a year with her and then came back
Even though he defeated Pompey, there were pockets of senatrs who refused to acknowledge him, they thought he was still a traiter
He said that he was to be Consul for 10 year, there will be 2 Consuls and he will be one of them for 10 years.
He named himself dictator for life
When Cato lost the battle he committed suicide.
When C defeated these senators, he would pardon them, he would grant complete forgiveness. Usually after the senators would still go and find more soldiers to fight caesor again. These aristocratic senators found this as an insult and hated it even though Caesar was possibly being enlightened and didn’t want to kill all of his enemies even though it didn’t help him. Cato killed himself rather than accept forgiveness. Caesar acted like a king
He grew frustrated with beaurocricy and acted more like a dictator and his fellow senators resented this.
60 aristocrats
Cassius
Marcus Junius Brutus (they waited for this guys
On march 15, 44 BC: the ides of march
They all stormed him and stabbed him and killed him
Then they walked into rome and said that they had freed rome. 
No one said anything, no reaction. The senators got an incline that maybe the people didn’t hate Caesar as much as they did.
The senators made their own coins and what they were trying to proclaim was that rome was enslaves by Caesar and now they are free.
The Roman thought it was a tragedy that the Republic ended.
The Greek didn’t really care\
3 diff groups opinions on the end of the Republic: The modern said that when they were poor they stole and when they were rich, they stole from eachother
Caesar left enough money for each roman so that if they wanted they could take a three month vacation (10,000$) and he left all his property to be left for public use by the people
The people now were so angry about the death of Caesar so the conspirators had to flee rome.
Now Caesar’s second in command, Mark-Anthony, took over. He took control of rome and made himself the new dictator.
When Caesars will was discovered it was found that all the extra money was to left G. Julius Caesar Octavianus (granddaughter of Caesars sister) he adopted this young boy as his son. This guy was only 19. Octavian went and asked for the money and Mark-Anthony for the money and he refused him. Octavian’s parents told him to leave it alone
Octavian went around and wore his adopted father’s name and got people to go against the people who killed his father
The senate thinks that they should see that if Mark Anthony will kill Octavian. So if he will then he will be hated, and if not then he will be annoying to mark.
So Octavian marched in and demanded to be a Consul and they said no so he fled, but then they put a counter offer and said he could be a senator 
When Mark refused to surrender his soldiers after his time as Consul, so the two new consuls and Octavian went and fought him
Octavian with the support of Cicero, brought the troops and fought markA. And they defeat MarkA. Octavian along with the two consuls he says that he wants increased responsibility, the senate refused to give it to him (at this point he’s 19) so then Octavian switches sides and goes to markA with his army and then they march in and seize rome together.
They form the second Triumvirate: 42
Antony (east), Octavian (west), Lepidus (Africa)
They put up Proscriptions (people who are to be killed on sight, enemies) 
Then they hunt down all of the assassins of Caesar and defeat them
Then they divide the empire.
Anthony left Octavian with a ton of problems and a pretty much empty treasury. Anthony went east to get away from Italy and to fight the parthoginians who killed Cassius. Anthony thought that as Octavian deals with all the problems, people will grow to hate him and then he can go and kill him
Octavian had to deal with all the soldiers that aren’t needed anymore so find them land or something to do and he had no money. At the same time he has to also deal with the uprisings. 
In the year 32, war was declared between Anthony and Octavian. In 31 Anthony suffered a colossal defeat in a naval battle. Anthony and Cleopatra fled and committed suicide.

Republican Art and Architecture 
Best evidence for art and architecture was coins. There was so much destruction due to the civil wars that much of the architecture doesn’t survive
The romans didn’t build a lot of public buildings and the ones that they did were often built of wood and weren’t really repaired. 
Romans found Concrete and found out how to handle it and form it. And once this happened, public buildings took off. 
Not much roman art either. Didn’t have a flourishing art scene until they conquered Greece. Once this happened they wanted greek styled art. Stole it, bought it, or got artists to copy it. Even though some art might be roman, it is actually probably more greek than roman. We call it Hellenistic cuz that’s pretty much what it is.

Distinctively roman art
Sculpture: altar of ahenobarbus
The types of images that are engraved in stone that goes on and on and on, tells one story through several frames. (comic sstrip sculpture)
‘Veristic’ sculputure which means lifelike. What the people actually looked like. The greeks did scultpures that were realistic but they weren’t lifelike.
The people sculpting these were probs greek
The romans appreciated the older people who were devoted to rome. Umlike the greeks to loved youth
Even when they start to do more greek style. They would have a muscular body but the head and face was always realistic.
Same with women. 
The hair demonstrates that they are in control and perfectly composed. 
Inscriptions. The inscription will go on and on and on and talk about everything he achieved. 
High presence of military paraphernalia 

Literature of the Late Roman Republic
Rome came to literature quite late. Didn’t really have any works of literature until their contact with Greece. It was frowned upon to focus upon greek stuff

Cicero 
Had enormous influence of all literature and future literature of the western world.
His work is designed to assist the reader
Cicero was fond of repeating things 3 times and emphasizing the third thing
First great deliberate prose writer

Lucretius
Roman poet
End of the roman republic
Epicurean (they believe in pleasure and the senses)
Wrote something  on the state of nature and talked about the theory that the world is just atoms and that we shouldn’t fear death. Everything is just apart of nature. And then he shuts down religion and says that it shouldn’t be believed. Sounds like a lot of people now who are atheist. 

Catullus
Philosophical and scientific 
Hellenistic mode (short, graceful set in the countryside or emphasize rustic beauty) he focuses on greek themes. He is very defensive about it
He had a lover, refused to name her but called her Lesbia
He really loved her and then he was devasted and she broke his heart
He’s very much like the lyric poets from Greece. He’s all about what he’s feeling in the moment. Direct access to his emotions

Caesar
Nothing really remains but his memoirs which he didn’t even want to be published, they were just his rough notes but are still beautiful


Sallust 
Easiest to read
Acted against cicero
He had short sentences
Wrote about Jugurtha the African king
And he talked about the Catilinarian conspiracy

Slavery

The romans had extensive laws so we know a lot about slaves existence through the law
Many roman writers casually described slaves. Slaves figure prominently
The Christians write a lot about the slaves because they converted many of them. (when Christianity was coming about)
Rome was a huge slave society
At least a third of the people were slaves
The law speaks about category of owning slaves (certain taxes apply if you have 1-2 slaves, or 3-5, etc) one woman owned 8000 slaves. 
The slaves were captured by war. A lot of them came from pirates. But then slaves were just bred, first, second, third generation slaves. This mass causes many problems. The high numbers made revolts very likely…in fact they happened all the time.
Slave resistance 
Mostly passive ones, didnt put in enough effort in, or maybe steal some of the crops, or would break something or even sabotage the works of the master.
Didn’t really hear of slavery flight, they didn’t have anywhere to go
There was suicide. But mostly seen in first generation slaves
Slaves were human property and had no rights
Often hear of slaves murdering their masters.
The romans then created the Silanianum to prevent the murder. If a slave killed his master, all the slaves that would die. They had to die before the reading of the will in case the master free’s certain slaves in the will. 
Ex slaves and lower class treat the slaves the worst
In this one case, the master promised the slaves that 
The romans punished them horribly, they knew how to be punish them with minimal terminal damage.
Rome finally moved to , under the emperors, protection for the slaves. (did this to reduce revolts)
Under the first emperor, there is a shrine that slave can run to for protection, and if the slave can prove that the master is being overly harsh they could be sold to a new master. A later emperor made it an offense to kill a slave without a warrant. 
Manumisson became very popular. So popular that they had to input a tax.
At one point, when a slave was free’d, if their master was a roman citizen, they would become a citizen too.

The 3 big revolts

1st slave war
 All in sicily because it had such great farm land worked by slaves with minimal oversight.
The romans who ran these plantation, if a few slaves ran away it would be a big deal therefore there were growing numbers of runaway slaves
King Eunus-antiochus, myths about him. Encouraged slaves to escape. Grew to 20,000. But they were eventually overtaken by rome.

2nd slave war
investigation concerning enslaved citizen. These slaves were saying that they had been free’d and then kidnapped. This governor said that any slave that could prove that they had been kidnapped would be free’d. hundreds of them came. The people who paid for the slaves were mad so the governor called off the investigation and then the slaves revolt

3rd slave war
didn’t start in sicily. Started in the south of Italy. 
Spartacus’ slave
He was trained as a gladiator
Band of 70 gladiators
Got a bunch of military weapons
Slaves went to them and they were trained
Turned into 60,000 to 120,000 in total
Roman armies went to disband it and they were crushed and some of them even turned into gladiators
For 3 years they roamed around italy
Until Crassus got a huge army and killed them, crucified them 
They went to pirates and bargained a deal that they would be sent to a place of refuge but it was a lie and they all died.
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Art Literature and Poetry

Augustus (he who has influence) 
 new name for Octavian after he took over Egypt which marked the end of the Hellenistic end when all Greek and Macedonian stuff was over.
He has power over all things
300,000 men
all the previous men who had this amount of power didn’t really end up doing anything with it, they always ended up dead or something
he turned his power into a influence (legitimacy). He didn’t just have power because of his name but he now had the influence of people to follow his power.
There had been a lot of abuse on the law, so how does you make some obey the law or believe in it. (now in our society abides the law without even thinking about it)
Augustus has power but how much legitimacy does he have? If someone replaces and has a better offer will they just throw Augustus away?
His story is the most thorough-going change in roman history, he does succeed enlarge in making a society where people feel that that ought to obey the law
Restoration of the republic 31-27BC
Octavian says hes going to restore the republic
First he has to figure out what to do with all the soldiers that he doesn’t need anymore
He retired the soldiers and gave them land to help them get a footing in society
He though that if the soldiers were unhappy, another senator could get them on his side and start another civil war.
Over the next period there were a series of “augustan settlements”, he got agreements to get the republic going again. He stayed on the scene to make sure it gets done
“I excelled everyone in influence (auctoritas), but I had no more power (imperium) than any other”
he initially was a dictator but then he stepped down and surrendered that role, and he said he didn’t want to be consul, so now he had no official position but he did say he wants to be a tribune for the rest of my life (acceptable, people were fine with that) so he’s given up his run for political offices, he is a private citizen. In respect for what he accomplished, there were senetors who insisted that he be given Princeps, Augustus so he’s a leading citizen and he has lots of influence over society. He was so popular, he refused to run for consul but the people insisted he run for consul, he refused again, so they said they wouldn’t elect anyone else. 
After being consul he got his own province, like every other ex-consul
His province (imperium) imperial province
More than half of all the roman provinces
Also the areas that was the most dangerous
Had almost all of the troops
(even though he is just a citizen, he kinda has control over everything)
gently nuanced politics but for the most part tried to let rome run its daily course.
In theory he is below a consul
He happily co-existed with the running of the republic
Augustus had a long run of influence. He lived to be into 70’s. there were a lot of people, after he died, who had never known  a rome who didn’t have augustus as an influencial position. He had a 44year run of influence. So people thought he was legitimate cuz they had never experienced anythgn else
Under his rule
Rome expanding
Greatest conqueror (even tho he never really did the conquering) he had assistance. So under his authority, rome experienced its greatest expansion by far
The citizen population grew by 25%. Up to 50 million total (including slaves) people had a large family for the most part
His greatest achievement was creating a system that would outlive him in rome. Called imperial rome

“imperial rome”
he became the one and only emperor. He created this new emperor position. And it continued after him
so now there is a rome runs with an emperor. 

For the People
For the common people, 
Motivated the people swear an oath to him to defeat mark-anthony 
Set up the first official fire department (wasn’t a great one, but it was one)
Had neighborhood watches to look out for fire and crime
He set up a police force, first police force
People had never dealth with these things, it was beneath the notice of the senators and stuff
Got public funding for the city, sewers, roads.
All roman were eligible for a certain amount of free food
He was called the “father of the fatherly” he claimed that this was his greatest honour

Religion
Roman religion was very legalistic under augusts, moral obligations comes under religion
He talks very proudly on how many temples he restored out of his own pocket and other charities and festivals
He was extremely invested in the society

 For the equestrians an provincials 
equestrians (aristocrats who aren’t part of the senate)
he opened up the doors for equestrians to become involved in politics and societal events. He gave them an increases responsibility in running rome.
Augustis systematically went through all of the roman empire and conquered all the of the little tribes who hadn’t been made to square allegiance to rome. The business men and the provincials (non-citizens) really appreciated this. It was expensive and there wasn’t much profit, but people really appreciated it.


For the military
He was the first to set up the system that when you sign up for the military, you have to sign on, it’s a career. They will get pay (salary) and when you retire, you get a piece of land you get a pension. How he paid for this? He set up taxes. So suddenly he found soldiers who didn’t want to go to war cuz they were beng paid either way, and they were more likely to be loyal
He set up an official navy, permanent navy. He said “ first crack at having a position in this is for any slave who is recently free and is having trouble finding a job”

Military policy
Not to expand any further unless there is a clear economic benefit
Many romans were resentful of this but he still pulled it off
He said the borders are fine where they are
He closed the doors of the gates of Janus (Janus is the god of doors, threshholds…why the first month is January)
They hadn’t been closed in 220 years. Romes had been continuously at war for 220 years until augustus closed the doors to claim that rome is at peace and it’s a good thing.

For the senate
The group he was least able to deal with. By enlarge they refused to cooperate with augustus. There were rumors of assisnation attempts, nothing happened. Some senators just stopped showing up and refused to partake
There was a silent protest
He tried hard to convince them to come back, but he wasn’t going to give them the reigns over everything
Its clear that these senators knew that he was running rome whether people knew it or not

Augustus Failures
He tried to control peoples consumptions and morals. 
Tried to put limits on how much you could spend on certain things
He made adultery illegal, made it a crime against rome to commit adultery. It was a crime against rome to allow your wife to commite adultery and not divorce them. 
All of his attempts to make laws on morality, didn’t pan out
(his daughter committed adultery on a huge scale and he had to exile her and it was all just a disaster)
so it was overall a pretty bad failure
but he caims that he was very invested in morality

TIBERIUS his step son by LIVIA, was the one who became his heir because everyone died.
So LIVIA and AUGUSTUS made the last name of Claudius-Julius (future emperors)
many people said that this was the one way that he paid for his bad things.
so he grooms Tiberius to be the next


Augustan art and architecture
Reflects and pronouncing what Augustus is trying to do.
The Prima Porta
Found in Livia’s mansion in the country
Very classical looking
But he’s in military uniform
Becomes a kind of official portrait 
He always gets depicted like this (always has the same number of locks on his head) get repeated throughout the empire
He was like 5 foot 6
Below him is cupid, son of the goddess of love venus. The ancestor of Caesar
His breast plate is a series of images of actual historical events
Very ideological message saying that I am the descendent of Venus and look at what I’ve accomplished.
Almost all of his statues are of this type

Buildings
Found rome as a city of brick and turned it into a city of marble (almost all personally financed)
Turned rome into an aesthetic place
Also constructed an array of new buildings
Most of his new construction was out of the city in a marsh (which he drained at his own expense) turning it into usable land. Deliberately did this so he wouldn’t have to relocate residents in the city
Forum of Augustus
Odd shape
Deliberately built to take advantage of all the space but not disrupt anywhere else
Developed it himself in the city centre
One on side there are all the famous people from rome
On the other side its all the famous people from his family
Also a symbol of revenge to show that he got revenge on the people who killed his father
He built a huge burial pace for him and his family and surrounded with a park so people could relax (rome was very crowded)
Mausoleum of Augustus
Horologium of Augustus – giant sundial, worlds largest clock. Pillar was also taken from Egypt
Typical of augsutus, on his birthday, on his birthday, the dial will point directly to the alter of peace
Bday – December 23rd
Covered with visual imagery, no windows
No roman conqueror had ever celebrated peace
All around it it tells a message
South: procession
Going to make a sacrifice
Scenes
Scene of the famous Annies who created Romulus and remus. 
Scene of a woman with babies, goddesses, vegetation, abundance, animals
Another one with a mother lion, lioness, and an alter
Lots of religious imagery 
Religious scene surrounding the alter
People start to kind of copy this type of art and put it on cups and other things
Lots of gardens and animals and vegetation. Fruitfulness. 
Openly included non-roman things (ex. Sphinx from Egypt)
We find throughout more precious gems and luxury goods
2 images
one that’s  7inch by 9 inch ivory, amber and onyx depiction of augustus
huge onyx overlaid with ivory, picture of augustus with his foot over a shield (don’t need that anymore), evil beneath him, etc
this shows just how much people loved him

hitler openly used augustus to do propaganda. So hitler is causing scholars to take a second look at the reign of Augustus. Hitler always was pictured with little kids, and doing good things, loved nature, often with animals. So we see a lot of similar between the two. So now we don’t really believe that he is one of the greatest leaders with no bad thigns to say. You take anything the ancients say to much to heart cuz they could be distorting history
propaganda became seductive after Augustus. 

Poetry
Much more sparse literature compared to Greece.
During augustus time, before it, and a bit after it. There was a decent amount. But huge gaps before that and after that

Poets in rome, up until the reign of augustus was similar to the greeks, mostly the upper class doing it
During the rule of Augustus, more and more people in the lower class are doing poetry
A little bit of patronage for the people who cant afford to do poetry but are very talented for it. 
Augustus was the main patron.

Horace, Odes borne in 65bc
He was introduced to Augustus by Virgil
Got funding from Augustus

Virgil 70 – 19bc
Aeneid most influential poem
Deliberately imitates homer
Eclogues
Georgics
Long poem about farming (stylistically his most impressive poem) but not that stimulating 
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The bedroom
Sometimes curtain, decorations simiar to that in picture (look at slide)

The triclinium: the dining room
Ate most of their meals reclining 
Usually just 3 couches. You could add more, but it was always in threes
Leaves a side open so people could bring food to you
Fine dining was an upper class thing, so lots of paintings of fine dining utensils. 
Even though they knew thay food didn’t taste as well in silver, they still did it cuz its showy 

The garden: “persistyle”
Had columns in the perimeter and having an awning all around so you can sit in the shade and look at the garden or not
You had plants, statues, artwork

No bathrooms
Where’s the kitchen? 
Where are you going to put your slaves? Slaves went on the second floor (text says there aren’t second floors but there are in some cases)
Where are all the doors?
Where do the kids go? Any areas for them? No area for the children 
Any private areas? No
What about storage?
It all goes in that unidentified room ( slide show…no letter)

Kitchen; cellar (that room ^)
Slaves did all the cooking, people didn’t cook for themselves
People went out of their way to get ingredients that were hard to get to show off their wealth
Not a huge interest in fancy food and dining 

Furniture
Wasn’t a lot of furniture 
It was exquisite but not much of it
Very easy tp transform any of he rooms into what you need
The geography isn’t fixed
The  place became a female dominated area.  


House of Sallust
Had a pool which got water from the cistern
Attached to the first two shops
Had a vegetable garden, means they grew their own food.
It’s a remodeled house, this person revamped it after an earthquake

As people become more and more wealthy the atrium stays about the same size, but everything else gets bigger, the peristyle is huge. Represents the aristocracy, they are importing more art and things like that 
All the examples ^ from Pompey

Because of the increased wealth and because they have the time, people focus more on the house, especially the peristyles, a place where they can express themselves. The home is turned into a showpiece. The emperors controlled everything so people had less to do 

Pliny’s Villa (90 years after augustus) 
Had a room made out of a material like glass to let the light in
Had a sun room
(not in the city, it’s a villa) we don’t know often where they are, its easier to find hosues because they are in the city and archeologists know where to dig, but its tough to find villas
people had HUGE villas
the word “village” which we use now came about because these people would build these houses needed so many people to work on it that a village would spring from it
he spelled out his name is shrubbery 

no privacy whatsoever
people just got used to people being around all the time

lower class (in republic)
workshop down-below along with the shop
on the top you have one bedoom for everyone and the kitchen and everything else in the other room

Insula, ‘island’ (later in the republic when they got concrete) 
Don’t want to be on the top floors because its to hot and don’t wanna kart water up and down (ppl would just throw their pee out the window)
Not very stable

Dangers
Flooding
Fire 
Every room would have a brasier with coals and fire to cook or something, huge hazard 
You can get beaten if they find that you start a fire, even if it doesn’t end up doing anything and doesn’t harm anyone (always fined)
Buildings would collapse 
Waste disposal
Youre supposed to take the chamber pot and old food and stuff and dump into the sewers . everyone has to do it, and people were responsible for cleaning the streets
Sewers would often get plugged, and people have to do their best to clear it
That’s why people prayed to the goddess of sewers 
Female chamber pot

Street cleaning was such a problem, people were lazy. Stray Dogs would just roam the streets and eating anything. Had pubic fountains that would run all day, when it got to the top it would pour over and help clean the streets

Infectious diseases; magic amulets
They had different standards then us. Pretty dirty place. People were dirtier 
We find a lot of magical amulets that were given mostly to kids because so many kids would die (didn’t know why, but of course now we don’t). these symbols of power were to help protect the kid

Mosaics and Wall-Painting 
Upper class houses, the types of art you’ll find
In the republic you didn’t find much, but once you get to Augustus we start to get a lot of Roman art. Before that all the art looks Hellenistic or Greek

Low status areas
The slave areas had no painting, just white paint (easy to make)
Red, yellow and black paint was very hard to make and very expensive
Rich romans wanted to show off wealth by using those colour
Frescoes, painting on the wall

Fresco Buono (fresco Secco)
Romans and Egyptians did Buono (good fresco…applying the paint into the wall while its still wet, it then binds with the wall) then the romans realized that if you use lime (rock) in it, it will be permanent. 
Didn’t do Secco (painting on already dry wall) cuz it wouldn’t last long, would flake off easy

Had to be a well –coordinated group to get it all done in time 
Everyone doing a job, mixing, applying, etc
Art wasn’t imaginative or creative, they would use sketchbooks and they would just use them again and again. Just churning out a product

To relieve the feeling of claustrophobia by painting big open houses 

Very very busy walls  

Development of painting

1st style 200-80 bc
Painted directly into the wall
Simple blocks geometric shapes to create the illusion of marble and columns
Architectural painting
Blocks cubes and stuff like that. Or like a simple floral design

2nd style
takes next step and adds perspective. Trying to create an illusion

3rd style
still have architectural features
but now its very unrealistic, things become very delicate 
you see a lot more black because Augustus period
you begin to see little snapshots of Egypt, it’s a very fashionable thing

4th style
some-what similar to 3rd. you begin to have what look like hanging picture but they are in the wall. Some really marvelous portraits 

subject matter: sometimes mythological, but often just upper class – showing a garden, or a nice dinner, fresh fruit, fresh fish or fresh poultry. Or you depict yourself showing intellect of holding a pen, etc. or sex, a lot of sex. Also open acknowledgments of death 


TA lecture
Know the 7 hills of rome

The ancient city is much smaller than the modern city

Illegal to bury the dead in city limits so the place to bury them was outside the limits on streets. Provided a great opportunity for people to build tombs and show off wealth

First one
Catacombs (burials underground with tombs branching off) of St. Sebastian
Tomb of Caecilia Metella; M. Licinius Crassus

The Aurelian Walls
Put up by the emperor Aurelian 
271-282 CE
towers every 100 roman feet. 
At this time there was a threat on rome. So he put up the wall
About 19km of them
Originally pretty small but added on by later emeperors
Used as main defense until 1870

Baths of Caracalla
One of the biggest roman baths in rome
In the afternoon and sometimes in the evening, almost every roman citizen would go to the baths to clean, hangout, socialize
Tepidarium – warm room
Frigidarium – cold room
Caldarium – hot room
By the emperial period, these baths become a full spa with shops and libraries etc. eventually can hold up to 1500people at once

Circus maximus
Hippodrome
On the paletine hill (rich district) this is where Augustus had his house. 
Cemicircle building where the emeperor’s would sit to watch the chariot races and be with the people.

Theatre of Marcellus 
Has now building on top of it
Wasn’t until Caesar and Pompey that theatres really happened 
150m in diameter 
10000-14000 people

Piazza Navona 
Can still see the shape
Water supply
The fountain 
Renaissance in date
Represents similar idea that rome had

The Pantheon
The best preserved roman building by a stretch 
Burned down and rebuilt a number of times
The third time, it stands
Built under Hadrian 120-125
To this day, largest freestanding, unreinforced dome on the planet
Marble from all over the empire
Still standing because in 609 CE: emperor Phocas to pope who turned it into a church

Mausoleum of Augustus
Mausoleum of Hadrian
Got converted into the castle St. Angelo. Turned into a fortress for the Pope to retreat and be safe
85% of the bridge in-front of the mausoleum is original

Column of Marcus Aurelius 

Baths of Diocletian
What a bath would look like

Imperial For a (plural for forum)
Put in to give the people more people
Put in additional forums

Caesar’s Forum
Temple of Venus Genetrix (his ancestor)

Trajan’s Column, 100 Roman feet, 29.77 meters high. Spiral frieze. Commemorates victories
Staircase inside 
Trajan was buried at the bottom of his column (big honour because no one was allowed to be buried in the city)

The forum
The senate house
Arch of Septiumius Severus
First emperor to come out of Africa
Built in his honour 
Made out of brick, faced with marble, lots of imagery 
Temple of Saturn
One of the oldest temples

The Colosseum wasn’t called that in the ancient world (Flavian Amphitheatre

Mosaics
Almost are entirely found on the floor, mostly marble but sometimes glass. 
In ancient Rome they were always on the floor
To take the mosaic and, using a water-soluble glue, lay them out a piece of fabric and then lay the fabric onto the floor and then put water on the fabric and then pull the fabric off and you have a mosaic on the floor.
It can become a real art, creating very wonderful scenes
And its very durable
Have lots of images of fresh animals – status symbol to show that you have enough land to have this type of luxury animals wandering on you land, also fresh fish, whichwere very expensive to import.
Dining room floor that has fake litter on it. People would just chuck food on the ground and the slaves would clean it up. 
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In addition to the small scale ones, theres a huge mosaic of the river Nile

The Julio-Claudians
- The empirical time of Octavian, the adopted son of Caesar
- all come from a Julius from Caesar, so the Julius family, or Claudius 

Tiberius – son of Livia therefore the step-son of Augustus, but he wasn’t Augustus’s first choice, everyone else died though
He was forced to marry Julia his step sister who was likely cheating on him. It wasn’t until this knowledge became public that Augustus was forced to exile her based on his very own laws against adultery. At this point, Tiberius came back and was named (in his will) as Augustus’s successor
(all of those innovations that Augustus created that made the empire a better place continued under Tiberius and the other Emperors, little evidence that shows that there was any disruption after) 

Emperor Tiberius (AD 14-37)
Augustus states in his will that Tiberius has to kill his step nephew (Agrippa Ppostumas) who was exiled under Augustus’ rule
The transistion was a very awkward. There wasa  ceremony and they wanted to give him all of the titles that hs step father had, but he didn’t want any of them so no one really knew what to do (he did actually want them but he wanted them to insist on giving them), Tiberius did assume all of the responsibilities but he simply wasn’t the gracious, outgoing, friendly persona that Augustus had. He never really wanted the position but he was kind of forced into it. And we wasn’t as comfortable in the public eye. In Rome he was kind of a dissapointement. But outside of Rome, everyone thought that he was a great emperor. Inside Rome though, a lot of people couldn’t stand him. 
He had his own son Drusus, and a nephew Germanicus. Augustus said in his will that Tiberius must make his nephew his air, not his son. (Augustus is still controlling after his death) to make this worse, Germanicus, was everything Tiberius wasn’t, he was popular, very successful as a soldier (won notable victories in Germany so was given the name Germanicus). So many people were expectantly waiting for Tiberius to die so Germanicus can take over
Germanicus was up in Germany, conquering. (there was a rule that no expansion without clear benefits which really kind of meant no expandind, there weren’t many places left worth conquering.) So Tiberius doesn’t really want Germanicus to keep expanding, he doesn’t think that its worth it, but he keeps conquering and the people love it. So Tiberius is forced to reassign him in Syria, so the people think that Tiberius is just jealous. Germanicus then dies in Syria, he died of this high fever. When they got his body, there was all this weird voodoo, so its thought that someone conspired to ill Germanicus. When his body comes home, people came streaming out of the cities to see the body go by, everyone is weeping at the sight. And germanicus has 4 little kids at his death. Tiberius refused to give him a lavish funeral with games and stuff, he makes it a private funeral. So people are outraged. 

Sejanus
Tiberius is increasingly isolated from the people around him. He becomes drawn and unpleasant to be around.
His one true friend was Sejanus his head of the personal body guards (praetorian Guard – personal army for the emperor – the very best of the best soldiers – they evene followed into rome which is illegal about 3000men who follow him everywhere) who had actually saved his life 
Tiberius takes a vacation to a beautiful island and decides not to come back to rome, he’s too frustrated. So he communicated through Sejanus. Sejanus comes to Tiberius with knowledge and proof that his son is trying to assisinate him. Then his daughter in-law come and say that her husband, his son is trying to assassinate him. So Tiberius has his son killed. What he doesn’t know was that Sejanus was having an affair with the daughter-in-law and they concocted the whole story to get the son killed so they could marry and rule together. Sejanus was having people executed, people who were personal enemies. Lots of treason trials under Sejanus. Those people who Sejanus can’t kill (for example Germanucus’ children) he has them at least put under house arrest along with their mother. 
Tiberius finds out whats happeneing in one of themost dramatic events. He sends a proclematin to give to him and instructs the people to sieze him as he reads it. So when he is given it he thinks that its Tiberius stating him the air or him being allowed to marry the girl. So then Tiberius kills everyone associated with him. His vengeance was horrendous. Tiberius is now completely alone and there is no one he can trust. (the person you should pity the most is the tyrant, because that amount of power decays you). He horriby tortured people. 
He finally died, not sure how, maybe was an assassination, who knows. 
Him as an administrator though, was to limit spending, no lavish games, no enlargement of the palace or crazy things, very strict budget, lots of money in the treasury left over after he died
His military work: he figured out the smallest amount of soldiers he needed to protect the roman empire. As time passed, he would move around legions as he needs them or not need them, but he wouldn’t increase the number. 
So he had good administrative tactics, but a monster personally

So if we look, he wanted shorter borders, that’s why he didn’t want the Germany border because it made it too long. He wanted a perimeter more like a circle rather than a star. So Germanicus went out and made the border much larger and therefore more difficult to defend. So Tiberius told him to give it back because he either needs to take it all or give it back

Gaius Caligula (little Boots)
He would dress in baby military outfits.
He was the son of Germanicus 
He came with his dads body along with his mom when he died.
He’s the anti-tiberius
He’s popular, gives the people entertainment, lowers taxes, builds lavishments. He decides to have expansive military expeditions, decides to ivade Britain and Germany. Everything Tiberius wasn’t. something happens within the firth couple months, some sort of disease or personality disorders, some people now think that all the stories were made up after his death (one of the stories was that he made one of his horses, consul) the stories were that he humiliated and terrorized everyone around him, at first fellow aristocrats, he thought he was the god Jupiter, so he had sex with his sister, and since there was a theory that the child of Jupiter would over throw him, he killed the child bore from his sister. He did try to go after Britain but then changed his mind and decided to attack the ocean and collect seashells and then had a party to celebrate. Then he tried to go for Britain again, failed so bought slaves, put wigs on them and marched them through Rome.
He was assassinated
He bankrupted the treasury
He didn’t have a successor, all
All the males were gone
Except they forgot about Claudius (caligula’s uncle, germanicus’s brother)
He had a stammer, and was socially awkward. So they kept him out of the public eye. When Caligula died, Claudius hid behind a curtain thinking that they were going to kill him too. But an interesting thing happened. The people stated that the Republic is Restored thinking that all of the emperors were gone. So the guard who killed Caligula, realized that he didn’t have a job anymore, there was no one to guard so he stated Claudius emperor.
Claudius wasn’t actually a fool, he immediated gave that guard a cash bonus, and doubled the guards salary
Turned out that he played up the “fool” part so people wouldn’t think he was a threat. He was actually very scholarly and talented
The empire ran quite smoothly under him but he was hated by the senate. He didn’t like aristocrats, didn’t trust them. Probably because they had made fun of him his whole life. So he didn’t know who to trust or rely on. So he relied on his slaves who helped him. He turned to them to advice, when he wanted the truth he turned to them. He didn’t really trust the senate. If you wanted to talk to senate, you had to go to his ex-slaves, or his wife to talk to them and say can you talk to the emperor for me. If was humiliating for the aristocrats and senate. But they really abused his trust, especially his wives. The slaves would play him kinda like “if you wanna tlk to him pay me”
His third wife, very beautiful, he adored her. He was cheating on him the whole time but no one dared tell him because he loved her so much. She had acontest with the leading prostitute to see who could sleep with more men in a row and she won. It wasn’t until she had an open marriage ceremony that the guards told him, and he agreed to have her executed, and then they got him so drunk that he couldn’t change his mind, when he sobered up he said no don’t kill her I love her but it was too late.
So he needed a new wife, so he married his own niece. If someone ever proposes to marry the sister of Caligula, don’t marry her. Don’t marry the sister of someone who ate a fetus. She wasn’t mad, as far as we can tell, and she wasn’t a hyper sexual person. But she was absolutely ruthless (she was very beautiful and smart). Argipina had a son by a previous marriage and Claudius had a son by another marriage and Agrippina convinced Claudius to name her son (Nero) the next emperor and the after he did that, he died, maybe poisoned. And then as soon as his step son is on power, he kills his step brother. 

Nero (named emperor at 17 and had no interest in being emperor)
He had no interest in the responsibility, he liked the status but he didn’t have interest in actually doing the work
For the early part of being emperor, he had to be dominated by his mother and tutors (2 – one for intellectual and one for military) 
He actually wanted to be a performer, loved to sing and act. He would walk around in a bohemian guard. 
On one of the coins he made, theres a depiction of him and his mother. His mother features prominently, she would even try and attend the meetings of the senate but she had to be restrained from going in.
As he gets older, he became frustrated with her controlling. She picked his first wife, then he kicked the wife causing a miscarriage and killing her. So then his mother tried to pick his lovers, didn’t want him to marry. So he decides to kill her and fails a bunch of times. Finally he creates a plan to send her on a cruise that will collapse and she will die, but it doesn’t work and she figures out that he’s trying to kill her. So he’s terrifies. Then she’s finally killed. 
So now there’s nothing to hold him back
He insisted on performing in public, to do all these things that the upperclass wasn’t supposed to do. He created his own competition “the Neronia” . he won 1808 contests
So the people took the opportunity when a great fire occurred, and blamed Nero. He said that he’s going to build a bigger palace on the burned area. He blamed the Christians. But people thought he caused the fire so he could biuild a bigger palace.
First conspiracy to kill him failed but the second conspiracy, he panicked when he heard it because it was the army who organized, so he fled rome, but in fact, the conspiracy calmed down, but his fleeing made more people want to kill him. So he killed himself. His dying words were “what a great artist the world is losing”
So at this point there are no Julio-Claudiands left. 
So then what do you do next? Do you restore the republic or keep going with this, what?

The Flavians and the adoptive Emperors (Nero is dead, no one to take over the throne)
There are a series of commanders around the world, whose troops belive that their commander should be emperor. Up until this time, it was thought that it has to be a Julio-Claudian to be an Emperor (Augustus was so influencial that people thought this) so now people realize that it can be anyone, you just need an army. So we have legions and troops around the empire nominating. 
There were 4 people who made a play. It was the fourth who was actually successful
It was a commander from the east (Egypt, Syria, In Judeaetc) who finally became the successful emperor 
Titus Flavius Vespasianus (69-79), in Judea
He was a good medium – 4th person to be named emperor but he lasted the longest
He was put in a bad position, Nero left things in turmoil. He’s relatively an outsider, didn’t come from a super illustrious family, he was very wealthy, but not at the top tier. But he went with the image of being a frugal businessman. Cut taxes, minimized spending. He even put a tax on using the bathroom, his son complained about it(now even in france they named it after him) but he made rome again financially stable
Nero wanted to build this big palace and wanted the biggest man made lake in it, but Vespasian used the pit for this and turned it into the Coliseum 
He was efficient and successful, the empire as a whole was recovering from that horrible year of 69, with the 4 emperors.
But in person he was horrible, he would torture flies as he talks to you. 
He forced people to call him Lord and God (gotten to the point now where the position of emperor is a dominating powerful position) 
He was assassinated by household servants and his wife. He used to kept a tile under his pillow with names of people he suspected. His wife found it and her name was on it. So they killed him

So this was the second attempt to create a dynasty, first attempt from Augustus which lasted almost 100years. But this one doesn’t last as long.

So now back again trying to figure out who will be emperor next
Nerva, who was an elderly man, in his late 70’s who had never really been super ambitious. He stepped forward and proclaimed himself emperor. Immediately revolutions sprung up around the world, soldiers naming their commanders because it was now customary that when someone is names emperor they reward their troops
So Nerva is named emperor, but he doesn’t have much military support, and he dies after 2 years. But he immediately adopted an heir (a Spaniard, not even Italian) his name was Trajan. So this changed things to the point when the emperor, as soon as made emperor, would chose a successor, wouldn’t even chose you’re own children, you would chose who would be the best candidate. This makes assassination less likely because you have to bump off the emperor and his chosen heir. Makes the empirical transition much smoother. Many people call this the happiest period in human history.  
So Trajan takes over. Under him the empire reaches its greatest extent. This is the period that taunts historians, because why does it have to end after the 100 years? Why couldn’t this eternally cycle. He conquered Britain and much else. The Trajan’s Market, shopping mall kind of. It was a great piece of architecture, not much of it remains. Trajan’s column celebrating his victories. The baths of Trajan, public baths for a nominal price. It was a place to get away from the madness, the claustrophobic atmosphere of Rome. In these baths you have art, spas, swimming, cleaning; relieving place. Trajan dies, the historians say that the announcement of his death was delayed to buy time for his successor to solidify his position and it might have been Trajan’s wife who did all of this. The new adoptive emperor thing was still adjusting. Hadrian was the first bearded emperor, romans never had beards, they believed in being clean-shaving. Hadrian wasn’t full roman, and the beard represents this. He spent more time out of Rome. Its at this point when we begin to wonder if Rome is still the capital. He was a painter, he was a poet, he was openly bisexual. Hadrian partook of a more universal image than a strictly Roman image. Trajan conquered extensively and then he died and Hadrian was left with the problem of finding the money to pay for the soldiers to protect these new borders. They were more hostile areas and Hadrian’s response was to give them back. Trajan conquered places that weren’t really sustainable. Hadrian gave them back, but it was an unpopular move, people didn’t love it. He began to set up fixed boundaries and to tell the soldiers to patrol thus far and no farther. This is new, Rome had never really had borders, there was just a kind of uneasy agreement. Hadrian made them fixed. In Britain you can still see “Hadrian’s wall”. He didn’t put up walls everywhere but in some places. In other area he would set up guard posts. So he did have the boundary pretty distinguished. At this point Rome stops being so aggressive and actually becomes the object of invasion instead of being the aggressor. 
At the end of Hadrian’s reign he his upon an idea for Judea, and he decided that he was going to rebuild Jerusalem, name it Hadrianopolis, and then replace a temple of holy’s and put a temple to Jupiter. Of course, the Jews revolted. So immediately a revolt sprung. Hadrian sent soldiers over, crushed the revolt and then renamed it Palestine and then made it forbidden to teach the Torah.  So then Hadrian died and his successor Antoninus Pius (138-161) its in this period that had the least amount of drama and terror. Most peaceful time. 
The last emperor of this “golden age” is Marcus Aurelius (161-180) philosopher King. He was devoted to philosophy, in particular stoicism. The stoics believe that everything happens in accordance to nature. From everything that survives, including his meditations, he does seem to have been a true philosopher, it ranks among other philosophical works. It’s a pleasure tribune, its not purely an intellectual exercise, its also entertaining. For example he goes through all the people in his life and said what he receive from them. He talks about his addiction to pain killers, gladiatorial games, etc. he believes that what happens in nature is meant to be, its right. Given that, why is his reign marked with so much trouble? Earthquakes, plagues, and many invasions. He loses Britain, he gets attacks from the east, and northern Africa. Many problems. Secondly, you have to explain why he broke the tradition and named his own son his successor and gave him a lot of power at the age of 16 because he was away at battle a lot. Commodus (180 – 192) Aurelius’ son. He was a big fan of gladiatorial battle, pretty ruthless. He awarded himself many prizes. Called himself Amazon the in inconquerable, Augustus, Hercules, and “you can’t top it”. Its not like the movie when he wants to pick Russell Crowe, he does in fact pick his son. Commodus ends up being strangled by his wrestling partner, conspired by one of his body guards. Only one conspiracy set up by aristocrats succeeded (the one against Julius Caesar) non of the other ones succeed. You see that the rest of them are by the body guards or family or something. So now again we have the end of a dynasty. The death of Commodus brings the end of the adoptive emperor reign. After this we have another situation where 4 people step forward to be emperor and it’s the 4th who ends up with it. It was again the soldiers trying to get it and saying people would be rewarded. 

Septimius Severus (193-211)
He was an African who lived in the far east and he was married to a native of that area. His wife came to be called Julia Domina (mistress) she became as close as any woman to become kind of an (empress) almost like a co-ruler. She was given all sorts of public titles. He died in the year of 211, and when he died he tried to divide the empire between his 2 sons, tried to make then co-rulers. Told them to trust each other, trust the army and no one else. He was a military ruler, he trusted nothing else, not the senate not the aristocrats, nothing. One of the sons quickly killed the other. 
Constitutio Antoniana (212) – under the severus’s that this law was passed. It was a new constitution. It said that everyone in the roman empire was now a citizen. As soon as everyone becomes citizens, they are liable to pay taxes. So by doing this, you register everyone, enroll everyone and it makes the empire much more controllable. It did guarantee everyone in the empire some sort of basic protection. At the end of the Severans. Elagaballus (218-222) worshiped other gods, he was a transvestite, priest of this foreign god. Starting with Hadrian, Italy is becoming less and less significant. It’s the army that makes the empire, not Rome. 
Adoptive emperors:
Trajan
Hadrian
Antoninus Pius
Marcus Aurelius
And then you have a list of people who ruled for the next 50 years. TONS, some of them just lasted a couple months, many were executed. You would think that the roman empire would crumble. This is a demonstration of how well structured and well established Rome was so that some turmoil at the top doesn’t destroy everything
This is called the 3rd century crisis. Theres’ been a weakening of the position of the emperor. Te question of how you reestablish the strong sense of the emperor like Augustus. Because the respect for the emperor position is quite diminished. 
This crisis catapults us into the Christian empire. (next lecture notes)


Roman Women
Very few women poets, no women lawyers, they didn’t vote, they weren’t in armies. Etc. 
So in roman history, women are absent.
Women were always present in all of the events but they weren’t the forefront
For women, marriage was the central institution. 
No woman had a role model of the working woman or something. You cant talk about feminism because there was only one role which was to get married.
It was just families trying to unite. So they would arrange marriages, from the cradle or even before birth.
For it to be a legal roman marriage (boy has to be 14, girl has to be 12) both have to be roman citizens. The two people have to have rights so you cant have an enforceable marriage unless both parties are roman
The marriage duty was first and foremost to have kids
The bride had to consent. But we wonder, how many 12 year-old girls can go up to their families and refuse this marriage that their family had been working to
Under roman law, marriage was just a contract, just like any other partnership. No need for any religious validation, the state didn’t have to get involve. People did have religious aspects, but you didn’t need it. To break a marriage contract, you had to state you intent and then spend 3 nights away from your spouse and then its over. The husband and wife would at any point dissolve the marriage, and even the father of the bride could intervene and dissolve the marriage

Marriage ceremony
The woman would wear a white dress, wear a veil (orange or something)
She would have something tied that the husband would untie later
They would hold hands, the made of honour would put the ring on their fingers. 
Then they leave, people throw nuts
He carries her through the threshold and they consummate the marriage in the atrium
If a child is born, they are placed in the atrium and the man must pic up the child and acknowledge it as his. (must do within 9 days)

A lot of marriages were arranged but the romans did believe that there must be affection and support etc. the dad must provide for the family and the woman must sacrifice everything for their children and family
The ideal was (if the husband died) to stay a widow. You could remarry but the ideal was to not remarry 
Laudatio Turiae – massive inscription praising the wife (couple pages long, stone scripture) open praise for how she took the initiative to deal with everything while he was away
There was at least always an attempt to have the ideal marriage

Widows
A lot of women were called widows even though the husband was alive. Many men were gone for years and years on military. So women were expected to take an active role in the family and in society
This means that women are in control of real wealth, could be their own, or their husbands. Either way they were investing and making decision. 
Women had property, the dowry, the father paid a dowry so if the husband died or they get divorced that money is theres so they couldhave a lot of power and money and property. 
The textbook says that they need an intermediary man to also sign, which is true but they still have all control they can get anyone to do it, and if they don’t like the person, just change them.
Poet talks about how a woman is so powerful if they have a lot of money.

Given women had this influence, women could be strategic. It was possible to be a powerful woman in rome, provided you play the game properly. 
The easiest way to play the game was to be the mother, play the role of the matrona. “say that your husband has died, and in the name of my children I need to do this this this.” So she would get want she wants “for her poor fatherless children” 
Lots of powerhungry women, but in the role of the mother
People were very against women who were just powerful so they have to strategic to make a role which justifies it

Female strategy
Must have the perfect hair, be maternal, be modest.
But how much is too much?
No middle ground, either you’re the perfect wife and mother, or youre the worst conniving bitch

So there was opportunity to be so powerful
And they were aware of it
So much pressure, to show their perfection so even in death they made sure they can do it (having removable hair pieces that can be changed for there they’re statues
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(Adoptive emperor notes on previous lecture notes)

POMPEII 
2 cities were destroyed. Horrendous disaster. But from a archeologist perspective, its great cuz it just freezes it. 
Very normal town, around 20,000 (decent sized town). In everyway, unremarkable. Because it was so close to so many resort islands, in the ancient world, it has a little bit more luxury-end stores but not much. Gives us a real glimpse into the lifestyle of the people in the empire. It was an Italian city, but then was conquered in the 4th century. Stayed loyal to rome. The only thing up until this disaster, in the year AD 57, there was a riot.
It about 2km by 1.5km. its about the size of main campus uwo. Its been almost completely excavated.
The other city Herculaneum , we want to dig there but the people who live there wont move.  
Main gate of Pompeii “Porta Marina” 
The streets were covered in water (washing the garbage) 
The forum is this large open area, civic area, you can put on shows there or many other activities main area where business will be conducted, parades, festivals.
Many brothels right in the downtown core amidst the temples and buildings. There on the side streets. 
Its in fairly good condition 
Pompeii has 2 theatres. For the most part, cities of this size had to get approval from rome to get these big buildings for entertainment. They were the center of entertainment for the towns around the area (meaning they must have had good relations with rome)
There were many taverns (soup shops) standing only. There were no fancy restaurants. Wealthy people ate in their own houses or at friends houses. It wasn’t really high class to eat in public. The only taverns that had sit down areas were for gambling in the back rooms. A lot of families would “eat out” just buy some soup and bread and bring it home
Throughout rome there were these fountains that had a steady stream where people would have to get their water. So people didn’t really do a lot of their own cooking in these big cities. 
They had lots of bakeries (grainmills)
A ton of brothels 
How to identify a brothel – many little rooms with beds. 
Graffiti – the walls are just covered in graffiti. It was permissible. People would convey info abut politics, news, upcoming entertainment. Much of the graffiti is public official graffiti, there are many unofficial. 
Amphitheater – in the most residential section there was a amphitheater and a gym (for gladiators and public). This is the amphitheater where the riot broke out which caused Rome to say they cant use it for 10 years. Its not the best amphitheater. It could seat 20,000 which proves that it was meant for more than just Pompeii. 
The volcano caused an earthquake
Vesuvius Erupts August 24, AD 79
Plini, an eye, a 17 year old young boy, was staying with uncle also called Plini who was in charge of a navy. He was at a port and they work up to what they said was like a pine tree. Like a grey and white pine tree. Pliny the elder decided to go out and take a closer look. In addition to being an admiral, he was also a scientist. So he got on a boat and sailed in for a closer look. He realized that it was an emergency. Pliny decides to take advantage of his navy which had ores (many boats were sail boats, but all the wind was going toward the volcano so they couldn’t go) so he volunteered his boats. When they got there, they found more people than they could bring on their boats. He tried to calm everyone down, brought them back to Pompeii where he ate and napped.  People woke him up because now that the initial blast was beginning to subside, more stuff was falling down and it was beginning difficult to open doors. So he got people out and brought them to the boats. He and many others died because of the sulfur in the air and suffocated. Now is night time and you cant see anything because its covering the stars and moon and more and more ash is coming down. People are starting to panic. Those who made it out before midnight survived. At midnight, theres a surge that isn’t Lava, it’s an avalanche of hot material comes flying down and everyone dies cuz its so hot. It was practically instant.
The romans just never rebuilt on either of those two sites. 
The exact location of it was just kind of lost after than until the 18th century, a farmer digging hit a helmet and then starting finding more and more. Excavation was pretty haphazard at first but then turned to be systematic  

Gladiators

Became very popular in the past 20 years. 
Coliseum; Amphitheatre (theatre in the round) 
There was a colossal statue in front of it built by the emperor Nero. Largest amphitheater in the ancient world
Built by the Flavians right after Nero died. 
15stories high. Would have been the highest building. Had retractable awnings. 
The structure is concrete but its faced with marble. 
Very sophisticated way of seating which had to do with where you were in society. 
Seats 45,000 people
Spectators got their tokens for free.
Hypogeum – under the earth (basement) unique to this amphitheater. The gladiators would wait here, the equipment would be stored here, the animals 

Would be hosted by someone called the Editor. In the roman republic, upperclass men would give these games in honor of a dead relative. It started off with just slaves from the family. As it became more and more popular, businessmen would sell trained gladiators who would give a good fight. Then it escalated to more and more. Got to the point that after these big funeral events, the Editors family would become extremely well known. So politicians starting using them before they would run for office for popularity. 
Always free
In addition to the gladiatorial games, they added under the emperors, Morning hunts, and executions till noon, and then after gladiatorial games. 
The animal hunts: the big spectacle they would incorporate them into the games. People wanted exciting animals, exotic animals. But for the most part it was like deer or herbivore stuff. 
At high noon, the roman emperor incorporated executions when we show are mastery of the criminal element. We are going to publically kill them and its going to be humiliating and painful. The most common ways were, eaten alive, burned alive or set to fight as a gladiator. Had to be done publically and ridiculed. The mockery was that even if you survived youre still going to be killed. 
And the Christians got the worst of this because Nero said they deliberately set fire to the city. 
Gladiatorial origins
The romans believed it came from the Etruscans, probably not true, most likely came from southern Italy
Came to rome in the year 264BC and it became so popular that romans had to start always looking for trained fighters. They recruited prisoners of war, they would be sold. Some free men would sign contracts to be paid to be a gladiator. 
Ludus Magnus, school for gladiators.
Gladiators were always trained before fights. They were slaves but they probably had better diets and better medical attention than some lower class citizens. 
The techniques of fighting was kind of like fencing, fight of wits. Thrusts counter thrusts. 
Max 12 or 13 pairs, each one would last about 20 minutes 
Always one on one 
Sometimes there would be 2 – 5 day thigns
Pompa: parade and music 
It doesn’t have to end in death. Sometimes ends in death but usually doesn’t. 
Harmless battle with wooden swards (usually ex gladiators) 
2 referees. When you hold up one finger youre giving up. 
The match isn’t supposed to end in death, its supposed to end when one person cant reasonably win. 
Thumbs up = loser killed
Thumbs Down = Missio (he’s let go)
If the fighter who surrendered, did actually try hard to win then he wasn usually let go
The audience would say what hey want but it was ultimately up to the Editor. So that was the mechanism to make sure everyone fought hard. 
If you win you get a palm branch, laurel wreath, money, Rudis (wooden sword, symbol of a gladiator being freed) the audience could sometimes try and get the gladiator freed if they did a truly amazing job. 
Mortality rate
1st century under the emperor Augustus: 19 out of 200 gladiators killed in arena (10%) either from wounds suffered while fighting, or because the audience voted to kill him, or the wound got infected later and killed them
3rd century: 100 out of 200 (50%) at this point its pretty gruesome
very brief career 18 – 25 (by this time they can usually buy their freedom)
fought at least twice per year  
probably the biggest threat isn’t your opponent but actually the audience. The real danger is in the first couple of matches when the audience doesn’t know you and youre nervous so the audience finds it boring and might kill you. So probably the majority of the people who died were first time fighters.
Gladiators as sexual objects for men and women. People would go to any lengths to see them. Women would rent them as sexual objects. 
There was a female found (with necklace) in Pompeii found down in the pit of the gladiator. Its very possible was renting a gladiator
Slang for penis was gladius 
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Gladiators continued

Armour:
- loincloth (wrap around the waist which was cinched with a belt)
-belt
-leather and linen
-manica: metal arm protector
-greaves: metal leg protectors
as a gladiator, you had equipment assigned to you, you didn’t get to choose

helmets
emphasized protection
it covers the entire head and has ridges to deflect hits
even the face was covered. 
So it would have been a horrible helmet for a soldier
They tried to limit the dangers for the gladiators

The chests were almost always left bare
Bare chest plate
They did this because it was exciting to have a bare chest (the skin being available dramatized the event). Also it emphasized the sexuality of the gladiators. And finally, it’s the place on the human body that you can most sustain the type of injuries you can get in gladiatorial battle. The safest area to attack
The people who put on the games and the people who fought in the games tried to diminish the possibility of death

Gladius (very short sword, two edged, straight) very elegant weapon
Gives the name the gladiator 

Gladiatorial categories: imperial only
Before the emperor Augustus comes, in the republican era, gladiator fighting changed a lot. He turned it into an actual sport with specific rules, expectations and skills.

Equites (horsemen) (knights) has nothing to do with equestrians:
- colorful tunic
came into the theater on horseback, didn’t fight on horseback
-no leg protection
-did have arm protectors
-helmet with 2 feathers
-they always and only fought eachother (only the people in their sections) (same equipment)
-round shield
-spear

Murmillo (first of the new style)
-fought gladiators of another type (Thraex, hoplomachus)
-means “fish man”
- has a fish finn on the helmets
- tall oblong shield, big shield (sctum); gladius
- manica/ greaves (leg protection only on one leg because he doesn’t need it on the other leg because you learned to fight with one leg first..left leg.. and only right arm)
-heaviest equipment 16-18kg
- when they forfeit they put up one finger and throw down his shield  

Thraex (Thracian) tribe way out to the east
- leg armor that goes all the way up
-leg wrappings
-helmet, with griffin or animal
- small shield
- gladius
- sometimes a spear. The fact that they only sometimes had a spear and we don’t know why it changed, it kind of shows that they fiddled with the equipment to make an even match

Griffin 
Goddess of getting what you deserve. Gladiatorial combat must abide by the rule that you get what you deserve.
If someone as sentenced to death they must have their throat cut even after the final blow has been taken to make sure they are death 

Hoplomachus (the guy who fights like hoplites)
-sim. to thraex
-rarely goes against a thraex
- small round shield
-spear
-gladius

the last major innovation was Retiarius (net fighter)
- all they have is a net (almost 10ft in size)
- they have a huge monica on their left arm
- they have a net and a trident and a small dagger
- opponent: secutor 
- over represented in art because it was very popular and admirable
- only one without a helmet

Secutor
- “the pursuer” (prosecutor)
- similar to the marmillo 
- opponent: retiarius
- equipped like a murmillo, but with a completely closed helmet
- whenever you see the retiarius you know his opponent is the secutor

Women gladiators
-Amazonia 
- gladiators often take on mythical names


Roman Chariot Racing
- very enthusiastic 
- happened throughout the year
- always packed
- most popular roman spectacle
- held in a circus (circle, or circuit, or track)
- the largest of these was Circus Maximus
- started off as just an empty track and people would sit on the ground
- but then they actual came up with a specific building for it
600mx150m; arena area 550mx 80m
- size of a modern race car track
- could seat 150,000
- central division called the Spine (335 x 8m) (didn’t want head on collisions)
-turning posts which were decorative 
- always had 3 columns with eggs on top
- for a long time it was the only permanent public building for entertainement
the roman senate didn’t like public buildings that romans could gather at for entertainment especially ones with seating because it made them look soft, romans should be able to stand up. The second reason was because they didn’t like enclosed buildings because it creates a chaos, they were scared of a riot arising 
-since this was the only place for public entertainment, they often had other events
- take off an egg after each lap (so you could keep track) and dolphins (turn the fin up or down)
- the circus starts off with each race starting off with a mini parade, all the horses would come out and then go into their formal gates, and they they would take off. Each horse had to belong to a Faction(teams) (blues, greens, reds, and whites). They were independent business. 
-if youre putting on a chariot race in rome you have to rent equally from each faction. They all have to be represented equally, (4, 8, or 12 chariots) because the factions would gang up on other factions
these 4 teams had a very big stranglehold. In fact one emperor bought out the factions and made them state-run so they could be as fair as possible (some people got mad cuz they thought that the emperors were rigging the race)
in most other areas the factions weren’t a thing
the editor: the wealthy roman who paid for all of the expenses for the event. There is very little evidence of anyone ever really charging to go to these events. It was all free. And some roman was picked to pay for it all (they would actually compete for it because you get glory) they would pay the faction the fee’s and then the faction would provide all needed.
It was a big deal to be an editor (that’s why theres so much art on it)
The maximum number of races you can hold in a day is 24 races. (30min per chariot race with all said and done)
It was a tremendous opportunity to make an impression before an election.
Held on Ludi always happened on some holiday

The charioteers were usually slaves or freeman (could eventually become free)
Was fairly safe

Quadriga (4 horses) 25-50kg
· 60 – 70km/hr on the straigtaway 
· very light weight structure being pulled by the 4 horses

clothing
- had a lot of protection (cuz sometimes they would flip)
- helmet
- leather strips around chests and legs
- small knife
- they would tie the reigns on different parts of their body to indicate to the horses exactly what you wanted. But if the chariot flipped you would be dragged so they needed the knife to cut themselves free

go counter-clockwise, 7 times around. Could finish it in about 8-9 minutes. Going on avg about 40km/hr

lots of collisions and lots of foulplay (especially during turning posts)
people cutting eachother off
chariots working together
collisions; Naugragium

the upper class were pretty forced to go so they would pretend it was below them
for the most part of the population, they were obsessed and absorbed in it.

When you win you get a wreath and a palm branch. indicates celebrating someone as great. Symbolic prize
Money wise, you would win somehtin glike 18x a soldiers yearly salary (translates to close to about 1 billion dollars)

Athletics in rome
Boxing:
-slaves, freeman
- infames (someone who has done something unspeakable) 
but still, competing in public for money was disgraceful
- the boxing glove was animal hide wrapped up, up to the arm. And them something over the knuckles, we don’t know exactly what it is. Most likely and additional wrap.

Wrestling

Pankaration (mixed martial arts type thing)

Pankration and wrestling never really became popular. They tried to introduce it, but it never really took.
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
