· Emergence of the principle of nonintervention in internal affairs of other states
· Legacy of peace of west: states are equal and autonomous and not subject to overarching higher power

· Domestic instability with two social poli questions

Russian exceptionalism
 is the perception that a country, society, institution, movement, or time period is "exceptional" (i.e., unusual or extraordinary) in some way and thus does not need to conform to normal rules or general principles.
Patromonialism
is a form of governance in which all power flows directly from the leader. This constitutes essentially the blending of the public and private sector. These regimes are autocratic or oligarchic and exclude the upper and middle classes from power. The leaders of these countries typically enjoy absolute personal power. Usually, the armies of these countries are loyal to the leader, not the nation.

Our working definition of a regime 
 The rules of the political game 
The allocation of power and authority among political offices and agencies 
 Formal rules imply some kind of codification, such as a written constitution 
Informal rules or conventions also are possible, these are practices that evolve over time and are accepted as conventions or norms which shape political expectations and behavior
