Zionism - A Jewish movement that arose in the late 19th century in response to growing anti-Semitism and sought to re-establish a Jewish homeland in Palestine.

Herzl - Father of modern political Zionism, wanted to assimilate Jews to Zionism (which was inherently anti-semitic).

Weizmann - President of the Zionist Organization, and the first president of Israel.

White Paper - Abolished ‘Indian Act’ in hopes of making everyone equal, eliminated ‘Indian’ as a status.  The response from natives was less than positive, did not believe it would be beneficial.

Peel Commission - Lead by Lord Peel, and aimed to propose changes to the British Mandate of Palestine.  Recommended partition of the land, but was condemned by the Arabs (they were promised independence, and promising this for Jews was betrayal)

Mandate for Palestine - The partitioning of lands encompassing Palestine in order to give the Jewish people a homeland.  Finalized on 29 September 1923.

Arab Revolt 1936-1939 - Revolt against the mass Jewish immigration, and the British Mandate (as well as British colonial rule).

First Battle of the Marne - French troops exploited a tactical error made by German first army, and this was the first major turning point in WWI.  Allied victory.

Battle of Somme - Brutal and bloody battle, one of (if not) the bloodiest battles in history.  One million casualties.  First use of the tank.  Stalemate, mutual retreat.

Battle for Verdun - French victory, reclaimed the defensive position on the hills of Verdun.  Brutal and bloody, went on for a long time.  Longest battle in history.

Second Battle of the Marne - Final big victory for the Allies that would soon after end the war.  Again, the Allies tactically exploited the flank of the German army.  They also had lots of tanks.

Treaty of Versailles 1919 - The treaty that German was forced to agree with following their defeat in WWI.  Outlined reparations and guidelines they had to follow.
Treaty of Brest-Litovsk 1917 - Treaty between Russia and ‘Central Powers’ (Germany, Hungary, etc.) that led to the formal end of Russian intervention in the war.  Defaulted Russia to the Triple Entente/Big Three.

Unrestricted Submarine Warfare - Allows submarines to sink ships within restricted territory without warning.  Normally, procedure is to ensure all occupants are ‘safe’ and that it is not a merchant ship.

Russian Civil War 1918-1921 - Bolshevik red army versus the anti-communist white army.  The Bolsheviks won the civil war, keeping communism alive.

Battle of Liege - First battle of World War I, and involved the German occupation of Belgium.  Surprisingly strong defense from the Belgian people, caught Germany of guard.

Trench Warfare - Brutal.  Involved rolling artillery and advancement through trenches.

1915 Gallipoli Campaign - Allies attempted to overtake the Ottoman capital of Constantinople, but failed miserably with heavy casualties on both sides.  Considered a great Turkish victory.

Battle of Tannenberg - One of first battles of WWI and the Germans completely decimated the Russian army.  Forced Russia to be on it’s back foot, allowing Germany to focus on the western front.

Armistice - agreement to stop fighting

Wilson’s Fourteen Points - Statement by Woodrow Wilson that said that the war was being fought for a moral cause and to make peace in Europe.  Only country involved to make a statement.

David Lloyd George - Great British leader, lead the British troops to victory in WWI.  Big player at the Versailles conference.

Clemenceau - French leader during WWI, and had a deep hatred for Germany.  Helped lead the French to victory.  During the Versailles conference, he ensured Germany got what was coming to them.

Vittorio Orlando - Was the prime minister of Italy following the Battle of Caporetto.  Helped get Italy back to it’s former glory.

The Big Three (first set 1919) - Russia, Britain and France.

French Occupation of the Ruhr 1923 - Aggressive response towards the failed payment of reparations by the Weimar Republic.  The action was protested, and helped gain international sympathy for Germany.

Total War - When an aggressor fully mobilizes all of their resources towards war.  Literally, total war.  Was the dominant strategy in the 20th century.

Black Tuesday - When the market crashed in 1929, leading to the great depression.  Ended the period known as ‘the roaring twenties’.

1923 German hyperinflation - Three-year period where the value of paper Marks inflated to insane amounts (1,000,000,000).  Allies' occupation of the Ruhr industrial area contributed to the hyperinflation crisis.

Dust Bowl - Severe drought and poor farming methods lead to a series of devastating dust storms that affected Canadian and American prairie lands.

FDR and the New Deal - Relief, recovery and reform were enacted to solve the Great Depression.  Preceded the ‘Second New Deal’, which was much more controversial and aimed to be even more effective.

Fascism - Radical form of nationalism that came into effect throughout many countries in Europe.  The main ones were Italy and Germany.

Mussolini - The evil Italian fascist dictator, referred to as “Il Duce” or “The Leader.”  Ruled very similarly to Hitler.

Collectivization (of agriculture) - Enforced by Stalin in order to increase the food supplies to urban centres, and boost the economy overall.  This act (along with the Gulags) was very successful, and the Western world was jealous of how great the Soviet economy was.

Gulag - Major instrument of political repression in the Soviet Union.  Forced criminals of all kinds to work hard labour.  Many people died (millions) in the Gulag, and it was looked upon as a success as well as a failure in many ways.

Holodomor - Man-made famine that occurred in Ukraine, was a genocide by many definitions.  Millions starved to death.  Means, “death by hunger”.

Kulak - Any farmer who had more than his or her neighbour.  Communist societies wanted equality in all ways, and Kulaks would try and be better than others.

Stalinism - Rapid industrialization and collectivization were the two main grounds encompassing Stalinism.  Made by Joseph Stalin, and was a twist on the former Socialist outlook.

February Revolution - Ended Tsar Nicholas II’s reign, and collapsed the Russian Empire.  Occurred on Woman’s Day and involved many armed confrontations between authorities.  Put in place the Russian Provisional Government.

Bolshevik Revolution - Ended the Russian Provisional Government and allowed the Bolsheviks to gain power.  Following this revolution was the Russian Civil War and, eventually, the creation of the Soviet Union.

Kerensky - Was a political leader before and during the many revolutions happening in the Soviet Union.  Eventually was exiled.

Trotsky - Founder and first leader of the Red Army (Bolsheviks).  Failed to overthrow Stalin and was eventually deported from the Soviet Union.

1941 Operation Barbarossa - Code name for Germany’s invasion of the Soviet Union in World War II.  Was a massive offensive by Germany, and encompassed 95% of all casualties they would suffer during the war.

Battle for Moscow - Followed Operation Barbarossa, and was Hitler’s attempt to secure the capital of the Soviet Union.  The Soviets held up a great defense, frustrating Hitler and winning the battle.

1938 Munich Conference - Signing over of the Sudetenland to Hitler, as well as other requirements that Hitler asked be met (Germans in Hungary, Poland, etc.)

1933 Enabling Law - Key act that assisted Hitler’s rise to power in Germany.  Allowed the Chancellor to enact decrees without going to Reichstag.  Literally gave Hitler power to say/do whatever he wished.

NSDAP - Was the German political party of Nazism.  Harrer and Drexler preceded Hitler in terms of power of the party.  Name all of the Nazi policies (exterminating Jews, taking over world, etc.)

1933 Reichstag Fire - Political building in Germany was set on fire.  Used as proof by Nazis that the Communists were trying to overthrow them.  Pivotal in establishment of Nazi Germany.

Kristallnacht - The act of German people (non-Jews) who smashed Jewish store/shop windows, leaving broken glass everywhere.  Literally, “night of broken glass”.  First anti-semitic act of many.

Mein Kampf - Hitler’s autobiography and source of many of his ideologies.

Nuremberg Rally - Annual rally of the Nazi party in order to raise morale and increase the sense of Nationalism.  Flags everywhere, red, black and white.  Songs were sung, etc.

1923 Beer Hall Putsch - The unsuccessful revolution attempt by Adolf Hitler at ‘beer halls’ throughout Germany.  Example of Hitler’s exceptional rhetoric.

Lebensraum - The Nazi belief that germany HAD to expand into other territories.  It was one of the core ideologies behind Nazism, and one of the reasons for WWII.  Literally means, “living room”.

1936 remilitarization of the Rhineland - Broke the terms of the Treaty of Versailles, and was the act of moving German troops into the demilitarized Rhineland along Belgian borders.

1939 German-Soviet Non-Aggression Pact - Pact that ensured no Soviet involvement in European wars, and a pact that ensure no German alliances with Japan.

London Blitz - The bombing of London, England for many consecutive nights.  The total bombing took place over almost a full year.

Blitzkrieg - Type of military tactics utilized and invented by Germany that involved force concentration on specific fronts (usually flanks/supply lines) rather than spread out, weakly.

Battle of Stalingrad (1943) - Decisive victory for the Soviets over the Germans, effectively holding off the German offensive toward the Soviet capital.  Millions of deaths, one of the bloodiest battles in history of warfare.

Battle of el Alamein - Decisive victory for the Allies, fending off German rule of the Suez Canal and of Egypt.  Desert war.

Death Camps - Auschwitz.  Gas, torture, experiments.  Millions and millions of Jews killed.

1936 Nuremberg Laws - Anti-semitic laws brought into effect by Hitler during the Nuremberg Rallies.  Revoked the German citizenship of people who came from 3-4 Jewish grandparents.

Einsatzgruppen - German name for the SS death squads.  Important in the Final Solution of the Jewish question.  Responsible for many mass killings of Jews in their homes.

Wannsee Conference - Discussed the seizing and transportation of Jews in North Africa and Europe to German labour camps to work hard labour in brutal conditions.

Battle of the Bulge - One of the final battles of WWII, involved the mass mobilization of Allied troops over the Ardennes mountain region.

D-Day (Operation Overlord) - Allied invasion of German occupied Western Europe.  Began with Operation Neptune (D-Day).  Horrendous casualties.

Anschluss - Occupation and annexation of Austria into Nazi Germany.

Eastern Pogroms - Act of violence committed against Jews, often condoned by authorities.

Kibbutz - Combination of Socialism and Zionism; a sort of utopia of agriculture.  Closed community.

King Faisal - King of Saudi Arabia from ‘64 to ‘75.  He was assassinated.  Stabilized the bureaucracy and his reign was very popular.

Okies - Slang term for people residing in Oklahoma who moved to California because of the Dust Bowl and droughts.  Californians did not like Okies, and felt they were taking all their jobs.

Appeasement - Making political concessions to a country in order to avoid conflict.  Namely, giving in to some requests from a country (Germany) so they wouldn’t enter a war.

(buying on) margins - The purchase of an asset by paying the margin and borrowing the balance from a bank or broker.  Common in the 1920’s, putting down a small fee (10%) and a broker would cover the rest.

Dawes Plan 1924 - Aimed to solve the reparation issue following WWI for Germany.  The plan stated Allied forces would leave the industrial Ruhr so that Germany could utilize it’s income.  Also, the plan allowed Germany to pay it’s reparations in staggered amounts rather than in larger amounts (easier time coming up with the money).

Maginot Line - An extremely defensive line of tanks, machine guns, and troops lining the borders of France-Italy, and France-Germany in light of WWI.  Ended up not working; Germans just invaded through Belgium.

Flappers - Women who wore short skirts, smoked, drank, and acted in a way that was completely against the social norm of the time.  They were much more sexual than before, and they acted a lot like a man would at the time (in terms of drinking, driving cars, etc.)

The Roaring 20s - The period of time (1920’s) when the industry was booming and jazz culture was at a high.  Credit was available, and people could ‘afford’ many things they could not have before.  Cars were available, and society was just doing really well overall.

Model T Ford - First, and most popular, car ever made.  Brought in the automobile age, provided a cheap mode of transportation and gave a new way to travel to the middle/upper classes.

Jazz Age - Roaring twenties.

1930 Smoot-Hawley - Raised tariffs on over 20,000 imported United States goods.  Cut imports and exports by half, and is believed to be a major reason for the Great Depression.

Assembly Line - The revolutionary new way to build machines and the like.  Henry Ford was first to utilize it in his production of the Model T, and is what allowed him to price it so reasonably.

Grapes of Wrath - Set during Great Depression, details stories about Okies and living a poor life during the depression.

The Great Gatsby - World renowned account of the roaring 20’s, and contrasts Grapes of Wrath severely.  Details how prosperous the time was, and the general feeling among the people.

T. S. Eliot's Wasteland - Modernist poem published in 1922.  Considered great work of the time/history.

Lenin’s Testament - A proposal for changes of the Soviet governing structure, and the denouncement of Stalin.  Only made public after his death.

Stalin’s Great Purge 1936-1939 - The removal of many members of the Soviet government because of the suspicion of saboteurs.  Stalin ordered 40,000 people be executed.

1923 Acerbo Law - Majority of the votes (at least 25%) receives 66% of the seats in parliament.  This was introduced by Mussolini, and allowed him to constantly secure anything he wanted.

Spanish Civil War - Republicans versus Nationalists (rebels).  Nationalists crushed the Republican forces, and Francisco Franco was able to ensure power for the next 36 years.

Treaty of Sevres - Between Ottoman Empire and the Allied forces.  Far more severe than Versailles Treaty, as it required many industrial assets be given to the Allies, dismantling the Ottoman economy.  They went poor and died off, basically.

Balfour Declaration - The declaration allowing followers of Zionism to establish the Jewish homeland in Palestine.

McMahon Letter - Encouraged Arabs to rebel against their Turkish rulers so that the Turks could not cut off the oil supply lines.

Petain - Played a huge role in the Battle of Verdun.  Reached the rank of ‘Marshal of France’, and was later Chief of State of Vichy, France.

Vichy France - Independent French state, was fought mercilessly over by the Germans and the Allies.  Came about after the successful capture of France by Germany, and was what was left for France after Germany and Italy had their land claim.

The War in the Atlantic - Longest continuous battle of WWII.  Pitted German u-boats, luftwaffe and submarines versus the Canadian navy, British navy, and other Allied forces.  Protected merchant ships travelling between Allied countries.

Enigma Machine - Code used by the Germans during WWII to send their messages/orders to troops on the frontlines.  Allowed it so that, even if intercepted, the message could not be understood.

Fall of France - The successful capture of France by the Axis forces.

Operation Torch - The Allied invasion of German territories in North Africa.  This was done to secure more naval power, and to prepare for a full invasion of Eastern Europe.

Hiroshima - First place on earth to ever be targeted by an atomic bomb.  Displayed the devastating power of the atomic bomb, and completely annihilated the city.

Guadalcanal - Battle between Japanese troops and American troops during the latter part of WWII.

Bataan Death March - Japanese transfer of troops from the Battle of Bataan to Camp O’Donnell.  Thousands of the POWs died during the transfer process.

Battle for Singapore - Largest surrender of British-led personnel in history.

Battle for Midway - Most significant American victory versus Japan, effectively downsizing the Imperial Japanese Navy to a mere fraction of it’s former size.  Necessary and decisive blow that had a massive impact on the outcome of the Japanese-American conflict.

Battle of Coral Sea - Major naval/aircraft battle in the Pacific Theater.  First use of aircraft carriers to fight each other.  Suicide bombers attacked many ships.

Pearl Harbor Attack - Surprise attack by the Japanese to ‘scare’ the Americans from continuing with their plans to attack East Asia.

Battle for Iwo Jima - Bloody battle to secure aircraft fields in order to attack mainland Japan.  Iconic flag-raising picture was taken here.

Ataturk (Mustafa Kemal) - His great escapades granted him the name Ataturk (father of turks) after he successfully won many battles.


Kemalism - The principles that Ataturk believed in, and what he used to build the Republic of Turkey.  “Six arrows”.

Potsdam Conference - The meeting of Stalin, Churchill, and Truman to decide the fate of the defeated Nazi Germany at the end of WWII.  Many peace treaties were inducted, and the post-war order was settled.

Yalta Conference - Preceded by Tehran Conference, and also decided how to handle post-war Europe and all of the war-torn land.  They discussed how to govern post-war Germany.
