· Study in Philadelphia by Marvin Wolfgang – what are the factors that lead to homicide? There are 2 types:
· Victim precipitator homicide – victim was first person to use force or a weapon. Then tables are turned and they are killed. They are the FIRST ones to initiate the fight. Accounts for the largest percentage of all homicides
· Non-victim precipitator homicide – stranger homicide. Someone is murdered by someone they don’t know

EXTERNAL RESTRAIN THEORY
· They believe that some people have it built in. You have a built in restraint mechanisms within you so that you don’t lash out and you won’t be aggressive to someone. It is strong enough, that will prevent you from acting out on impulses

SUBCULTURE OF VIOLENCE THEORY – Wolfgang 
· Its a case of frustration, especially in the poor classes. Eventually, over time, they will associate themselves with violence and learn that that is a coping mechanism to survive

· A 3 year old kid killed his brother with a gun last week.
