· I. Introduction:  we will raise the super important question: what makes you, you? Is it our genes or our surroundings? Nature or Nurture?
· Nature= genes and DNA
· Nurture= everything else other than genes.
The culture you grow up in, religion, schools, teachers peers, families, etc. A war environment or peaceful environments. Your diet. A polluted environment or not.
·  There is an interaction between nature and nurture
· Ex. A child with down syndrome is because of nature but with proper nurture, you could push against the limits set by nature. This chid can grow up to live a healthy life. So nurture can push nature, but only to a certain degree. He will never be an Einstein.
· Ex. A kid in Africa starving could have had great genes to grow but since he does not have enough food, he will never grow into an Einstein. Who knows what could have happened?
II. The Nature Component:
· A. genes: our biological blueprints: we have trillions of cells and we have 46 chromosomes in these cells with the exception of egg and sperm. The carry info in DNA molecules.
· DNA is made up of a number of different things and in them you have genes. 
· Genes are the basic unit of heredity. They carry the instruction to make an organism and give its characteristics. Sometimes a gene is responsible for a characteristic (i.e. height).
· Sometimes only one gene is responsible for something but sometimes it is multiple genes
· If it is multiple genes, we call it a gene complex (e.g. obesity which has at least 2000 genes)
· Genes are made up of nucleotides which are biochemical building blocks and there are four of them called adenine guanine cytosine and thymine.  (A with T and G and C)
· Nucleotides are the alphabet of life.
·  They are called that because the sequence of the nucleotide determines what the gene does and does not do.
· One letter in the sequence, you can change what the gene does.
· Chromosomes=books
· Genes= words
· Nucleotides= letters
· Human genome was mapped in 2001. They identified the sequence and what each gene does
· We have 30,000 genes? (not exact)
· They discovered that every single human being on earth is 99.99% similar to other human beings.
· What is the .01% difference?
· 5% of the 0.1% is differences among races.
· 95% of the 0.1 % difference is within the race.
· In 2004, Nature genetics published that race does not exist biologically. There is no difference between races genetically.
· Race therefore should not be used.
· Human race started in Africa and we changed when we moved t different environments
· Chimpanzees are 95-98% similar to us but mouse is 90%
· 50%  of us is a banana 
· Fruit fly 44%
· A daisy is 33%

· Evolutionary psychology is a young field of psychology that uses the theory of evolution to explain human behaviour
· Theory of evolution: the main goal of an organism is to survive and transmit genes into the future and anything the organism does is to transmit its genes
· Many organism however die due t natural selection so that only the fittest will survive
· An organism will survive because there is a good fit with the characteristics of the organism and the environment it lives in.
· One of the main ideas in this psychology is that any behaviour trait or emotion that helps our ancestors to survive will be seen today displayed by humans.
· Most human beings are afraid of heights because according to evolutionary psych., those fears helped them survive.
· Evolutionary psychs explain and study adaptive behaviours and how they are universal and common.
· Question on exam: you have 4 grandparents. According to evolutionary psychologists, which will put more energy into you? 
· According to surveys, men tend to want more sex and initiate more sex, masturbate more, more likely to interpret a friendly smile as she likes me and men are more likely to make sacrifices for sex and more into recreational sex
· Does not mean men are more sexual.
· In 1978, researchers sent assistants into the university campus and said go around the campus and find a woman and say, “I think you’re cute, let’s have sex tonight.”
· Men said yes! Women said you are a creep!
· Why are there those differences? According to evolutionary psychology, they explain those differences that both men and women want to transmit their genes into the future. But in order to accomplish this goal, they use different strategies because of reproductive capacity.
· Women need 9 months to produce 1 baby. Men just need two partners a day and 2 weeks to make 24 babies. women need a lifetime to make 24 babies.
· Women therefore will make sure they have the right guy.
