Victorian costume. The aesthetic dress movement the rational dress society
Petti coats supported skirts. And allowed them to be wider. Women became more decorative objects
While women were dedicated creatures. Men were dressed for the industrial role . By 1880-90men were wearing lounge jackets. It reflected the mans role in he trade.
Triumphs of industrial revolution. It propelled england to the new world. Became could become rich. it was possible to move from the lower working classes to the middle.
Time of samuel smiles. He wrote bestselling book. Self help.
New middle classes had money to spend but had no traditions. So they became obsessed with over decorations, they were over decorated. In the home and women. Two important areas to show the wealth. 
Victorians were big on how to do it books.
Manuels told women they were inferior in every way. Make her a better listener to be better companion for her husband.
Womens main occupation was to display the mens success. 
Money was buy political power and social prestige. 
With more leisure time women from mid victorian period spent their time decorating outfit. They were totally depended on servants. They were not allowed to do any manual work.
Manuals explaining how to drape mantle piece etc
Omens clothing meant sexual activity was very hard. They were perverse teases.
They couldn't raise their arms. The dresses were very restrictive.
The crinoline cages replaced petti coat and made it better for movement.  1850-60 the skirt became wider and wider. Hard to go through doorways.
3000 women were burnt to death annually. Due to skirts.
Corset, it restricted lungs. Made women faint. Couldn't eat as much.
100 illnesses caused by tight lacing. Caused deaths too.
Whale bones used to break and women would be stabbed to death.
Women were not allowed to be seen pregnant. Used to wear corsets for as long as they could.
Girls hit puberty would start wearing corsets. And continue wearing them.
29% of women were unmarried.
Men started to put off marriage until they saved enough money. Middle class and high class women did not work. It was socially unacceptable.
Women became guardian of homes. Provided perfect refuge for her husband.
Mid 19th moved towards education.
Victorian era accepted role of women of as wife and mother. Projected from the monarchy. family as sacred union. husbands head of house. Provide. Full and decorative house for family. Everything went to her husbands, divorce was difficult but if it happened women had to leave everything. 
10, 12 or more children. 
Sons were sent to boarding schools and perhaps university. Women schooled at home.
Textile industry evolved meant more fabrics faster and fir cheaper. steal industry meant lighter skirts
Sewing machine had greatest impact on middle class clothing. More readily available.
Late 1860 crinoline began to diminish. The bustle came in. Puff at the back.
By 1880 the bustle has almost disappeared but brought back again. 
Emilia bloomer said she invented trousers under skirt. But it was mrs. Miller who had it first.
Dr mary walker wore bloomers as she believed it was not safe for practicing medicine in the large dresses.

The search for a new beauty 1860's-1880's art for arts sake
Artists of the aesthetic movement
Move away from over decoration. 
William morris- red house. He was disgusted by he crystal palace. He sent out to change tastes. He wanted to go back to romantic middle ages. Jane his wife 1856 photographed in a lose flowing dress. It was revolutionary for the time. 
Pre-Raphaelites were the ones who referred back to the beauty of the middle ages.  
They influenced mainstream fashion eventually. jane was the epitome of beauty for the pre-Raphaelites. 
Red hair, big eyes, long necks 
Rossetti founded pre-Raphaelite movement. Born in 1828. He expressed his truth through image if his ideal women. 
Lizzie siddel married into the pre-Raphaelites 1884. By 1850seecaught the eye of rossetti and became his favourite model. they got married.
Rosetti found Veronica veronese. Paid her to just be his model.
Annie miller ready to use her sexuality to get whatever she wanted. 
James whistler. Important to the aesthetic movement. Japanese orient. He also designed architecture
Daring. Dresses cuz they were meant to be worn without corsets.
Oscar wilde was a spokesperson for this daring aesthetic movement.
He flaunted the fact that he was homosexual. Which was illegal and could get imprisonment.
  
The rational dress movement founded 1881. Emily king. Feminist. 
1880-90 new influences entered fashion cuz of sports. It was a new craze. Bloomers and jackets. 
Adventurous women wore bloomers and jackets. 
So important to achieve the standard of beauty they would risk their lives for it. Remove ribs. The S curve was fashionable.
Week 2
Suffragette uniform- black long skirt white blouse and a sash
Made a very cohesive group
Those who worn the colours we presenting their eliagne to a new political action
Suffragrettes were highly organzied and able go speak to a whole lot of people. Excellent at brining the crowd together
Mrs Silva pankurst. Getting arrested in slide. 
Many suffraettes were imprisoned. 
WSFU 
Kitty marshall- necklace 3 coins. Put in prison numerous times.
1907 the WSPU launched its monthly newspaper for women. Eventually became weekly.
The suffratte newspaper 1912- from clothing to political.
Womens press was founded.where they printedwhere they printed all the paper information.
Press shops started to also print poster
Products for suffrattes were initially geared towardsthe women women.. Women in factories so they could afford to out a little ribbon on their clothing. 
They made tea sets with the logo on it.
Wasnt socially acceptable for women to smoke at that time . But they produced suffratte cigarettes
Pank a squitk board game they made. Spread the movement and keep people entertained. She was following a suffratte women from her home to parliament
Some people against it and theh made postcards against the suffragette movement
The womens press shops opened around the city. Sol,d cheaper items eventually catered for middle class and arostockrasy 
Later individual piece of jewelry were given to girls. 
Louise mary leets. 
Individuals produced their own things too 
Purple, white and green colours
Annie kenny 1909- paid by the organization. One of the few paid members. 
The procession. Parading. 
June 1908
Sticks with arrows on top signified who went to prison. 
Womens coronation procession 17 june 1911- 60,000 people. was the largest. 4 miles long. From houses of parliament tothe bank of England. 
Emily wilding davison, the only one who gave up her life for movement. Ran out onthe kings horse. 
The union was one ofthe first to use colour coding to represent them and propaganda. 
After the war women did get the vote. 1918. Women over 30. But you still needed a husband in orderto vote. More then 8million for entitled to vote.
Mass demonstations hired trains to bring people down. 64trains

War not short.grim struggle in very inhumane conditions.
First world war really freed women. They learned how to make their own living by taking over mens jobs

Lord kitnlcher. You your country needs you. The posters made you feel uneasy if you didn't support the war. Guilt poster. America joined the war in 1917. They relayed heavily on posters too.
James monegory flagg used himself on the poster.
Some of the posters related to the multicultural 
Jospeh chritian leyendecker . He illustrated 300 covers for the saturday post. 
America was still isolated from the true horrors if the war.in many of the oosters in the u.s it appeared a little hollywood.women appeared as angels etc 
Posters in britain a little more down to earth. 

Howard chandler christy 1917. Poster he knew sex sells. It was sexy to be part of the war. 
Another war for women to play which brought a hope of liberation. Volunteer work. Even suffragette women joined. (VAD)
700,000 women issued in factories
Now patriotic to work in factories and  wear trousers. 
Land army women sent to farms to work.
Womens army auxiliary corps WAAC.
After the war life changed for women partly due to war and partly due to suffragete. Women received the vote after. 
Lt. John mccrae. Known for writer a famous war memorial poem. In flanders fields.

Lt. Harry Colebourne bought a black bear in winnipeg and traveled withhim back to europe. Named him winnie. 
Pic of ltcolebourne with winnie dec 1914 salisbury plain england. 
Women after the war were forced out of the jobs and back into the home. However hems raised  6inches  above ground and waist more natural 
Emancipation of women shown by cutting their hair short.
Short skirts flapper style 1924.the tubal silhouette was the dominate style. 
Women wore trousers in factories but after it never took off. Trousers only acceptable in the house. Pj trouser or beach trousers.  


1923 the skirts are getting a little shorter.
1924. 2_3 inches before the knee. Never have been soo short.
With more leg showing black stocking were replaced by flesh colored ones.
1926 one silhouette one image in magazines. Tubular silhouette boyish figure.losing weight became an obsession. 
Magazine filled with advertisements now. In colour too.
1920 first radio station. Used to advertise too
Fashion didn't just evolve slowly it was now created. Media cause of this.
Arrow shirt man. Thats what women wanted in the 1920.
Men became more concise of their figure too.
Film industry made great strides in the 1920s.
1925 20,000 movie theatres 
Rudolf valentino . Was the fantasy man.
Clara bow was the it girl. Flapper girl. What young girls aspired to. 
1920 sex on screen and off. Her job enabled her to meet men easily.
Cinema had a great influence on women liberation
1929 new york stock exchange closed its doors. Before the depression skirt lengths become longer. Its as if fashion knew what was going to happen.
1930 magazine include tissue patterns as many women starting making their clothes.
The escapism of the 30s was hollywood. There was huge musicians. If there wasn't Hollywood their would be much more suicides during the depression. Epitomized diamond,glitterand romance
1930 women did very littoe traveling  but they were interested in other places.hollywood enanled a sort of travel. 
Film stars influenced the way people looked. 
1937. Vogue advertisements  became risky.nudity 

Britain and France. Declared war in germany 1939 
Clothes rationing introduced and utility clothing. Suit. Restrictions on suits. No pockets unless able to prove out of scrap. No double breasted. Stocking in short supple. Kiosk were women get their legs colored. 
Women service men could send home one stocking in a letter
Clothing restrictions also in america. But not as strict as in England. A lot more goods available.


American entry into the war. Rosie the rieviter a fictitious  person. Women proved in WWI that they could do anything. Now they as bing ased to join war.be a marine 
Motto of the time was make do and mend. 
Abram games 1941 ATS poster was banned because it was to glamourized. 
After the war. Relief. But women lead back to traditional image of femininity.corset. Tiny waist. Dior.

Hiroshima japan. Little boy. August 1945. 140,000 killed and 100,000 injured  
Hiroshima determined for people to never forget and built a peace memorial park. The a bomb dome was the only building that kept its shape.

· Leslie Groves is the head of the Manhattan project
· First atomic bomb during WWII
· Led by U.S but Canada and UK participated
· men start searching for place to have secret place to build atomic bomb
· scientists – making a bomb
· Grove insists that no one know what they are making – since the materials all come in but nothing seems to be manufactured
· Scientists must refer to each other with code names
· Bomb is called gadget, gamut, or beast
· Strict rules on what scientists can say to family members
· Phone calls are monitored
· When they travel the scientists are followed by security
· Los Alamos – New Mexico
· Whole families are moved to this place
· Don’t want any other countries to know what is happening
· Manhattan project – by 1942 the project is well underway
· There is one problem – no airplane is able to carry the bomb all the way to Japan soil
· B29 – is the airplane – it is a gigantic leap forward- it is 25 times faster than its earlier airplane
· First nuclear device ever detonated was an implosion-type bomb at the Trinity Test, conducted at New Mexico’s Alamogordo
· 
Guam
· an American attack on Japanese
· killed many people so that they can have a base in Japan which would allow them to be close enough to drop the bomb
· August 1944

Wendover (America)
· training place for flying
· water was gross and rats were everywhere
· they were doing test drops on shooting fields in southern California (deserts)
· people aren’t given information at how powerful the bomb is going to be – not even 

Tinian
· closer to Japan than Guam
· smaller so it is easier for top secret operation
· 509 composite group
Roosevelt
· died in 1945
· scientists are stunned and saddened
· but continue with their work and think that the bomb will work

Command Center in New Mexico
· their first test
· didn’t know what was going to happy
· July 16 1945
· Jornada del Muerto airforce base
· The Trinity test began when the bomb, called "the gadget," was detonated on July 16 at 5:30 a.m. The scientists, watching 10 miles from the tower, had disagreed on what would happen following the detonation -- from nothing to the end of the world. Instead it caused an explosion that was about the equivalent of 19 kilotons of TNT. The flash it created brightened the surrounding mountains and emitted a mushroom cloud about eight miles high.
· Happens in Texas?
· Is explained to the press as an ammunition drop
· America has won the race- it has the atomic bomb
· Grove is very excited – tells Stalin about a new weapon of extraordinary force

Tinian
· 509 Composite group
· men were very comfortable 
· they now got new barracks – sidewalks- office buildings- outdoor theatre
· had a cook 
· had much better quarters then other groups overseas

July 26, 1945
· ten days after the 
· trinity test
· the leaders of the countries get together to discuss
· Japanese must surrender or face destruction – but they don’t tell them of the destruction
· Japan doesn’t surrender
· Truman and his advisors then decide to go ahead with the A-Bomb plans
· Indianapolis – a ship that delivered the stuff for atomic bomb

August 4, 1945
· Captain Parsons gave a description of the bomb
· They showed photos of the test to the men but it just looked like a sun

August 5, 1945
· little boy is carefully towed to a loading pit – the bombs are too big to go into the plane so they are put in a bomb pit underneath the plane
· they are worried that they could crash on take off and then destroy the entire island
· practice this process until hands bleed
· names the plane Enola Gay (B29)
· During the final stages of World War II, it became the first aircraft to drop an atomic bomb as a weapon of war. The bomb, code-named "Little Boy", was targeted at the city of Hiroshima, Japan, and caused extensive destruction.

August 6, 1945 – 2 am
· flight crew line up for famous photo
· Tibbets is the flyer of the plane
· Everyone is eager to see the plane take off – whole crew is lined up watching
· The plane takes off
· Took out a green plug and put in a red plug which connects the circuit
· There are 3 planes which are flying together
· There are weather planes, camera planes etc. in front telling them what to do
· At 8:11 am – Elona Gay pilots let the other pilots know that they will drop the bomb
· 8:15.17 am – Little Boy is dropped
· 8:16 am – the bomb explodes
· none of the film from the camera plane turns out
· there is one film from another plane that has a little bit of footage of the explosion
· only buildings with reinforced concrete remain – everything else is rubble
· further out there is a lot of fire- but the cities water mains are shattered so there isn’t a chance of putting out the fire
· those who lived through the blast are trying to find safety for family and places for injured
· many patients suffer severe burns
· where the skin was protected by clothing- the clothing or pattern was melted into the skin
· 30,000 would die from injuries or radiation – there is no way to calculate the immense number of casualties 

August 6, 1945
· Elona Gay returns to Titian
· Word of the atomic mission spreads around the island
· They thought the war should be over in a short period time
· Paul Tibbets got a DFC right when he landed 
· Truman warns that they will drop more bombs if they do not surrender

August 9, 1945
· Fat man is being prepared at Titian 
· There was bad weather- lightning
· Bomb was to be dropped on Kokura
· Before takeoff Sweeny noticed there was something wrong with the 
· The bomb was fully armed at takeoff because the explosive were contained in the bomb itself- it was too big to be done in the air
· When in the air there were doubts in the sky – they couldn’t see – and the other plane was lost - 45 minutes of wasted fuel- they then decided to go ahead with the bombing
· They were told that they had to be 100% of where they were dropping the bomb
· The Japanese then send up fighter planes
· They then decide that they should go to the second targeted city – Nagasaki
· The weather is not better
· But they have to drop the bomb in order to make it home- they would be too heavy otherwise
· Fat Man explodes
· They have to go back to a base ASAP because they were running out of gas
· Had to fire flares because there is no response from the runway

Nagasaki
· Little boy- used in atomic bombings of Hiroshima & Nagasaki
· 60,000 deaths
· although the bomb was bigger the explosion was contained
· it was more industrial than residential

August 15, 1945
· Emperor surrenders?

VJ Day (Victory over Japan Day)
· American celebration
· On August 14, 1945, it was announced that Japan had surrendered unconditionally to the Allies, effectively ending World War II. Since then, both August 14 and August 15 have been known as "Victory over Japan Day," or simply "V-J Day."

September 2, 1945
· Douglas MacArthur accepts the Japanese surrender
· when Japan's formal surrender took place aboard the U.S.S. Missouri, anchored in Tokyo Bay. Coming several months after the surrender of Nazi Germany, Japan's capitulation in the Pacific brought six years of hostilities to a final and highly anticipated close.

After War 
· the sites of the Manhattan Project have memorials ie. Trinity
· the planes were preserved

Women’s movement 60’s-70’s (2nd wave of feminism)
· Fought for cultural perspective that made a new value in place  
· Changing perception and attitude 
· Strength of movement was their method: networking 
· “Sisterhood” was really important 
· Women got together in groups
Protests 
· Anti Vietnam war demonstrations
· Sexual liberation, gay liberation, women’s liberation all important to the younger generations 
Betty Friedman, The feminine Mystique, 1963
· 1966: she founded national organization for women
· 1968: one of the first protests 
Bra burning 
· Nothing was actually burned 
Protests 
· Against beauty pageants 
End of 1960’s
· Mass movement 
· Multiplying women’s organizations at a multiple rate 
Creative and visual influences 
· Women began developing a visual identity 
· Jeans, t shirts, no bras, gypsy like garments “alternative/hippy” style
· Reactions against mainstream suits and ties and Vogue images 
· Popular arts flourished which energized all branches of the movement
· In Britain, 1970 conference was held 
· “Germaine Greer the Female Eunuch” (book)
· A lot of reference to the suffragette movement 
Monica Sjoo, God Giving Birth 1968
· Produced some of the most powerful images of the movement
· Depicts goddess (God as a woman) giving birth 
· Indecent/ offensive 
· Threatened for prosecution 
· Removed and banned from exhibitions

See Red Poster Collective 1974-1989 – Parity Begins at Home 
· Images reflected obvious problems women faced 
· Hard hitting
· Themes that woman have faced for years – devalued women
· “A Woman’s Day Never Ends” 
Early 1970s
· movement spread rapidly 
· new meaning to the word sisterhood 
· The movement had a symbol (female symbol with fist) 
· Women would use this symbol as a signature at the bottom of a letter 
· Accompanied by a sign “in sisterhood”
· Manipulated and changed in various ways 
· Appeared in magazines and postcards

· Helaine Victoria Press: very successful 
· Lucy Parsons

Women’s arts and crafts 
· Needlework and quilting

· The dinner party, triangular dinner table, for 39 women from history 
· 999 Women of achievement 1973-1979 
· Pottery, china painting 
· Involved collaboration on a grand scale 
· 400 people who worked extensively on the project 
· Theme of female genitalia, the triangle represented women’s vagina
· Other symbols/metaphors: genitalia turned from private to public symbol, both hands together to form triangle was a sign of women’s liberation
Feminist periodicals 
· Reports from all around the world 
· From women who were banned from publishing in their own countries 
Spare Rib
· Magazine 
Our bodies, ourselves (book)
· 1971, Austin women’s health collective 
· Helped women learned more 
· Placed their health into context 
· Most liberating books on women’s health issues 
· It wasn’t available at the time, so this book was important 
· Made women more conscious of their bodies in a male medical dominant world
Contraception
· Pregnant man campaign, Britain, 1970 
· Brought attention to the topic, but don’t know how effective it was 
· Comic strips 
· Birth control was introduced to young people through comic strips
· It is not only a women’s issue 
Violence against women 
· Another issue 
· Masculine dominance and female submission 
· Sexual harassment, rape, pornography etc.… 
· Marches, protests, demonstrations 
· April 1977, night time demonstrations, western Germany 
· Britain followed with these in 5 cities 
· Rape
· San Francisco 
· 3,000 marching women 
· All night marchers were visually spectacular 
· Influenced by the suffragette movement 
· Cheswick London, women’s aid center 
·  Frist center for battered women 

· Conscious raising, empowerment of a new kind 
· New generation of tough women with self defined attitudes 

Judy Chicago 
1970 she presents her first public lecture. She’s an artist. 
1972-1973 Great Ladies Series (minimalist series of sprayed canvases)
Through the Flower- 1978 nonprofit feminist organization
· A symbol of femininity
· Clarifies abstract images to represent her feelings about womanhood 
Rejection Quintet, 1974

1981 The Birth Project 
· Just after the dinner party was created in 79
· She recognized that there was not enough representation of birth in Western art 
· Microscopic and macroscopic reflections 

Movie: Right Out of History 
The Making of Judy Chicago’s Dinner Party 
· She was isolated as a woman artist 
· Even though women would achieve, it would be erased within the next decade 
· Chicago wanted to stop the erasing of what women had achieved through her art
· The Dinner Party is a large open triangular table 
· 13 place setting on each edge of the triangle. 39 all together.  
· The whole table sits on a porcelain floor 
· Women’s name were written on the floor in gold 
· 5 years to complete it
· People came from Australia to work on the project 
· She thought about the last supper but instead of instead of the ones consuming, women were being consumed 
· Theodora (Byzantine): on women’s side. Stopped prostitution. Lasting change. 
· Most people worked without pay 
· Thursday night: potluck dinner with guests, or worked out studio problem 
· She thought women were embedded with remaining ignorant 
· She realized through this project that history was very male biased
· July 20 1978 Judy’s birthday
· Fastening system: each placement was nailed down for security reasons
· Displayed in the museum of modern art 
· All plates reflected female fertility symbol 
· Symbol=commonality between all woman (obvious symbol)
· 100,000 people saw the dinner party 
· most successful for the museum
· Most museums had turned it down 
Fashion Culture – Week 10 
The British punk The British Punk Legacy: Attitude, Individuality and Street Publishing
1960/70’s -  introduced female values and experiences. 
Late 1970’s brought conservative politics and became highly commercial and so many underground movements started in revolt

· Roxy- popular club at London at the time 
· Alternative view of society 
· Urban revolution rose in the streets. It was expressed through dress, music. It introduced a new generation of women with self-defying attitudes.
· The roots of punk lye in Britain
· Punk movement played a key role and a brave new image for women
· Urban creativity, do it yourself style and self expression
· Uncompromising attitudes.
· Brave new image for women with attitude
· DIY style and street publishing
· High unemployment since the 1930’s
· Threat of nuclear war 
· Rejected social conventions 
· Rejected materialism, home, religion, almost everything 
· Important visual icons: crucifix, the queen
· At this time there was lots of conflict with Ireland (street bombing)
· Many children left school as a revolt against what was happening
· As a result all of these children who had nothing to do got together and voiced their opinions 

Vivienne Westwood 
· “invented” punk
Mclaren along with Westwood
· Opened a store called let it rock, 1971 which featured clothing which was a new style for people in London
· They were making teddy boy suits and selling them quite successfully 
· The shop had a club atmosphere with music
· It was a place to hang out 
· 1973 “Too fast to live, too young to die” The store moved from teddy boy to biker jackets and ripped and torn t-shirts, studs and chains etc
· The following year, SEX was labeled on the store 
· Store was charged with selling pornographic clothing 
· There was a t-shirt with two naked cow boys facing each other, which is why they got charged
· Shop was transformed into photographs of world war II, celebrated chaos and destruction, garments that were heavily ripped and torn, clothes were painted with slogans like “school’s a rip off” etc.
· The punk movement started to form now as many people were all dressing the same in ripped garments, shirts with slogans all over it, lots of piercings etc
· There are posters from the sex pistols with the queen with a safety pin through her lip
· Heads were shaved, Mohawks were dyed in unnatural colors 
· Safety pins and staples were pushed against flesh and clothing 
· Fishnets, leather skirts etc… 
· Punk was a DIY movement 
· Vivienne W called it “confrontation” dressing
· Malcom Malaren in 1975 found the sex pistols- when he realized rock & roll is what the young people liked. He thought it was important to create music that the people believed in
· They rehearsed in the store
· 1978 Jonny Rotten left and Sid Viscous died of an overdose. The sex pistols were more spectacular then McLaren thought
· EMI abandoned the group, they were then signed to Virgin records and God Save the Queen was released 
· McLaren was very clever as the record was released right before the Queens Jubilee
· At this time a lot of people were protesting because when so many people were unemployed the Queen was celebrating in a lavish way.
· #1 on many charts, the nation’s most popular record although it was banned 
· They had an incredible influence (desire to change cultural values and social traditions) for a short time 
· Unemployment had been its highest point since 1930s
· This time the Royal Family could get records banned and so this became the most sought after record of the decade
· Jonny Rocket predicted “No Future” in his songs. He had a lot of power in society and people listened
· The Sex Pistols had an incredible influence as it has the power to make people want to change public ways
· Being a part of a punk movement was very attractive and cool at the time
· It was cool to hate and defy society
· Punk began as a social protest. Traditional values were questioned. 
· Its inspiration came from the streets. Punk grew into a highly creative movement that influenced everything.

Punk
· inspiration came from the streets
· Grew into a highly creative movement that influenced everything 
· Self publishing in the form of street magazines Franzies 
· “Sniff and Glue” and “ripped & torn” – magazines 
Jamie Reid 
· Was responsible for all the t shirts and graphics 

· Became as notorious, made with scissors and glue 
· Grew up in a political family 
· Before he met Mclaren he was into making stickers 
· Met Malcom Mclaren 
· Bollocks: balls, f word, he put it at the front of the cover which made a lot of people angry. 
· He had slogans such as “save fuel, burn your car”
· “Never mind the Bollocks” was the cover of the sex pistols. Bollocks is very similar to fuck so it was very controversial
· Colour was a major part of Reid’s work
· He took his imagery from grocery stores
· Took his imagery from grocery stores 
· During this period, advertising was very slick and controlled
· Early 1980’s advertising agencies were experimenting with cut outs, magic markers (highly influenced graphic design in Britain and eventually the US)
Malcom Garrett highly influenced by Jamie Reid
· Experimental approach 
· Malcolm Garret – Boy George cover (you can see the influence of Reid)
· Garrett was a very innovative man with ideas about typeography. 
· “Orgasm Addict”

· “Cabaret Voltaire” 
Nevil Brody (another artist influenced by Jamie Read)

Led to 2 important style magazines 
· i-D was set up in 1980 by Terry Jones the former art editor of Vogue
· They still had the cut and paste, do-it-yourself influence
· This magazine had a huge following
· Now it is a bit more organized but definitely still had the same influence in the imagery
· Very much influenced by Ripped & Torn
· Street wise imagery 
The Face 
· Another influential magazine 
Punks contribution to feminism 
· more of what feminism took from her
Linder Sterling
· Born: Liverpool, England 1954
· Studied: art and design
· Masterbating Couple, 1977 
· Mens magazine incorporated with women’s home/fashion magazines collaged together 
· Sexual expectations 
· Punks influence in Feminism was substantial
· More for what Feminism took from Punk
· A new generation for young women made use of the subversion, borrowed the amateur methods of graphic design
· Linder sterling – her work was used for Buzzcoks Orgasm Addict Cover
· Linder sterling, Masturbating Couple, 1977 – in this work she tried to put both fashion magazines and cars, porn magazine together and this is what she made

· Linder’s overall series show a portrait of a contradicted work of closed doors 
· “I am a woman and if I live I fight and if I fight I contribute to the Liberation of all woman and so victory is born even I the darkest hours”
· “Shocking Pink” issue 10. Girls found power. This magazine is an example of girl power. Aimed at young girls 10+
· It was particularly keen for 2 young lesbians
· It provided a feminist opinion on the issues of makeup, marriage etc for girls.
· It originated in the early 1980’s but only lasted a few issues. It reappeared in 1992 and ran until 1997
· Another popular image of girl power was the posters by, Some Girls Project, National Association of Youth Clubs. They were successful in telling girls from an early age that you can do anything. They tried to promote that it was good to be a girl. They would meet in groups and address issues about what would annoy girls about boys. It was a very real group that addressed very real issues girls often faced and had questions about.
· Boys can do anything, where as parents keep girls all locked up because girls cant be trusted. These were posters 
· There were many billboards that made fun of women, and feminists would spray paint something on them in revolt. “If it were a lady, it would get its bottom pinked.” Underneath they wrote “if this lady was a car she’d run you down.” Is what Jill Posner wrote underneath the original ad
· She calls them her opinions but they are generally a collective opinion
· “Where would fashion be without pins? – “Free of little pricks”
· “If you back is up against a wall, turn about and write on it”
· Punk is a movement of self expression and individualism
· Defining sex and power on their own terms
New generation of women

Challenging powers of media
· Girl power, woman power, was found 
· Shocking Pink, magazine 
· Combined street publishing 
· Produced by a collective of girls 16-25
· Attacked some of the issues at this time were more underground 
· Hand drawn cut up montages  
· Only ran for a few issues, but was revamped again in 92 
· And only ran until 97 
· Girl power also came from “Some Girls Project,” images produced as post cards and posters and they were successful at telling girls at any age that they can do anything
· They tried to promote that it was good being a girl

Jill Posner
· Graffiti spraying was popular
· Anti-war 
· Lesbian 
In conclusion… 
· Offered women new vehicles for self expression 
· Defining sex and power on their own terms 

Vivienne Westwood
· Although she is not directly related to woman’s movement 
· Clothing as subversive 
· Unisex elements were particularly challenging 
· Cross dressing, role reversing etc.… 
· 1988-1990: Her collections reflected the inherent duality in Westwood’s work. 
· 1989-1990 her collection was known as Britain goes Pagan. Single breasted saville row jacket, with fig leaf – which even shocked her -Nude tights and a fig leaf with blazer and collared shirts, ironic 
· She wanted her outfits for girls to look like men’s clothes with no pants 
· Underwear with penis painted on it, many Americans left her show in outrage 
· She continues to blur the definition for fashion for men and fashion for women
· In 1984, she put women in codpieces (what men wore in the 16th century)
· Epitome of a liberated woman, she’s always lived on her terms, and still does so 
· Propelled herself from punk and into the glamorous runway of Britain 
· Mini Crin- hugely copied in the 90s 
· Most important, influential designers of the century
· Margaret Thatcher: Vivienne Westwood captured her attention

 
Week 10:

1980’s 
The angry years of Conservation, Margaret Thatcher, Ronald Reagan & George Bush

· 1980’s women produced own propaganda- tried to break stereotype that women totally rely on men. 
· There were lots of branches in the women’s movement: all ages, races and ethnic groups. 

· Young mothers who lost children to drunk drivers. MADD. Was started by women (group of feminists). MADD includes men, women victims and non-victims.

· Britain led the way with feminist publishing houses. People used to have to go to alternative bookstores to find feminist book later these books were found in every bookstore. 
· 1978- The Women’s Press- 1980’s produced 50-60 books a year. 

· The Subversive Stitch

· Jenny Holzer- Influential, truism, progressive and insightful. 
· ‘Protect me from what I want’- Time Square, New York Billboard 1985-86. It was an electronic message which took women’s movement to a whole new level.
· Retrospective installation in Gueggenhelm museum 1989.
· Florence Italy- September 20-22 1996 ‘I smell you on my skin’

Taking to the Streets- Art Activism Guerilla Girls
· 1980’s home also to the Guerilla Girls- Street filled with their posters.
· Spotlighting the discrimination in New York art scene.
· Their posters were thought provoking. 
· Guerilla Girls attacks art institutions by giving statistics and naming names. 
· They were anonymous- wore gorilla masks. 
· It was rumored they were top artists.
· Not only focused on women being neglected in art but also black people. 

· 1985- Violence against women- signs on the streets- Emily Post.

-Bringing rape to the public forefront meant help became available. 

·     Barbara Kruger ‘Your body is a battleground’.
· 1984- Support legal birth control, legalize abortion and women’s rights. 
· 1984- Series she did for capitalism- connects philosophical identity with hyper consumerism.
· George Bush and Ronald Reagan- Prolife not prochoice. Family Planning clinic not allowed speaking of abortions or referring women to places where abortions took place. This was called the gag rule. 
· There were prochoice earrings made. 1989- They were little coat hanger earrings. 
· 1992-94 WAC- most prominent female action groups- got escorts to take woman to abortion clinics. The logo (the eye) was designed by Marlene McCarthy.

1990’s Power, Having Power, Being in Power
· 1990s breaking down security. Exploring cross dressing, androgyny and sexuality. 
· John Paul Gaultier copied Vivienne Westwood’s corsets.

· Madonna obsessed with power, often through sexual confrontation. 
· Music provided women with a useful starting point. 
· Supermodels powerful and influential-1990’s 
· 1991- Demi Moore- nude and pregnant on the cover of Vanity Fair- Revolutionary move. 

· Karen Savage – used t-shirts to find stereotypes- walking poetry. 
· 1990- New spirit of resistance.

· Chicago Art Activist Group- Sister Serpent. 
· Directed at art sexism in society. They stopped at nothing to make their point. 

· 1949-80- Maiden form broad campaign. 
· 1990’s- zero tolerance – violence it was everywhere- ‘No man has the right. Zero Tolerance’. 
· 1990’s women’s movement went global in all its forms. 

***Movie: The Burning Times
· Witches = evil/Satan. 
· Ideas about witches date back to Renaissance.
· Women’s power associated with darkness and death. 
· Halloween is a Pagan Festival. 
· Witchcraft used to dismiss many cultures. 
· Women of Oleoh kept alive the ancestry traditions. We still call these women witch doctors. 
· Drugs in our pharmacy were first used by these witch doctors. 
· Doctors now re-examine the healing power of the human spirit. 
· Witch- word is Anglo Saxon for ‘Wick’.
· Star hawk is a pagan and modern day witch. 
· Joan of Arc condemned as a witch later proclaimed a saint. She led the French to battle. 
· Widows, spinsters and maids were most vulnerable to witchcraft accusations.
· Hair thought to have a lot of power. When women braided their hair it was said to mean the braiding of the men’s faith. 
· Today fairytales are the only stories we tell about witches.

· Marriage: same state & wealth
· Marriage is a contract
· Courtesans are the most educated women in the world 
· Courtesans needed to be everyone’s friend could not afford to alienate anyone
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
