Violence against women: social perceptions 
Feminism
-A movement for social, cultural, political and economic equality of men and women, a campaign against gender inequalities

-Note
-Not static (not showing little or no change) (feminism has been going on for a very long time, 3 waves of feminism -  
-First wave of feminism: mid 19th century, they are interested in getting the vote, expanding opportunity to work and education, declaration of women as “persons under the law”
-Second wave: 1960’s, birth control, abortion, pornography, on-going discrimination in the work place (feminist are white, middle call, heterosexual) (women = victims and men = victimizers - very black and white)
-3d wave: 1990’s, minority women, gay, disabled women and men, have a problem with women as victims and men as victimizers.  Working class women says it’s your problem not ours (you can’t say all women are repressed by all men) It was switched to men being the problem to many problems.  Race, class, sexuality > how they connect with gender)
-Conflicting position
-Diversity of feminism
-What feminism offers criminology/ What criminology offers feminism 
Montreal Massacre
-Competing explanation

(1980's supposed to be the decade of women , on dec 6, 1989, Marc Lepine, goes in politechnique, separates women and men and kills only women. (killed 14 women) Specifically goes into the engineering class and says to the women are feminist and they didn't belong in this class... People he felt have taken his place in society.)

-How do we understand this?
-Psychological: he was a mad man, psychiatric problems, what was wrong with him, his family...? Problem: ignores the fact the context, and ignores the fact that this was a very well though out political act.
-Criminological: That he is a mass murderer, a mass murderer is killing is murder of multiple people at one time. Blames others, usually isolated, he took revenge on those who he thought were responsible.
-Feminist: The actions of Marc reflect the broader misogyny in society, acting on a scrip about women, women taking place in society, and that it reflects violence against women.  9 women , 6 dead 3 wonded 
Legacy of pain (video)
-If you remember the event, how did it affect you?
- I do not remember the event but i have studied it in other classes, it affected me in the way that I need to be aware of your surroundings because it can happen at any time to any one. 
-What arguments or points are being made in the video? How do they fit with the 3 perspective? 
     -Psychological: good in school, very knowledgeable (technology), very different household, they knew how to put on a show, the household was not good, marc was very secretive, he kept secret his real name to not have the same one as his father,  parents divorced, his father was abusive. His childhood was bad,, he was looked up in the bedroom. The whole family was terrified of the father. Doctors after the fact, says that Lepine was not crazy, but hurt emotionally, physically... Lepine liked war movies... Marc learned his way by his father about women. Distant relationship with mother (mother was cold to him), Marc was bitter and frustrated. Marc wanted to study engineering but was denied, therefore he thought that women took his place.
-**something wrong with him. Low self-esteem, broken family, bad mother. Positivist explanations stating that something is psychologically wrong with him. Doesn’t pay attention to the context, only the individual.
     -Criminological: he murdered 9 women and injured 3 women, therefore a mass killing. *Fits the model of a mass murderer. Militaristic, well planned out similar to military intervention, frustrated, angry people who blame someone else for their failures. Extreme hating of women and explicit targeting of feminists is notable.
     -Feminist: *This is a result of misogyny. The women that were killed become symbols for women’s victimization and potential for victimization.
-How did the video affect you intellectually? Emotionally?
- Intellectually, it made me more aware that these things can happen to anyone, anywhere, and makes you more aware of your surroundings. 
-Emotionally, it disgusts me that there are still people like this in our society, that think like this, we should be equal,  and its terrifying. It broke my heart to see the victims family and how they have to cope with this and some really did not cope.   Initial response is being paralyzed and trying to make sense of this event. 
-What, if any, impact have the events of dec 6th had on us as a society? 
- created more tragedy in its wake, the mortician who seen all the bodies, never worked again, father killed himself because they could not cope with the death, men in the classroom felt guilty for not stopping the man , one man hung himself because of guilt for not stopping it, then his parents killed themselves. Another death, was Marc's sister died on a drug overdose.

Concepts and Context 
-What does VAW mean?
        -Violence against women. What are the implications of violence against women and our  awareness of violence against women for:
a) women
- women always tend to think it won’t happen to them, it is something that happens to other people. People tend to be more afraid when they are outside, in the darkness, alone, fear walking alone without a man or someone else to protect them. You can be unconscious of what could pose a threat. Women tend to plan things around their safety ex: routes home, time of classes, places to live…
b) men
- may view women as needing to be protected, frail. Worry about their sisters, girlfriends, mothers. 
c) as a society
-People are consistently worried about the “stranger”, when in fact women are 9X more likely to be harassed, injured, assaulted, or killed by an acquaintance or someone close to them.
Cost of fear
-Feel somewhat or very unsafe walking alone after dark 15% men' 24% of women
-Somewhat or very worried when home alone in the evening 22% men, 30% women
-17% of women (and 3% of men) curtail activities in evening for fear (women 7x as likely)
-Women 5.7 x more likely to use routine precautions (ie lick door at home; check back seat, plan a route with safety in mind) 
Progress...
-Historical reflections
       -Violence against women was not acknowledged as a problem, simply accepted. It was normalized but also promoted. It's not changed. How did we make this change? Feminism. (Historically there was no recognition of violence against women; it was not viewed as a social problem. Men had the right to control their women because they were intellectually and spiritually superior- it is their responsibility to control them. Allowed to assault the wives. Sexual access was simply part f the marriage contract so there was no such thing as rape)
-The women's movement
      - Feminism has been the first women's movement. The Women’s Movement is credited for the acknowledgement of women as people and their right to be treated as people. Concerned with alcohol during first wave- protecting women from their drunken brutal husbands. 2nd wave movement wanted to raise awareness, started talking to one another and telling others about their abusive experiences. They had to start recognizing this as a social problem. During second wave the shift moves from domestic violence to focus on sexual assault. Violence is now seen as a force of control from men onto women. Men benefit from the rape of women. Believe men are biologically prone to violence and sexual violence.-Limitations
Victimization of women 
Notes: not women as victims

-Women and men are victimized
-Gendered of nature and form of victimization
-Ask
-what to what types of violence are women vulnerable?
-To what types of violence are particular population of women vulnerable?
-How can we understand this?
-We cannot understand the victimization of women as separate from everything else. We have to understand victimization within the broader context of Canadian society. Women’s social location (political, economic, etc.) affects the type of victimization they experience. That context is not solely gendered- differences among women (next week).
Considering context
-Power, authority, resources
-Must locate victimization within the political socio-economic labour and social context 
-Must appreciate that context is not solely gendered-differences among women 
Canadian women in politics
-50% + of population is women 
-Huge progress since 1921

But
-24,6% MPs 
-23% provincially
-rate 44th in world behind Rwanda, U.K, Japan... In politics (of women in politics in Canada)

Why?
-Because some women does not have money
-Can't take work off
-Not a good opportunity to do so
-Family responsibilities 
-Aggression of politics
-Women are squeezed out because of the way they are treated. 
-Nomination process - limited amount of seats, women are less likely to be nominated. Men usually votes the people and wont vote for the women,...
*women do not have political power

"Stronach leaves boyfriend as well as Tories" - Toronto Star 
-Talked about her as being a whore
Feminization of Poverty (2011)
-Def: women without a male partner are poor!
-CDN women who leave a partner are 5x more likely to live in poverty.

-(They are more likely to live in poverty than a woman who stays with her partner. The feminization of poverty. 1/5 single parent- female headed families live below the poverty cutoff- racialized women the stats go up to 1/3rd. Women as a population are poorer than men in our country.) 
Understanding women's poverty
-Inadequate government support
-welfare, single mother, disability... women who are on disability, raising children, etc. the government’s support is inadequate. A woman with one child gets around 15,000 a year- 1,200 a month- not nearly enough to support themselves and their child.
-Family responsibilities 
        -Women have to do the house care, and child care... women do more
        -more likely to work part time (non standard labour arrangement) No pension, no overtime...
-Systemic and interpersonal racism
         -Radicalized people are poor and of those women are the poorest.  
-Pay inequity 
         -46.7% of paid labour force in women (2011)
However
-Over last 2 decades economic situation of Canadians has declined
-Gender gap has increased (is seen at every level, higher the education you have less the gap is↓, but there are more women at university therefore it is not because of education) 
How can we understand this?
     -Cannot say that men have more education than women 
     -Systemic restrictions (ie racism, anti-immigrant hiring practices)
-Family obligations (effects how women work, options, ability to unionize)
Plus Labour market sector
-70% of women in sales, service, health. Clerical and teaching
-women make up the overwhelming majority of those in the 20 lowest-paid occupations 
 
For women
-earn 75% of male wage (full time workers)
-earn 69.5% of male wage (all workers)
-average out to 71.5%
Questions
1- Why are these the lowest paid occupations? (Why is a social worker paid less than a computer technician? Valuation of “male jobs” and degradation of “female jobs”.)
2- Why are women drawn to them? (These are the “caring professions”- women are supposed to be nurturers and caretakers. These jobs also offer flexibility. What they have been brought up to do. Stereotyping- women are assumed to be better at these types of things. Women may be drawn to these professions because women are already over represented in the positions, other jobs that are male-dominated are threatening. Sexual harassment in male-dominated jobs. The real question is how are women excluded from these types of jobs- nobody actually says “no women are allowed to apply”- subtle discrimination.)

Reflect on gendered expectations
-What are the gender scripts? Expectations?
-How do we do male and female?
Gender vs Sex
-Sex: refers to a biological features
-Gender: socially constructed roles, behaviours, activities, and attributes that a given society considers appropriate for men and women 
-Gender roles: are socialized expectations of what is normal, desirable, acceptable and conforming to males and females 
The "Storm" storm from CBC Ideas, The gender Trap, April 26, 2012
-Decided not to share the sex of the child
-When people know the sex of a baby it leads to gender identity. 
-they are a gender non-conforming family

Concepts and context cont
The beauty imperative 
-What is the construction of the ideal women? 
-The way the media perpetuates the images: rich, thin, young, able body, white, height (even if you are it is an impossible ideal). Between Ideal and reality, the more it's compulsory the more it's regulatory. 
-What is the effect of this?
1-Society of obsessive dieting (anorexia, bulimia)
2-Cosmetic surgery (can't exercise or throw it up therefore you go get surgery to take the fat out)-Medical intervention
3-Women spend a lot of time trying to be attractive or at least acceptable. (Curlers, shavers, makeup, hair removal...)
4-Takes a lot of money (capitalism) They can only be adequate if they purchase something. (anti-wrinkles cream, makeup, shoes...) 
-Time, money, their health, but of course women can never achieve the ideal

-Beauty is a form of social control regulation, undermines women, undermines self esteem and continue to define women, and evaluate women in terms of their physical conditions. 

-How do we link this to violence?
      -violence against themselves  
      -economic violence 
-Resistance:
      -When you resist their are consequences, they refuse to play the game (sometimes hijabs- tattoos, piercings, etc. can all act as forms of resistance against the objectification)
Killing us softly 4
-What arguments are being made?
        - Advertising is the foundation of mass media (tell us who we are)
        - Adv surrounds us with beautiful women to strive this ideal
        -Adv is subconscious 
        -Adv self concepts of love, sexuality, success and tell us who we should be
        -Technology - retouching
        -Image is constructed and not real
        -Women of colour are only beautiful, if they feature the white ideal women
        - Women are seen as things
        -Creates a climate for violence against women (justified violence against women)
        -Men don't live in a world where their body are scrutinized like women 
        -If you are not beautiful you are ridiculed
        -Fear of aging at a young age
        -cutting girls down to size and silencing them
        -Diet products
        -Make women feel ashamed of eating 
        -women's body language is passive and vulnerable
-sexualization of little girls
-advisors are the real pornography 
-sexual images are everywhere
-need to get sex education, in schools, because media shows the images of sex everywhere and that you should do it
-trivialization of sex
-pornography has become main stream
-masculinity showed as violent

*Important to realize that women are not victim because if you say so then you are saying that they do not have power that they are nothing.  You can be victimized without being defined as a victim. 

Qs on resistance on exam**
How we resist and challenge is controlled by the certain restraints that we face. Ex: a middle class woman being abused by an officer vs. a street worker. Courts will favour the middle class. Social conditions limit your resistance.
Power ↔ Resistance
-People do challenge scripts, they do resist the truth
-"Where there is power there is resistance" Michel Foucault
-See power through resistance -acts of resistance render power invisible 
Axis of resistance
*ways people resists
-Individual/collective (going to business school when you are in a conservative family-someone does something for themselves) (feminist movement, fight for the right to vote)
-Passive/violent (challenging the sex work laws, litigations)(you can kill somebody, bomb something) 
-everyday/exceptional (not shaving your legs)

Limits of resistant
-Not all acts resistance (intent, meaning, subjectivity)
-capacity to resist shaped by gender however not all women are equally positioned. 
-strategies of resistance conditioned by social, political, economic capital (doable) and what is "thinkable"...
Appreciate that
1- Violence that is not just interpersonal
2- Violence is determined by factors other then just gender 
From Sisterhood to Intersectionality 
-Fairly new in feminism
-Early second wave feminist; everyone else became other, rendered invisible the experiences of radicalized women, heterosexual women, working class women, and does not show the privilege that the white middle class women have. Ignored the experience of other women. Justifiably defined as a white middle class movement
Intersections and layers
-Intersectionality: how diverse biological, social and cultural categories including gender, race, class, ability, sexual orientation and other axes interact and contribute to systematic social inequity
-Oppressions within society - such as racism, sexism, homophobia and religion - do not act independently of one another. These forms of oppression are mutual constitutive
-Intersection oppressions create and maintain systems of privilege and disadvantages that play out at the macro and micro levels. 
Privilege...the invisible knapsack (from white privilege checklist)
As a white person...
-I can do well in a challenging situation without being called a credit to my race
-If a traffic cop pulls me over or if my tax return is audited, I can be sure I haven't been singled out because of my race
-I can buy concealer or bandage in flesh colour and know it will more or less match my skin
- Peggy McIntosh has a “white privilege checklist”- invisible knapsack with tools to assist you through life easily. Unearned advantage. Privilege of being the default- the normative.  
The privilege of heterosexuality
As a straight person...
-If i pick up a magazine, watch TV, or play music, I can be certain my sexual orientation will be represented
-I am never asked to speak for everyone who is heterosexual
-I do not have to fear revealing my sexual orientation to friends or family. It's assumed
-I can hold hands with my partner and not be stared at, harassed or attacked
-I can be open about my sexual orientation without worrying about my job, the support of my family
Class location
*consider class in 2 ways:
Structure
-Economic marginality (gender deference in income, choices/options in your economic life)
-Labour site danger (more risk if your poor, public danger - at night working late...)
Culture 
-Perception 
-Cultural capital and implications for justice
-Violence of the street
Violence is mediated by social location
a) Vulnerability to violence (is mediated by your social location)
b) Forms of violence (self-inflictive, interpersonal, institutional, state...)
c) Strategies and tactics available to resist
d) Access to resources to mitigate 
First Nations Women
History
-Colonialism (Historically we had an aboriginal culture genocide. Needs to assimilate the aboriginals into our society by whatever means necessary in order to eliminate aboriginal culture and replace that with our cultural values. Laws against their use of their native language, move them off of reservations and into mainstream society, taking away their legal rights, etc. Even if an aboriginal person wanted to serve in a war to assist Canada, they were moved off of their reserves and lost their treaty rights.)
-residential schools (one strategy of forced assimilation and cultural genocide. Aboriginal parents would not receive any government support if they did not send their children to residential schools. Children were not allowed to express emotions, which leads to emotional harm- inability to feel attachment when they return to their family. Viewed as savage who had to be civilized. Leading to constant degradation and eventual brainwashing to believe that they were indeed savage and worthless. This leads to aboriginals denying their background and a feeling of hate toward aboriginals.Health conditions bad. Physical abuse. High rates of sexual abuse)
-disruption of roles (For women, this meant that their traditional role was disrupted. In a lot of aboriginal societies, women were viewed as being the runners of the society. Materialineal instead of patrilineal. Contrast that to the role of women in our society there was a huge disjuncture. The Canadians tried to take away the power of their women through laws. Under the indian act, it was all about the men. If a indian man married a non-aboriginal woman, she gained indian status until 1985. If an aboriginal woman married a non-status man, she lost her indian-status. A man could only leave his property to his son, not wife or daughter. They were systematically disempowered.)
Socio-Economic Location
-Community Well-being index
-housing (mould, no running water)
-income (lower rates of income-women 71%m aboriginal women 46%)
-labour market activity
-education (women who get an education get the same pay as white women) 
-Health (shorter life expectancy)

Racism -Plays out in
-Public harassment (Verbal threats attack, harassment in the public)
-Stereotypes (stereotypical scripts about aboriginal, that they are alcoholics, tramps...)
-Police non-engagement
-Lack of political will 
-Social indifference (The lack of a societal, police and media response. →Social indifference to the high amount of aboriginal women murdered and disappearing and nobody seems to care, when two white women go missing the communities freak out about it & there is high amount of concern from everyone. Aboriginal disappearance isn’t taken seriously. Disposable women.)
Aboriginal do Resistance
-Identity politics
-challenging stereotypes
-through writing and creativity and reclaiming culture
-in acts of defiance
-using the courts, UN...
-women's organization
-protest and public education
Finding Dawn: Movie
-23rd women found dead on the farm. Dawn Crey.  
-Dawn and he family, was taken from their mother and placed in different foster homes. And it was terrible
-Moved to a second foster family (was happy there) 
-Sisters left for Vancouver, Lorraine left to go back home and Dawn stayed. With no money she had to get it from the streets and she was introduced to drugs. 
-She disappeared, and her DNA was found in the ground of a farm. 
-Most of the women that were found were aboriginal. 
-All of the women were poor, almost half aboriginal, and many most likely not drugs and prostitution. These women are not powerful people in our society and the police are not equally responsive to cases like these as they would be if they were higher class, white women.Who they were, where they lived, and what they did to survive caused them to be ignored and disvalued. Native women are not only victims of their perpetrators, but also by the societies view that native women are easy prey & vulnerable. How native people are represented in the media.
-Police simply did not do anything. 

What is it about numbers?
Why does the narrator begin and end the film with the question “what is it about numbers?”. Was she successful in moving beyond the numbers?
-No, because it keeps happening, and the solving cases are very low. 
Stereotypes that Aboriginal Women Face
What role do systems, laws, institutions play in the construction of stereotypes? How do stereotypes become believable?
-They say they were tramps, working the streets, on drugs, but they were actually mothers, going to school....
The fallacy of Canada as a colour blind society
What divisions are presented in the film? Are the divisions based upon stereotypes?
-If police would have taken this situation more serious they would have found today
-Social indifference 
Resistance and constraints
How do aboriginal women resist in the video? How do systematic restraints restrict their options? How effective is the resistance? Why/why not?
-They do a festival each year on Valentines Day to remember all the women on the missing and death list. To not forget the women who have vanished. 
- Travelling on the high way(highway of tears), they make sure their cars are in top shape so nothing goes wrong.
-One family does a march each year on the anniversary of their daughter's disappearance. They are showing people that they are not afraid, that they are here.  
-Search for the vanished women. It wasn't successful because the area is so big its hard to search everything, and it was starting to snow and this stopped they search, but they tried. 
-Resistance not very successful because

Sexual assault
Competing explaniations for sexual assult
1/4 tells us it is very often
-Individual (psy): People who rape are sick, that there is something psychologically wrong with them. How about serial rape?
-Biological (positivism): The dominant explanations, idea that men rape because of their sexual urge. Their sexual urge is so powerful that they cannot stop. Men rape because they have high sex drive. This is the explanation saying that well she shouldn't have dress so provocatively.
-Socio-cultural (feminist): Rape is not natural it is not inevitable, it is from our society, that the gender diff made between men and women create the condition were sexual assault may occur. 
Rape free versus rape prone societies 
Rape prone societies
-sexuality understood in terms of men overcoming female resistance.
-sex as a rite of passage for men
-patriarchy
-warfare (societies that value violence)
Rape free societies
-women’s autonomy and ownership of the body
-high respect for reproductive capabilities
-relation to nature is one of respect, not exploitation/domination
-no different value assigned to sex specific tasks
-female or male AND female deity (ex: multiple Gods)

*Rape is an artefact of gender 
Feminist point of departure
-challenge biological and psychological explanations
RAPE IS:
• about Violence (not sex)
• A cultural artefact (resulting from patriarchy)
• A social problem
Rape is about power, not sex
Mobilize
-public education and targeted sensitization
- law and criminal justice reform
-grass roots support (women helping women)
Public education and sensitization (ie: rape myths)
-General: happens outdoors, in sketchy places, someone you don’t know rapes, only serious if a weapon was used, it is done by strangers. 
-Victims: sluts, young women, sexy clothes, promiscuous, drugs/drinking, asked for it, hysterical, 
-Offenders: racialized, lower-class, white van, creepy looking, physically violent, that it is a stranger 

-Consider the myths used in relation to rape (re-offence, offender and victim) - where can we locate them within socially constructed gender? Gender relations? Sexuality?

10 top tips to end rape
-If women dress like sluts they will be victimized. They were raped because they dressed like sluts. It blames the victim. 
Image - Asking for it
-She took her top off in the streets - and got arrested but won the trial
-Men can walk around topless why can't women?
-I agree that she is not asking for it 
Some effects of sexual assault
Immediate effect often includes
-denial (was it a real rape? I know him, i was drunk, did I say yes?...)
-disassociation
-self-blame (blames herself, that you must have done something wrong)
-not reporting event
-anger
Longer term effects include
-Rape Trauma Syndrome
-first feeling frequently feeling dirty, humiliation
-diminished self-worth, lack of confidence; heightened fear
-changes in personality and activities
-flashbacks
-problems around sexuality
Social effects include
-Loose partners
-Changes in relation s with family, lovers and friends
-Stigma
-change jobs, homes etc.
Rape/sexual assault laws
Before 1983 - Rape
-male person commits rape when he forces a woman who is not his wife to have sexual intercourse (its always a male, you can rape your wife, there had to be penetration) 
1983 - Sexual assault
1. Sexual assault (summery or indictable conviction up to 10 years) 
2. Sexual assault with a weapon (up to 14 years)
3. Aggravated sexual assault (up to life)

*Went from sex crime to the crime of sexual assult
Rape shield law: 1982- no longer allowed to ask about a woman’s sexual history. Overturned and revised in 1992- now it is stated that the victims sexual history WITH the offender/accused in general is not relevant. If they want to ask her about it, they must make a request, get them approved, and this helps the victim by not blind sighting them by a question they weren’t anticipating.

In order to be convicted, the courts operated under a theory that women inherently lie because they were devious and malicious. There was an expectation of cooperation- without cooperation of a sexually assaulted woman or child should be considered very carefully in order to protect the rapist man’s dignity. Woman was required to answer personal questions about sexual history- if you’re promiscuous, it wasn’t rape AND you’re more likely to lie.
Significance of sexual assault laws
1. Image of women (as deviance, lying)
2. Language (penetration is not necessary)
3. Husbands access
4. Gender neutral (men can now be victims)
5. Concept of consent tightened (before- if a man honestly believed that she consented, he just had to prove it to the court and he was not punished. Now it is switched to “reasonable” instead of “honest”. From honest (even if stupid) belief, to reasonable belief.
6. Corrobation

Significance of rape shield law
-That the victim history was not relevant. ↑
Rape shield law
-Rape is NOT about sex
-Roles of victims in court
-Discourse of "fallen" women

Also
-Desire for increased reporting of Sexual assault
Conviction requires three components
1. Sexual (is not defined, secondary characteristic (were you are touch), words spoken, situation...there has to be a sexual component)
2. Force (does not mean it has to be violent- can also mean unsolicited touching)
3. No consent (difference between consent and submission.)

- in 1991 from honest (even if stupid) belied to reasonable belief 
Other criminal justice considerations
-reporting practices (they still don't report it-they feel that it didn't happen, I was drunk, people wont believe it)
- ‘Founded by police’- means that the police believe the assault actually happened, “unfounded” means the police don’t think it occurred, deemed it unimportant.
-charging practices
-conviction rates
-sentences
-prison programs

Only 90% of sexual assaults go reported. Many reasons for this… Unsure if it was a real rape, feel guilty, drunk, didn’t fight back so they think it’s their fault, dressed sexy, fear, privacy, re-victimization, police can’t help

Rape was always a serious crime, what was less clear is what a “real rape” was. Before, if she didn’t cry out, it was not sexual assault, it was adultery and SHE was punished. If the victim was “pure, good, not a public woman”, the assault was viewed to be a crime against the man whose property she was- father, family…

Women should have a particular way to respond (script) and if they don't cry and whimper... they are less likely to be believed by police

-Works with women from 16-24 criminalized women. 
-Idealized victims. 
-60-95% of women who are incarcerated has experienced sexual assault  
-Only 10% of sexual assault are reported 
-Why does women doesn't report sexual assault?
-Puts the own on the women
-many women are reported 
-Never seen a conviction for sexual assault - just charges laid
-Took her 10 years to get stats about sexual assaults 
-100% women who are sexual assaulted, take 10% out will go report
-of the 10%, 80% of these women will get sent home without any charges laid. 
-20% are going to see charges laid, half of those are going to be seen at the crown and they decided if they can bring it to court or not, and the other half only under half of that will result in a conviction.  * 1/200 rapes may be convicted...
-Raises the questions the access to justice. It access to the legal system not justice. Justice is sense we have of what seems to be a fair result. Legal, system gives us a tool. 
-Is access always equal? 
          - 4 things to think about for having access to the legal system:
1-Have to know that a crime has been committed. (Committed in spaces and ranges where these women and girls don't know what actually legal and not legal.) Awareness is critical to having access; you have to know it's illegal. Ex: grooming-man psychologically manipulates girl making her think this is normal... 
2- You have to believe that the system will be able to provide you remedies. (Supposed to get something back, (sense of justice) they want some kind of remedy, money, stuff back etc. you have to believe the system can provide it. They don't think that its important enough ands that police are going to do anything, what's the point in accessing it - whole lot of women get stopped because of this; to access the legal system you have to believe someone is going to do something about it.)  
3-You must be able to exit that system in a neutral or better position. (Cops can say: you need to tell us why you made this or they can charge you with police mischief - police almost never do charge them for this. 
4-The system must believe in you and provide the remedy. (Even if do all 3 and they don't believe you all your access to justice is denied)

Female Partner Assault 1
Historical Context
-Protecting the private was seen as outside of the concern of the state
-Domestic violence was encourage (church-hit your wife to save her)
-Only recently seen domestic violence as a crime (60s)
-Most of history is been ignore and women has been blamed for it
Types of wife assault
1. Physical: hitting
2. Sexual: force sexual intercourse
3. Psychological/emotional: harder to take the psychological than physical. We are talking about wearing someone down, calling them names, they are always wrong; belittle her, isolating her.
4. Economic: taking peoples money, keeping them on a short budget, destroying her things...
5. Intimidation: threatening, killing/harming pets, ripping photo. An act that tells the victims that they could possibly be next. 

-They live in fear, watch every move they do, often ends up in depression, eating disorders...
Cycle of violence
-The cycle usually goes in the following order, and will repeat until the conflict is stopped, usually by the survivor entirely abandoning the relationship. The cycle can occur hundreds of times in an abusive relationship, the total cycle taking anywhere from a few hours, to a year or more to complete. However, the length of the cycle usually diminishes over time so that the "reconciliation" and "calm" stages may disappear.
1: Tension building phase
-This phase occurs prior to an overtly abusive act, and is characterized by poor communication, passive aggression, rising interpersonal tension, and fear of causing outbursts in one's partner. During this stage the survivors may attempt to modify his or her behavior to avoid triggering their partner's outburst.
2: Acting-out phase
-Characterized by outbursts of violent, abusive incidents. During this stage the abuser attempts to dominate his/her partner (survivor), with the use of domestic violence.
3: Reconciliation/Honeymoon phase
-Characterized by affection, apology, or, alternatively, ignoring the incident. This phase marks an apparent end of violence, with assurances that it will never happen again, or that the abuser will do his or her best to change. During this stage the abuser feels overwhelming feelings of remorse and sadness, or at least pretends to. Some abusers walk away from the situation with little comment, but most will eventually shower the survivor with love and affection. The abuser may use self-harm or threats of suicide to gain sympathy and/or prevent the survivor from leaving the relationship. Abusers are frequently so convincing, and survivors so eager for the relationship to improve, that survivors who are often worn down and confused by longstanding abuse, stay in the relationship. 
Competing and complementary explanations
Psychological explanation
-Question: Why does she not leave?
-Answer: -Battered Women's Syndrom (Lenore Walker): Battered Women’s Syndrome is considered to be a form of Post-Traumatic Stress. Battered Women’s Syndrome is a recognized psychological/physical condition that is used to describe someone who has been the victim of consistent and/or severe domestic violence.The condition is the basis for the battered woman defense that has been used in cases of physically and psychologically abused women who have killed their abusers. The condition was first researched extensively by Lenore Walker, who used Martin Seligman's learned helplessness theory to explain why abused women stayed in destructive relationships. 
               -Circle of Violence + Learned Helplessness: Learned helplessness- women become unable to conceptualize alternatives, low self-esteem, powerless, no choices, totally controlled by their abuser, paralyzed by fear. (this concept is tricky because it places all of the choice on her, as if it is her fault- and it avoids the question of how come he doesn’t stop or why he abuses her?

Sociological explanation
-Question: Why does he abuse her? 
-Answer: Psycho/social context: Men who abuse tend to have jealousy and control issues, aren’t able to own their own misdeeds so they tend to assign blame, tend to have very traditional sex-role expectations of women on how they should act and look, there is some correlation with abuse in childhood. Must look at broader social context- societies messages of patriarch, puts a lot of value on women’s success as a wife and mother.
-Then ask:  Why does she stay?: Ideological constraints : that children need a family, Social: man has the $ and Personal constraints: her own options 
Life after Billy
1. How can we understand what happened to Jane?
-She went threw the cycle of violence. She went threw all the types of assault. 
2. How did she resist (or attempt to)?
-
3. Did she have a choice (options)?
-She could kill herself but that would leave him with the child, she could have left but no where to go-and when he gets with another women the cycle will start again, could have turned to the police, get someone to kill him, she could kill him, 
4. Did she have access to justice? (think Sunny's lecture)
1- Have to know that a crime has been committed. Yes
2- You have to believe that the system will be able to provide you remedies. No
3-You must be able to exit that system in a neutral or better position. No
4-The system must believe in you and provide the remedy. No

-She definitely did not. Because she did not have # 2. People didn't even show up to the case. 

-1982 in Nova-Scotia
-Billy was very aggressive, he had a wife and children, but she left him. He then met Jane and had a son. She thought he was very charming, he abused his child and told him to be a man... the boy was not allowed to cry. He ran the house like a prison, they had to eat the way he wanted...She tried stopping it but she would get knocked out on the floor. Very severe beatings. She went threw the cycle of violence. 
-As a result of Jane Strafford- the battered wife syndrome became an acceptable appeal against murder.
Response to problem of wife battery
1. Grass roots movement
-shelters, emergency type shelters pop up. 
-counselling
-support
-Did a lot of public education (about the cycle of violence...) 
-advocacy for legal changes
2. Legislation
1983 - A number of things happen, number of legislation changing, a lot of resistance: 
1-Changes in evidence act (you used to not be obligated to give evidence against a person you are married to- now you are)
2- Changes in criminal code (police officers used to have to see the violence occurring to charge an individual. Changed it to have reasonable grounds to charge - take ownershiop off the women)
3. Police practices
- Mandatory charging (they take away police discretion, in 82-83' they where allowed to not report it now they have to)
- Attitudinal shifts (try to educate police in order to get over the 2 myth: what did she do to cause it and she must like it or she wouldn't stay-acknowledge that this is a crime)
4. Courts
-Vigorous prosecution (crown is under pressure to follow threw and not just let them fall, 
-Domestic violence courts (only for domestic violence so it moves quickly)
1. Early intervention (diversion program)
- First violent offence
- No weapons or injury
- Victim agrees
2. Coordinated and aggressive prosecution
a) Attempt to minimize stress and time
- Ie: special court with trained consistent personnel
- Offer support
b) Aggressive prosecution
- Use multiple types of evidence
- Will cite unwilling witness with contempt
-Coordinated (and aggressive) prosecution
- Battered women’s defence. 
A woman suffering from the battered women’s syndrome can conceptualize when she will be beaten due to the cycle of her experienced abuse. There is a psychological test for battered women’s syndrome, if the woman doesn’t pass perfectly then she Is not excused of her crime. If she is diagnosed, her sentence is usually brought down to man slaughter as opposed to first degree murder.
Self-defense based on the battered women’s syndrome
- What is it: legal acknowledgement of domestic violence, 
- Problems: Since Lavalee some women has been acquitted, however the problem is that it hinges on the idea if you kill husband and not diagnose with the syndrome you cannot used it as self defence in court. -Women who do not qualify they get charged with 1-2 degree murder and charges go up.  
- How is it applied: as of may 1990 lavalee, the supreme court rule that the battered women's defence was an acceptable defence. -The man does not have to be on the attack for the women to have this - building tension - expands the boundaries. In order to go to court as self-defence battered women's syndrome they have to be diagnosed with it.
- Practical implications
- Ideological implications: reliance on the medical and not just realizing that the women had no alternative. 
 
-Self-defense based in duress
    - R v Nicole Ryan:
-teacher in N-S
-severely abused women
-in 2007 separated after 17 years of marriage
-had turned to police and child protection many time without receiving help
-in 2008 attempted to hire hit man to kill her husband
-charges with counselling to commit murder
-bother superior and appeal courts ruled that she was under duress (acquitted)
-crown appealed to Supreme Court and Supreme Court heard case June 14, 2012

**Duress is the idea that you have NO alternative, no choice. Usually in Canadian law you cannot use duress as a plea against murder. It is a less medicalized version of the battered women syndrome.
5. Criminal justice response
- Dis-empowers women
- Inadequate protection for women

       - may increase stressors

Violence and work
Intro
-Work is risky, but the risk is classes, gendered...
Labour site violence
Like interpersonal violence, labour force violence 
    1) May be gendered
    2) Are conditioned by an individuals social location
    3) Reinforces social position
    4) Is linked to relations of power.
    5) Can take multiple forms
Allows us to extent discussion beyond strict gender analysis and integrate other social stratifications. 
Thinking about violence and work
Two ways we can discuss
       - Endangerment/neglect (corporate violence)
       - Acts of aggression by predators (criminal intent) ex: bank tellers being held up
       - Acts of aggression by clients (situational violence)
       - Acts of aggression by co-workers or supervisors. (Lateral violence (ie bullying)or sexual harassment)

Dangerous jobs: construction, convenience store, social workers, gas station...
Neglect and endangerment
-toxins
-labour demands
-physical demands
-lack of protective equipment
-…

-Women tend to be particularly vulnerable in dry cleaning professions. No protection for breathing in these fumes which leads to cancer.(Corporate prefer profit over health issues of their workers) 
Other workplace violence
-Predatory violence or criminal-intent: somebody with no relationship to the victim but the killing is either secondary to another crime (ie: robbery) and/or the victim is perceived to be a convenient target.
Note:
-premeditated
-sometimes the victim is targeted because they are representative of a despised group
Particularly at risk: taxi drivers, sex workers, night clerks (very vulnerable to predatory violence) 

**people who are in working class tend to get more predatory violence

-Nurses are also sometimes vulnerable to predatory criminal intent violence. Because of drugs. People who are desperate to obtain their drugs may get violent.

-Situational violence: occurs when a dispute arises during the course of a transaction or interaction between a client/consumer and worker and the client/consumer becomes violent or resorts to violence.
Note: 
not premeditated. May be emotionally driven.
Particularly at risk: nurses, social workers, bar employees
Nurses: gendered situational violence 
-94% of nurses are women
-in 2005, 34% of Canadian nurses providing direct care in hospitals or long-term care facilities reported physical assault by patient in the previous year
Nurses: situational and predatory violence
- situational and predatory violence
-making sense (on one hand nurses are dealing with people that are not fully there, 1/3 ) 
-challenges
-under reporting
-solutions (If there’s no set policies, and no reporting, then it seems unimportant. Same situation women in general faced years ago when beating wasn’t considered a big deal. Need for training nurses to diffuse situations. Develop strategies to deal with the growing populations of mental illnesses/dementia.)

1/3 nurses reported physical assault in the past year by a patient. It’s getting worse because of the increasing wait times. We are in the middle of a health-care crisis, making them more vulnerable to violence. They are doing less care giving and taking on different roles. Overworked- not able to give as good of care. Increase in patients with dementia or brain injuries- less support and more patients. Nurses are gatekeepers to drugs- if she can’t give you more drugs, you get angry. Nurses are also supposed to be professional, not aggressive (women in general supposed to be not aggressive).
Lateral/Horizontal and vertical violence
"workplace harassment"
-engaging in a course of vexatious comment or conduct against a worker in a workplace that is known or out reasonably to be known to be unwelcome
"workplace violence" means
a) the exercise of physical force by a person against a worker in a workplace that causes or could physically injury to the worker b) an attempt to exercise physical force against a worker, in a workplace, that could cause physical injury to the worker c) a statement of behaviour that is reasonable for a worker to interpret as a threat to exercise physical force
Bullying
A consistent pattern of behaviour designed to control, diminish or devalue a peer (or group) which creates a risk to health or safety. Some specific examples are:
Overt: Name calling, bickering, fault finding, shouting, blaming, put-down
Covert: unfair assignments, refusing to help someone, ignoring making faces behind someone's back
Prevalence: from 46-100% (year)
-Roche study: one-third of nurses perceived emotional abuse during their last 5 shifts worked
-Advisory study: 30% of respondents said disruptive behaviour happened weekly and 25% said nothing

*the idea that these numbers are outrageous. 
Nurses eat their young
-What king of violence is being identified?
-Nurses who bully their colleague. Verbal - put down, and can't go to them to ask that person for help. 
-What are the causes?
-power imbalance, stress, difference of status, low-self esteem, don't really have a maneger on the floor
Sexual Harassment
1. Verbal (comments, teasing) 
2.Physical (inappropriate touching)
3.Gestures (kissy sounds...)
4.Gender bias (can incorporate the idea that because you are a woman or man, you are being treated differently or singled out.)
5. Poison the environment (make you feel uncomfortable)
Uottawa Definition: 
A. unwanted sexual attention from a person who knows or ought to reasonably know that such attention is unwanted. (the intention cannot have been solicited)
B. Implied or expressed promise of reward for complying with a sexually-oriented request (reward)
C. Implied or expressed threat of repraisal or actual repraisal for refusal to comply with a sexually oriented request.(threat)
*having participated or agreeing to the request does not make it a case of non-sexual harassment*
D. a sexual relationship which constitutes an abuse of power in a relationship of trust
E. sexually oriented remarks or behaviour which may reasonably be perceived to create a negative psychological and emotional environment for work and study. (ex: guy constantly degrading women while in a group-doesn’t have to be degrading the woman herself)

-strippers are independent contractors at a club, they pay their floor fee, and try and get lap dances.
-First set of assumption: is gender based
1- That only women are strippers, customers are not only men they are couples.... 
2- Aggressive and dangerous men that are clients who exploit women that is vulnerable.
3- Assumptions about exploitation 
           -Strippers can't resist management - schedule: strippers will resist the schedule by not coming in...
           -Managers saying bad remarks about the strippers - it's a back and forth
           -Labour exploitation - pay fees for working, but they make that money back quickly
            Or Actual labour exploitation - where they do not get paid
           -Bad practices - no recourse for abuse labour, prefer a certain type of person in the club
4- Stigma 
           - Stigma from feminist (feminist criticizing sex workers... you are supposed to support women)  
           -Interpersonal stigma (friends, partner don't understand sex working) 
           -Manifestation (its regulated, touching is prohibited- lap dances involve touching, you run the risk of being charged)
5- Stripping has no future
           -They had god jobs after stripping
-Stereotypes from customers: 
     -"I hope you have a back up plan"
     -"Nor a real job"

-The big peace of stereotype is that its just fun, that strippers just want to get drunk and feed their drug habit

-Skills required:
1-Swagger skills: against self-esteem arguments that they are damaged - Takes a lot of confidence
2-Interpersonal skills - adapt to mood, and you may not like them
3-Remebering who people are -recognizing them, so they keep coming back
4- Be able to read peoples mood, and predict if they are going to get dances
5- Self-motivation 
6- Creative problem solving
7. Physical - hard on the body, must be very flexible...

*All to say that this is a real job

Erotic Dance
Live nude girls unite! 
*Its about dancers resisting who organized and challenges the labour board. 

-What forms of resistance are highlighted? What are the benefits of these approaches? Limitations?
-
Ways they resist: -Individual/collective (going to business school when you are in a conservative family-someone does something for themselves) (feminist movement, fight for the right to vote)
-Passive/violent; challenging the sex work laws 
-everyday/exceptional: closing their legs 
Limitations: -Not all acts resistance (intent, meaning, subjectivity)
-capacity to resist shaped by gender however not all women are equally positioned. 
-strategies of resistance conditioned by social, political, economic capital (doable) and what is "thinkable"...

-What problems of the erotic dance/pep show industry are highlighted in the video?
-If you where late you could not get your raise, if you have been there for years and make 1 mistake you get put down to as if they where at square. You could not call in sick, and if you do you had to make sure your replacement look almost identical to you. They are classified by race, size... Lap dancers black women was not allowed. 
-Did you find any aspects of the video problematic? Why?

-Did you find any aspects of the dancer's discourse problematic? Why?


-Cameras not allowed, but people would video them and publish them. The women complained to management but they did nothing
-They decided to unionize 
-Protest - did somewhat won, they removed the one way mirrors, and allowed black dancers to work
-They now had to negotiate for a contract (they wanted sick pay, and not be fired at any time, holidays)
       -They wanted and agency shop (union) not and open shop (owners) 
-They try and call the cops, bullet proof glass, management did not want to - they blamed the dancers for making them angry
-Conditions got bad when they took out the windows from the peep show; they made room so the strippers can be alone with the man. 
-Increased the stage fee
-Started to sue
-After picketing the management bargained.  
-Spoke at conferences

The discursive context competing frames of reference
4 narratives:
1-Sex work as violence (claims to be a feminist position. Its violence in 2 ways: 1-men buying women 2. Sex workers themselves are victimize) 
       -violence as inherent; all women are victims; sex workers are always victims
2-Sex work is immoral (monogamy is the rule, position of the religious right-church) 
       -damaging society, harmful to moral fabric
3-Sex work as nuisance (narrative emerges in the 80' talking about street base sex work, sex workers work in the same area for a long time and people move into those area and the people find out there's sex workers and they mobilized-calling the police) 
       -community is the victim (the children are seeing this and they are victims) 
4-Sex work as work (this is a job and its work that they choose to do)
       -Violence as contextual 
What we know about sex workers?
-They are Adult women, men, transgendered
-All age groups
-Civil status and familial responsibilities
-Varied education
-Different types of alcohol and drug use
-Use condoms at work
-Main reason for doing sex work: money
-solicits on the street, in public places
-nude dancing
-erotic messages
-escort services
-porn film acting
-phone sex operator
-webcam performances
-specialized (domination) 

-Skills and competencies
-technical skills, interpersonal skills, physical competencies, personal competencies, business skills
The question of choice
-Choosing within conditions pf possibility (very constraint choice, people don't have the choice sometimes, choise can be very restricted when they have a drug problem) 
-Particular constraint
The difficulty of drawing one picture
-Most studies are about "captive populations"
-Available data is hard to generalize
-Diversity of work places and working conditions
-Many socio-demographic profiles
-Reasons evoked for having done sex work
-The organization of labour
-Criminalization
Myths and stereotypes
-Sex work is illegal
-Most sex workers are street-based
-Sex workers are victims of their clients
-Responsible for the spread of HIV/AIDS
-Sex workers are a threat to family values, women equality
-No one would choose to "sell themselves"

Explanations of why...
-Sex workers are trapped
- Sex workers are pimped and trafficked (no evidence)

Tension of sex workers at risk and risk

What are the implications of stereotypes masquerading as "truth"? ....laws
Current laws
-In Canada the exchange of sexual services for compensation has never been illegal
-Bawdy house: Any place kept for the purposes of prostitution
Section 210
     -Being found in, or running a bawdy house (summery/2 years)
Section 211   
     -Directing or transporting to a bawdy house (summery conviction) --taxi picks up a man and he asked to drive him to a brawdy house that is transporting
Section 212 (1)
     -procuring and living off the avails (max 10 years)
Section 213
     -Communicating: offering in public to buy or sell sexual service (summery conviction) 
Implications of brawdy house laws

Sex workers are prohibited:
-from working at home or another location
-from having other sex workers use their home
-from working with another sex worker in the same location
-they are also at risk of eviction if found guilty of using their home for the purpose of prostitution 
Article 212: Laws on procuring and living on the avails of the prostitution of other
-Rendered illegal:
     -Intermediaries (or third parties - They are all illegal in Canada)
          -referring a client to a sex worker
          -hiring someone to manage (answer the telephone, place adds)
-Rendered difficult to practice sex work in security
    -Criminalize professional relationships established for safety or economic reasons, or to ensure respect of the initial engagement (owner, manager, chauffeur...)
     -Very rarely applied to protect women from violence
   -Criminalize sex workers personal relationships
-Police can assume that roommates, intimate partners and family members live on of the earnings of prostitution i.e that they receive an economic advantage from prostitution
-What impact does this have on the right to the presumption of innocence
-This
Article 213: Communicating in public places for purposes of prostitution
-It is illegal for any to publicly y solicit or negotiate and exchange of sexual services for money (read: public places like the street. Parks or in bars)
The application of the article on communication:
-Displaces street prostitution in industrial and unsupervised areas of the city
-Constrains working condition and decreases the number of clientele
-Ensure that sex workers do not have enough time for adequate negotiation of their services
-Forces sex workers to modify their working schedules (hours or days) so that they can avoid police
Ontario superior court of justice Himel decision September 27, 2010
-Charter challenge (section 7) to prostitution law (bedford vs Canada)
-Ruling that CCs 213,210, 212, violates section 7 of charter
Ruled:
-213: constitutional
-210 : not constitutional
-212: could be constitutional if read in words in circumstances of exploitation. 
Strategies for law reform
-Criminalization (what we have now) 
-Legalization (you have pockets that you are allowed, allowed threw regulation) 
-Partial criminalization (i.e `the Swedish Model`)

 -Married, husband has 3 kids 
-works in the sex industry 
-She works for power: Prostitutes Of Ottawa/Gatineau Work, Educate and Resist
-She battles the stigma and criminalization 
-Talking about: Labour rights, and human right and the effect of stigma and criminalisation on women  
-Power produced the power report; they interviewed sex workers in Ottawa, about their needs...
-Sex works encompasses any kind of sexual labour, escorts, webcam, street workers, and erotic massage 
-Why talk about sex work instead of prostitution? Sex work talks about everything instead of just prostitution, and the word work. (They don't like the label - like the word work is very important)
-Sex work encompasses physical and emotional labour. It is very demanding of physical work.  Emotional labour would be like a waitress and expected to smile and welcome people to the restaurant even if you had a bad day you have to put on a show. Emotional aspect involves listening, talking to people, cuddling with people (people are very lonely). Many sex workers develop a relationship with their clients (a good relationship) 
-Stripping: initiation into the sex industry, you get hired by showing your ID. Working as a stripper you do not get paid by the club, they are independent contractor (they pay the club to work there- it's called a house fee and tip the staff)  
-When you are paid by the company the conditions are very bad - the expectations are very high, told you what to wear, what music...opposed to when you pay to dance you get to choose your schedule (Freedom)...
-How do you make money? You make money by the customers, and you hustle for money. (Ask if they want a dance...)
-Ones a customers says yes - you go to the Champaign room and do a lap dance- they are allowed to touch you but nothing oral... 
-  Mostly get more money with the people who are lonely and wants someone to talk to 
-Labour issues: Since independent contractor they can fire you or hire you at anytime. *Potential for abuse 
-Racism in strip clubs in Ottawa: Some clubs have a black girl quota (only 3 coloured girl working at the club only)They also forbid to dance to black artist (rap). 
-Another exploitive labour practice is called the fining system: if you do something they don't like such as smoking in change room they will fine you a certain amount of money. 
-Stigma is one of the primary reasons why they have labour issues. Everything she does is viewed threw as a sex worker. 
-Stigmatic assumptions about sex workers: she's stupid, can't get another job, immoral, sexually abused as a child, victim of her circumstances
-Sex workers experience sigma in medical places (hospital, doctors) ex: doctor thinks you have STD...They also often talk to sex workers as children as if they were uneducated.  
- Sex workers also experience stigma with social workers... (When they need help)
-Sex workers also experience stigma with the general population. People like to make links. 
- Sex workers also experience stigma with the police. The police often view them as unreliable or that a sexual assault to a sex worker is less important than an assault to a student....
- Sex workers also experience stigma when applying for other jobs. Everyone wants prostitute to get a "real" job but when they do they can't get the job. (Difficult transition) 
 -Emily works as an erotic message. She advertises online, and screens them by email and on the phone (particular about clients). She has a very good intuition. 
-Things that my tip her off. If she says no and he pushes her, she declines him right away. She wants respect from her clients. 
-Message includes a message, shower for 2, a hand job, cuddle and talk. 
-Message parlours a labour rights, you get paid per client and if you do not get clients you are expected to do other things such as cleaning... and you are not getting paid for that
-escort (sex with them) and massage (hand job) are very similar.  

Still encounter stigma, but as well criminalization. 3 laws: and why it's troubling to them 
1. The communication law: street base sex workers (5-15% of sex workers). They are the most marginalized, face poverty... 
-communicating with your partner and having consent is very important. (it's a very important conversation to have) but the law criminalize theses conversation.  
- street base sex workers protect themselves by working in well lit areas, working in groups, taking the time to screen men. 
-Street sweeps: street base sex workers can't protect themselves because what they do is illegal therefore they go in a hidden place... (Want to avoid getting charged)
2. Body house: any place to do the act. 
-Safest way to do sex work, is in en enclosed place and somewhere you know very well. (Your own safe place)
-Can't really work in groups - they will be found out by neighbours... (Increases the chance of getting caught)  
-If found in a body house by a police you will get charge. What happens when the customer wants you to have sex without a condom and you don't want to, he says he will call the cops, what do you do them?? - the guy can leave and she will get charged 
-If by law comes in message parlours... and find condoms
-making herself safe by making sure they leave everything at the front of the house so nothing can harm her
3. Living on the avails law: criminalized any business relationship you have. Ex: who ever you hire they will get charge if they work for you even if they are just designing her website... (Because he is living of the avails of prostitution) 
-Very paternalistic- you're too stupid so we need a law to protect you (but you just want treatment like everyone else)

-Not everyone has the same privilege. Its not the sex work that is the problem but the lack of jobs. (Lack of options). And those are the issues we need to fix. Look at all the other social issues. 
-Sex worker organization: important for sex workers to speak for themselves.  

- Swedish model: Illegal to buy sex but it's not illegal to sell sex. Problem: Anti sex-worker community did not talk to real sex workers when they came up with this model. 

-Way she keeps herself safe: Send clients a questionnaire when interested in being a new client. What they want...? What has been there experience with erotic message (sense of who he is seeing, other contacts) Ask for his name, age, allergies, and reference. She looks for someone that is actually putting the effort in answering the questions. Bad signs when clients tend to push boundaries.

Stigma
"An individual is stigmatized if he presents an attribute that disqualifies him during interactions with other. This attributes constitute a deviation from the normative expectations of other about his identity"
-"The whore stigma is one of the most powerful tool for the social control of women"
Manifestations and effects of interpersonal stigma on the experiences of sex worker
-Social environment
-social services and community settings
-health services (doctor will judge you)
-police services
Police services
-From Reading
    -That they assume that sex workers are dirty, diseased, a nuisance. Need to be swept of the streets. 
    -Harassment of police based on stigmatic assumptions
Police Misconduct
-Stacy Cody (not a sex worker) but walking late at night
-Strip searched by 3 male officers
-Physically assaulted
-Left in cell naked and soiled for 3 hours
-Arrested fro public intoxication when according to judge she "was not drunk, not even close"
2-Structural stigma
       -Structural stigma occurs when stigmatic assumptions become embedded in social policies and practices. Through the language risk, particular groups are identifies as dangerous (to the health to moral order, to security...) which in turn legitimized myriad forms of surveillance and intervention 	
Manifestations and effects of structural stigma on the experience of sex workers
-Law enforcement policy (with the Ottawa police like giving red zones (geographic area that you are excluded from entering) 
-Laws
-"We're stopping them, talking to them, are we trying to dissuade people from going to them? Absolutely. We make no apologies for that" 
-Denial of agency and delegitimation of claims
-Whorephobia: Naming the problem, 2 main compeonenat¨1- victims 2- delingquinents, vectors of desease and epidemics. In both cases they are not capabable in working for their best interest, silencing them, steapking for them
-Violence
-Sex work is dangerous
-Not a myth...
-Like other jobs the job is dangerous...some sectors more dangerous and some workers at greater risk

Why so vulnerable? (looking at women with drug/alcohol addiction) 
4 reasons: 
1- Reduces the rains of options for generative income: Order of events is often drug misuse than sex work. 
2- Order to supply a habit need a significant amount of money
3- Choice in term of industry sector you work in: Significant user can't get jobs (no options) so they turn to sex workers
4- How they work: Sex workers who are in the mist of drug consumptions work (not taking time to evaluate the clients)
Rates of fatal violence
-Street sex workers 60-112 times more likely to be victims of fatal violence
-Between 1991-2004-171 female sex workers murdered
-45% of homicides unsolved
-Increasing rates of violence including fatal violence
-OPS have identifies a pattern in Ottawa
What kinds of violence - Source of violence
-Physical and sexual violence from aggressors (predatory violence)
-Physical and sexual violence from clients (situational violence)
-Theft from clients, aggressors and police
-Harassment from neighbours and vigilantes (neighbours who follow them, call them names)
-Police violence and misconduct and harassment
Another myth: Sex worker is inherently violence
-False
-Criminal intent violence is not inevitable or a risk of the job - it is result of the context in which workers must operate. Therefore it is preventable

-Sex work is dangerous but it is not even more dangerous than other jobs. These are risk of the job but not beyond that

Explaining the violence #1 criminalization
-Pressure from clients (they can threaten to call the police, to reach boundaries such as sex without a condom)  
-Limits opportunities to access security of third party controlled establishments (against the law to have a bawdy house, the kind of security that they can give sex workers is illegal such as screening...safety and security actions are illegal)
-Criminal records (limits they opportunities)
Explaining the violence # 2 Enforcement Practices
-Conditions labour practices (sex workers do not want to get caught and get a criminal record so they avoid criminalization)
-Street workers (strategies)
-relocated to dark areas
-do not work in teams
-do not take time to assess clients
-can not communicate/clarify with clients
Rates of fatal violence - British Columbia
-The soliciting law made it illegal to solicit sex in public
-1985 - Communicating law comes into force making it easier to criminalize sex workers
-There is a correlation when the law goes up and criminalizing sex workers go up
Explaining the violence #3 Police inaction
-Police failure to afford violence against sex workers the same consideration as noon-sex workers
-Do not respond to sex violence against sex workers
-Lance Dove: Ex, 1999 attacked a sex worker, and she was able to furnish the police with a license plate, a description and pick him up from a picture line, the guy had a record, 3 months went by until a police followed up. Leaving him a message to please come in and clean this up. 
-"Just a whore" mentality

 Inaction = Lack of protection
-Can not call the police - They believe the police won't do anything
-Targeted by aggressors
-Limits options in cases of domestic violence
-"I thought I could kill as many of them as I wanted without getting caught" - Gary Ridgeway
Access to justice?
Sandi Marriner's model
-Know a crime as been committed
-the system believes in you
-you believe in the system
-Able to exit the system in neutral or better position 
-Means in real terms sex workers do not have access to justice
Subtext - Discourse of Disposal (John Lowman)
-Constructs workers as
-Unimportant
-Irresponsible
-Unworthy
-Not citizen
-Irrelevant
-Sex work as master status 
-Disposable women
The discourse of disposal in action
-Nature and extent of media coverage (no media coverage about missing women, unimportant, they were sex workers and aboriginal women)
-Lack of political will (continues to be, these women are missing, the mayor comes out and offers 100 000 $ reward for information for home invasion ... but not for missing workers - his response was this city does not support them)
-Lack of public outrage (it is disturbing, we should have had a panic but no one did)



Time line 
-1995-1996 - People are starting to disappear: -family are saying they are disappearing and the police are saying there's nothing to investigate. They probably died of an overdose or committed suicide they would say. Can't investigate if there's no body (double standard)
-1997 - They know about Piketon's violence, he stabbed a woman, they have Piketon's cloths and do not bother testing to see if there was DNA of the missing women - After all there was DNA of some of the women
-1998 - One women police officer looking into the issue of the disappearing women. At this point 21 women disappeared. They know about the Piketon Farm. Billy hiscock is a worker at the farm and comes forward and talks about seeing women's belongings, bloody clothes. They believe him but don't do anything about it. Cops are still saying it is not a serial murder
-1999- Finally admits that their may be a serial killer. People who are working on the farm come forward as well, and police still do nothing
-2000- They talked to Piketon, and agree they can search his property and they don't do it. Officers show 
-2001 - We get some sort of a serious investigation
-2002 - Team of investigators -poster comes produced, finally catch Piketon, junior RCMP officer gets a tip that Piketon has an illegal firearm and when he puts his name in comp he sees that he is flagged missing women) RCMP guy finds things. Then there's an investigation 
-2007 - Trial, he is found guilty
-2012 - Its finally released

-It is not about ex, it's about power, domination and aggression and rape can be very political. 
-In particular situations rape is normalized, and made easy by a prodder discourse, and a military discourse that makes military less than. These women are seen as less than and that "military" are better which makes it easier to rape them
-Normalized in a way that has not been acknowledged. It has been happening for a very long time (rape as a tactic of war).
-Not even recognized as a war crime until 1994
Rape as a tactic of war
-About power and hatred sex
Facilitated by
-construction of women 
-construction of the enemy
Tactic
-act of aggression against men (women are men's property, and that women's purity is important to the man - so its a way to punish the man)
-Collective (man is in the resistance, someone will come and rape is wife and daughters...)
-Individual (same logic)
-Punishment on individual or representative women 
-Intimidation of civilians
-Ethnic cleansing (rape, impregnate) 
-Divisive practise (restrict women's sexual behaviour)
Video: The greatest Silence: Rape in the Congo 
-What arguments are being made in the video regarding the role of rape in war?
        -that there is rape when there is war
        -Army that lacks discipline, poorly lead, if they are not fed of paid they will rape, steel... 
        -Exchanging sex for eggs and milk
        -has to make the women suffer because he is suffering
        -Man is superior to women
        -If he wants sex he will get it, if his wife is not there he will force another woman to sleep    with him, using guns... (use violence to get it)
        -if there was no war there wouldn't be any rape, they could be doctors, politicians... 
-What are the differences in similarities in rape as a conflict and rape in times of peace? 
       -They both blame themselves for it happening 
       -Ashamed of telling people about it
       -Got married less than a year after the rape, she was not happy - called damaged...
      -additional level of violence (conflict rape)
      -fewer cases of mutilation (rape in times of peace)
      -Difference of age in rape
      -Children of rape
      -Most rape occur between people you know - in Congo it's strangers
      -
-What are the causes?
      -the fact that the country is in the state it's in, we in the west
      -many riches in the country such as rubber, diamond... a king decided to take over... then began the civil war
       -They had to impose this war to steal every riches 

-Rape has always been used as a weapon of war
-When Marie Jeanne was rape her husband left her (act of aggression against men) 
-They would rape, and then followed by mutilation and humiliation
-They need laws to incriminate the people who rape and keep them condemned. When we change impunity then maybe there will be change (instability) Purposely destabilized so that the riches can still be stolen... the system is flawed, people don't get charged for rape. (Nothing happens because of the lack of structure)

-Arguments: not enough Canadian workers to do the work for that pay. So we bring women from the south that their ability to resist is not there. Lack of rights, labour laws... They have minimum pay, they are not unionized
Case study: Anita Ortega from "hidden in the home"
-40 year old Guatemala women employed in US ad domestic
-What forms of violence are recounted in the testimonial? (power and control wheel)
        -physical abuse: a lot of hours, no privacy, 
        -Isolation: not allowed to leave the house
        -Intimidation: Americans are scary 
        -Economic abuse:
        -Using their children
-What options did she have? 
Live-in care giver program -part of temporary foreign worker program
-Approximately 150,000 women 
-predominantly from the Philippians
-Abuse common: in 2010 Alberta government study - 74%
-Video clip: Domestic Slavery
-What are the conditions of possibility for this abuse?

-In order to qualify: 6 months of school work or training related to w.e care they are going to give, they have to have knowledge of English or French, contract with their employers, high school diploma. If they have those 4 things in place they can apply for the live-in care programme. They come to Canada, they have to work 3900 hours, and after doing so they are allowed to apply for Canadian citizenship. 
-They have to live with the family and if they do not they may not apply for a visa. 
Domestic workers in Canada
-Somme issues that emerge
       -Economic exploitation (they do more than what they are supposed to actually do)
-Denied labour rights (can not unionised, no charter rights)
-Isolated (intentionally) 
-Movement controlled
-Fear exploited
-Unsafe work environments
-Sexual and physical assault

Note: abuse most pronounced in live-in situations
Is this trafficking?
-C.s 279.01, the human trafficking law states:
-For a charge under this offence, the evidence should indicate that the suspect has: recruited, transported, transferred, receives, held, concealed, or harboured the victim, or exercised control, direction or influence over the movements of the victims; and done this for the purpose of exploiting the victim or facilitation their exploitation

-Garment factory in Saipan, import its workforce for Japan and china. Pay high recruitment fees to work
-Only work for a few years and then leave
-they took away their passport and work purpose
-The existent workers are crying
-Its a jungle and does not feel like America - unsanitary, cockroaches, sleep in bunk beds
-Like a refuge camp
-They have a curfew
-They need to make the quota, if they don't, they get threatened... (Deportation)
-Over worked - no sleep
-They limit the amount of time they go to the washroom
-They were not allowed to punch their time cards (for money)
-They have to bring the work at home to repair items
-Tired many accidents happen, you fall asleep, your hands slip in the machine - wrapped it in fabric and kept going, no medicine 
-Investigators, inspect factories, Saipan call the government so they have the chance to clean up and make sure everything is up to code. When they leave they remove everything
-Can't argue with any authorities
-No freedom to complain, don't have the freedom to leave, they are signing contract reinforcing this
-If they come forward and complain, some actions will be made against them. Their contracts are renewable they are in danger of being sent back
-Did a protest to get the money they owed them
-Employees had a time to stop working. If they were stopped they would rally
-Department of labour will pursue that each one ware paid what they are owed
-If they are pregnant they are fired
-Unionize drive
-Workers who complain get sent home and even beaten up

Marking the links: Neo-conservative policies, poverty and health
Income inequity: the 99%
-Rich get richer and poor and middle stagnate
-greatest income disparity in Canada since 1920
-richest 3.8% of Canadians control 66.6% or wealth

-A lot of wealth in the hands of a few people 
-Disappearing middle class
-great poverty in the lower class
Feminization of poverty (2011)
-CDN women who leave a partner are 5x more likely to live in poverty!
-the way we look at the remain 2/3 women are at the lower end consistently (don't matter if they are older, mother, racialized, disabled, aboriginal, children etc.. always at the lower end)
Neo-conservative policies and increased economic and social marginality for women?
-right to pay equity for public civil servants removed
-national child are program dismantled in 2006
-cuts to public services
-freeze on welfare payments
-extend age of retirement till 67
-cut funding to woman's organizations (for first nations, immigrant, older women...)
-deny groups right to advocate (tied to funding)
-close 20 of 24 status or women offices closed
-not yet but...abortion up for debate

Argument
-if state policies systematically undermine women's economic situation
-and if poverty is associated with excessive death and ill health (Excess death: The excess over statistically expected deaths in a population within a given time interval. Excess deaths generally means over and above those that would have died anyway - the normal mortality rate for that population)
-then the policies are implicated in the death and harm
