Ancient Greece
1. Aeschylus/Euripedes/Sophocles
· All Athenian, Greek tragedians,
·  Aeschylus was the father of tragedy: 
· Wrote atleast 70 plays, 7 survive, great dramatist,
· Greatest surviving achievement is Oresteia which speaks to the difficulty of understanding and obtaining a just social and religious order
· 3 plays form one grand and complex drama
· Only Attic trilogy that survives
· Support of Ephialtes reforms
2. Cimon: 
· Athenian statesman, stratego (army general)
· Key role in creating the Athenian empire
· Destroyed the Persian fleet at the Battle of Eurymedon
· Laconist: pro-Spartan, love of their way of life
· In opposition to Pericles/ Ephialtes, opposed democratic revolution
· Expelled the Persians from Europe and prevented them from establishing Naval bases in Ionia
· Negotiated a truce with Sparta and upon his death it would seem a peace was achieved between Athens and Persia
· Removed the Persians from Thrace
· Removed the pirates from Scyros
· Retrieved the bones of Theseus (under oracles order)
· Quiet, courteous, slow, against democratization
3. Citizenship Law of 451
· Pericles, limited Athenian citizenship to those with Athenian parentage on both sides
· Anti-aristocratic measure aimed at rich men marrying women from other states
· Eliminated a source of connection with other city-states that led to tension and wars
· Irony = he fell for a women from Miletus, Aspasia (divorced his legitimate wife, legit son dies, gets his illegitimate son with Aspasia citizenship)
4. Cleuruchy: 
· Pirates on the island of Scyros were enslaved by Athenians
· Colony was turned into a cleuruchy meaning that it was not autonomous from Athens 
· Poor Athenians were granted a parcel of land, kept their Athenian citizenship, hoplite infantrymen (provided an outlet for potentially dangerous poor)
5. The Delian League
· Alliance in protection from future Persian invasion among Greek states led by the Athenians (powerful navy, instrumental in defeating the Persians)
· Containment of Persia, gathering booty, revenge
· Met at Delos, tooking oath binding them against Persians
· Treasury at the temple of Apollo 
· States paid for alliance in tributes (money/ships)
· Originally required a payment of 460 talents, grew to 1300 by the time Pericles took control
6. Discobolus
· Discus thrower by Myron (known for realism)
· Original is lost, rhythmos (harmony and balance), very well proportioned
· Dramatic sense of movement, pent up energy
7. First Peloponnesian War
· Information is from Athenian sources (Greeks named wars after their enemies)
· Not a declared war, a series of Battles between Athenians and Spartan Leagues, mostly indirect (between their allies)
· Athenians had been dismissed by the Spartans, and retaliated by aiding helots that left and helped settle them on the coast of Naupactus (they gained new allies and a sea port)
· Megara joins the Delian League (more allies and ports for Athens)
· Megara attacked by Corinth and Aegina, Athens managed to repel the invasion, built a long wall making it impossible to siege by land
8. Hegemon
· Alliance leaders
9. Ischomachus
· Oeconomiscus by Xenophon
· Socrates friend Ischomachus explaining the customary division of labor (housekeeping, ruling slaves, andagriculture)
· Oikos = household
10. Metics
· Many rich residents of Athens did not own land because they needed a special allowance to do so.
· Known as metics
· Played a key economic role, significant proporation of the population, craftspeople, entrepeneurs from everywhere
· Could not vote or hold office but suffered no social disabiltity
· Aristotle, Gorgias, Aspasia, Anaxagoras were all metics
· Metic women = married metic men, or became mistresses (some prostitutes)
· Freed slaves were considered metic
11. Pausanias: 
· Spartan in command of the Hellenic League (Greeks against Persia), Pausanias was the leader
· Greeks complained about his conduct (acted like a easterner, dressed like a Persian, body guards were from Medes and Egypt)
· Accused of exchanging letter with Persian King Xeres
· Replaced by Dorcis (also unsuccessful)
· Control went to the Athenians
· He as found guilty of treason, took refuge in a temple to Athena, it was walled up and he was left to starve to death
12. Pericles
· One of Cimon’s prosecutors, Alcmaeonid (on his mother’s side)
· Very talented speaker, admired, his views were usually adapted by Athenians
· Initiated jury duty compensation (allowed greater number of poor to serve)
· More and more state offices were paid (democracy instead of the oligarchy)
· Stirred up trouble in eastern Mediterranean 
· Cimon returns from being exiled with the understanding that he will be running the army but that he was not to interfere with Pericles domestic policy
· Thirty year’s Peace
· Between Athens and Sparta
· Pericles talked Spartan King into going home (bribed), Athens had to return all it’s territories, settled via arbitration
· Argos maintained a treaty with both Sparta and Athens, so it was neutral
· Only last nearly 15 years
· Enacted the Citizenship law of 451 (Aspasia)
13. Pindar
· Lyric poet, best preserved of the works of the time, born to rich family
· Poems honored Sicilian tyrants
· Believed that merit was inherited, divine ancestory
· Physical prowess was considered virtuous
· Elaborated his poems with myths about gods interspersed with moral and ethical comments
14. Reforms of Ephialtes: 
· Reduced the power of the Areopagus (council of elders, membership restricted to those who held high office)
· Transferred some of it’s functions to boule, exxlesia, and heliaia (jurors)
· Allowed it to retain jurisdiction over homicide and religious matters
· Ephialtes impeached several of it’s members on grounds of mismanagement
· Ordinary citizens could block legislation they felt was illegal or not constitutional
· Men who disliked the turn the government was taking arranged for his assassination
· Pericles took control after
15. Serpent Colomn at Delphi
· Greek allies commemorated their victory over Persia in a monument at Delphi
· 3 intertwined bronze snakes
· The name of 31 Greek states were inscribed on the coils
· Plataea was considered sacred ground
· Dedicated to Zeus
· Among the first listed were Athens and Sparta
16. Temple of Zeus at Olympia
· Adorned with relief sculpture, story telling opportunity 
· Mythological themes (animal figures like centaurs)
· Painted with bright colors, pediment was 80 ft by 10
· Architect was Libon
· West pediment = triumph of order and civilization
· Center = Apollo, upholding principles of civility
· East = Pelops Chariot Race to win bride (associated with the beginning of the Olympics)
17. Thucydides
· Lived rom 460-395 
· Father of Scientific history (used rational explanation/sought hard evidence)
· Athenian general in Peloponnesean War
· Was exiled and travelled to the Peloponnese
· Explains why Sparta allowed Athens to become so powerful 
· Sparta was slow to start wars
· Had ongoing problems with helots
· No ambition to become a naval power
· Had alliances with Cimon
· Had to exile King Leotychidas because of bribery scandal (with Pericles)
· Had to deal with Pausania’s
18. Agora
· Center of the city for secular human activity
· Market, meeting place, focus of social/political/judicial activity
· Men who stayed indoors were considered effeminate 
· Women who didn’t had their chastity questioned
· Speaking ability was essential (Plato insisted on citizens knowing eachother, Aristotle said speaking distinguished humans from other beings)
· Large level place at the foot of the Acropolis 
· Full with public buildings
· Tholos = housed the boule and the official weights
· Site of the law courts, altars, shrines, and statues
19. Corcyra
· Thirty years’ Peace was hard to maintain, arbitration as meaningless (all the states were usually lined up against one another, some even had alliances with both)
· Was a colony of Corinth
· Epidamnus: 
· Was a colony of Corcyra 
· Civil wa broke out between the democrats and the oligarchs 
· Democrats sought the assistance of Corcyra but were turned down, so they turned to Corinth (advised by the oracle to assist)
· Corinth sent ships but were defeated by the Oligarchs/Corcyreans, so they increased their fleets
· Corcyreans allied with Athens against Corinth
· Was an independent state so technically the Thirty Year’s war peace treaty was not violated
· Athenians were concerned about allying against Corinth (super powerful naval state) but were moved to help incase Corinth won and absorbed the substantial fleet at Corcyra (wanted the ships for themselves,claimed it was a defensive alliance)
· Corinth Attacked
· Battle Of Sybota: 110 ships against 150 (Corinth etc), Athens held back until it looked like Corcyra was losing
· Corinth and Corcyra both claimed victory
· Athenians and Corinthians agreed that this was not the start of war between them
20. Epikleros
· Sophocles female character
· No surviving brothers
· Clearly sympathetic to Athenian women whom lacked male protection
· Sympathized with the plight of Greek women (unconventional considering the times)
21. Erastes/ Eromenos
· Eraster: older lover
· Eromenos: younger beloved
· Profoundly erotic relationships between male elder and youth
· Helped men develop
· Encourages stability of society, each generation o imitate the one before)
22. Erechthion
· Ionic order, 3 ionic porches
· Sacred to Poseidon
· Caryatids, 6 maiden figures, instead of columns
· Also  Athena and King Erechthius
· Encloses Athena’s Olive tree, Poseidon’s trident mark, might be a tomb to the King
· Original Caryatids moved inside to protect from pollution = copies made
23. Eumonia
· An ideal of good government
· Spartan’s boasted of the Eumonia of their system 
· Athenians considered Eumonia to be a democracy
24. Nomos
· Customs/law
· Corresponds to mores
· A way of doing things embedded in the societal value system,
· Opposite of physis (nature vs. nurture)
25. Mousike
· Greek education, grounded in poetry/music
· Identified as a cultured person
26. Physis
· Identified what was natural as opposed to culturally determined
· Opposite of Nomos
27. Hippocrates
· Ancient Greek physician, father of western medicine
· Commitment to seeking rational explanations
· Gynecology: diseases of women
28. Oeconomicus
· By Xenophon, Socratic dialogue about household management and agriculture
· Relations between men and women, rural vs urban, slavery, religion and education
· Ischomachus: described to Socrates his methods for teaching his wife how to housekeep, ruling and training the slaves, and agriculture
29. Panhelenism
· Idea that what was common to all Greeks was more important than what divided them
· Also that Greece was at it’s peak when it was united in order to defeat Persia
· Isocrates argued that the solution to Greek problems was to unite
· Alexander the Great used the idea to justify invaiding the Persian Empire
30. Parthenon
· Temple to AthenaParthenos ( “the virgin” )
· Blend of Doric, Ionic (was a replacement for a previously destroyed temple)
· State treasury, cult statue of Athena
· made from marble (predominantly)
· sculpture = myths/history of Athena/Athens
· East = Birth of Athena
· West = Athena defeating Poseidon for Athens
· Frieze = Olympic gods 
· Depicts Panhelenic festivel that was held every 4 years (presented the cult statue with a new dress)
31. Potidaea
· After Corcyra
· Was a Corinthian colony and was allied with Athens
· Greek colonies were autonomous but this union increased tensions
· Attached to it’s metropolis (opp of Corcyra, accepted magistrates from Corinth)
· Athens ordered them to dismiss their magistrates and to reject any more (and ordered to tear down their defenses) 
· Close to Macedonia (tempting to Corinth and Athens because of it’s large timber reserves)
· With help of Corinth, secured id of some Spartan’s to invade Attica if Athens attacked
· Macedonian King, Perdiccas, offered help to Corinth (had been alienated from Athens due to their supporting two of his relatives for claim to his thrown)
· Encouraged Spartan attack, persuaded Chalcidice and Bottiaea to join
· Athens attacked Macedonia
· Corinth allied with Chalcidice and Bottiaea 
· 2000 volunteers entered Potidaea
· Two years later,Athens won
· Callias was killed in this battle (Cost Athenians a lot of $$$ and men)
32. Athenian decrees against Megara
· Thucydides did not discuss this as much, timeframe and causes are vague
· Athenians accused Megara of Harboring escaped slaves and for aiding Corinth during the Battle of Sybota
· Megarian merchants excluded from all Athenian ports (severely damaging to the economy)
· Did not violate the Thirty years treaty though
· Spartans could not watch this happen (Megara was part of the Peloponnesean league again)
· The decrees authorship is usually given to Pericles
· Corinth denounces Athens
· Spartan King, Archidamus,tried to avoid war until they were better prepared
· Spartans voted that Athens had violated the peace treaty, delegates of the Peloponnesean League declared war
· Archidamus was family friends with Pericles
· Sent embassies to talk Athenians down except they asked for the Athenians to dissolve their empire, expel the Alcmaeonids, and recind the Megarian decrees (Pericles was an alcmaeonid)
· Athens demands Sparta make amends or insulting Athena by murdering Pausanias in the temple
· Thebes forced the Spartans hand after months of failed negotiations by attacking Athenian ally, Plataea (particularily bad because of it’s sacred ground status)
· Officially at war
33. Sophists: “practioners of wisdom”
· Intellectuals who taught and gave speeches
· Primarily teachers (oratory), other engaged in thoughtful speculation about society, challenging entrenched conventions
· A lot of them in Athens, drawn to the climate
· Plato was not a fan = accused them of substituting showy displays of rhetoric for real wisdom (good speakers, lack of real wisdom)
34. Sophocles 
· Wrote over 100 plays, Oedipus, most famous tragedy of antiquity
· Sympathetic to the plight of Greek women whom lack male protection
35. Euripedes
· Even more critical of Greek conventions then Sophocles
· Lots of his works survive
· Female character, Medea, gets left by her, he makes claims at she was lucky or his rescuing her from her barbaric homelands
· This didn’t sit well with highly intelligent omen who had non greek perspectives
· Allows audience to see things from her perspective
· Jason’s justification also raise questions about a society that makes him  hero
· Explored dynamic between reason and passion
· Came out just as war was about to break out too


Battles
1. Battle of Mycale:
· Lectychidas (Spartan King) led a Greek navel expedition against the Persian encampment at Mycale
· Ships were captured and burned
· Complete destruction of the Persian Navy
· Accompanied by allied defeat at the Battle of Plataea, the Persian war was over; 
· The Delian League won
2. Battle of Tanagra:
· Sparta invaded central Greece to help Doris from invading Phocis forces
· 1500 hoplites and 10,000 ally troops
· Unsure reasoning for Sparta entering (possibly to protect Thebes)
· Forced t Phocians to surrender, then decided to return home but Athenians had arrived and were occupying the Megarid
· Spartans stayed in Boeotia to figure out how to get home
· Athenians march on Boeotia to stop the Spartans (14,000 men), they met at Tanagra
· Both sides suffered terrible losses
· Thessalian cavalry changed sides to the Spartans (tipped the scale)
· Sparta won (short-lived), marched back home, cutting down trees as they did
· 61 days later, Athens marched on Boeotia, gained control of everything but Thebes and Phocis, most states ended up democratic
· Phocis and Locris joined the Delian League
3. Battle of Megara
· Megara decided to leave the Peloponnesean league and ally with Athens for protection against Corinth
· Corinth and Aegina attacked, Athens repelled the invasion
· Build super long wall of protection, impossible to siege the city by land
· Tensions between Athens and Corinth play large role in determining diplomatic relations of Greek states
4. Battle of Ithome
· Powerful earthquake in Sparta (killed thousands), helots saw it as a chance to revolt
· Stronghold o Mt. Ithome
· Athenians were known as being good at siege warfare
· Athenians debated..
a) Cimon wanted to go to aid the Spartans
b) Ephialtes did not
· Whatever the Athenians did when they arrived caused the Spartans to dismiss them abruptly
· In response they allied with Argos
· Cimon was ostracized
· Made room for reforms of Ephialtes and Athens become a democracy
5. Seige at Prospitis
· Pericles persuaded the Athenians to send ships to both Cyprus (defeat the Phoeicians fleet), and to Egypt (subjects had rebelled against their king, Artaxerexes)
· Dragged on for years
· Athenians had 200 ships in Cyprus (abandoned this campaign)and sent their forces toEgypt
· Artaxerexes sent his general to Sparta to get the Spartans to invade Attica (bribed, failed)
· Athenians were delegated to he island o Prospitis
· Thucydides writed that very few Athenians survived (relief ships included)
· General drained the channels around the island and marched on foot
· Marked a historical end to the Delian League, now as thought of as the Athenian empire
· Cimon returns, and is put in charge of the military and told to make war with Persia but to stay out of domestic issues
6. Euboean Battle
· Euboea revolted,likely because it resented cleuruchies the Athenians were establishing
· Expelled wealthy citizens from Histiaea and colonised with Athenians
· Plutarch (generals), said he was so hard because they had sunk an Athenian warship and killed the whole crew.
7. Battle of Eurymedon
· Persians were reluctant to engage in Battle until they received reinforcements from Cyprus
· Cimon attacked
· The Delian league was only justified by the need for continued protection of Greece from the Persians
· Cimon destroyed the Persian fleet at Eurymedon (destroyed over 200 phoenician ships, and then destroyed the Persian army)
· Captured 80 reinforcement ships too
· Persia was no longer a viable threat
· City-states no longer want to pay tribute to Athens, some rebel, trounced by Athens
8. Battle at Cyprus
· Cimon negotiated a 5 year truce with Sparta
· Athenian attention turned to Persia
· Led  expedition to Cyprus (hoping towipe them out)
· Did not want to have to fight Themistocles (who actually committed suicide rather than fighting Cimon who was his idle)
· Cimon died during this battle (ensured his followes would not announce his death until the Greeks were safely home, 30 days later)
· After huge losses,Persian King, Artaxerexes gave instructions to his commander to make peace with the greeks
· Callias (Cimon’s brother in law) went to Persia to conclude  treaty
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Peace of Callia’s: All greek cities in Asia to be autonomous
· Persians had to be 3 days journey away from the sea (settlements)
· No Persian warship was to enter waters near Attica (Athenians withdrew from Cyprus)
