Adoption Theory: Automatically part of domestic law except when in conflict with existing law. Fills in the gaps

Transformation Theory: Holds that international law only became incorporated when it is explicitly enacted by a state

R v. Hape (2007)

· Cross-border crime
· Investment banker convicted of money laundering
· Investigation involved a search of his property by the local police
· Hape claimed his rights had been violated under s.8
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
