Identity is a part of the conception of oneself that is based upon the knowledge that they are apart of a social group or class. And with that membership comes a certain set of values (Moral, social... ect) 

this defines the conception of who you are, and what your relationship is like towards other people, How you view others, How you differentiate yourself from others, What institutions are available to you...ect


Nationalism


Minority groups within nations that want their own rights


“Identities are the names we give to the different ways we are positioned by, and position ourselves within, then narratives of the past” – Stuart Hall “Cultural Identity and Diaspora” (2006)


These ideas of identities represent a critique of western liberalism

Subjects for Foucault

Linguistics creates “the speaking subject”
Economics creates “the productive subject”
Biology creates “the living subject”
“dividing practices” separate the “sick and the healthy”
“How men have learned to recognize themselves as subjects of ‘sexuality’

The study of the subject is a study of the power that goes into the making of subjects

Who has it? Who doesn’t? How is it exercised? How do people resist it?

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The senses have a history

There is a hierarchy of the senses.

At the top is “See” or vision or Images

How do we make sense of the world?

2 basic ways in which we understand this

Apriori knowledge – knowledge independent of experience
Example – the phase – all bachelors are unmarried
Do not need to know the person to know they are unmarried, their title tells us that
Aposteriori – knowledge gained through experience.
Some bachelors were previously married, have brown hair…ect

Hearing is about the ear – physiological idea of the ear and hearing

Hearing, Seeing

Perception of sensory effects

The ways in which we perceive things is tied to social norms



Associating Senses with belief


The dominance and belief of vision within the other senses
Overtime seeing has become the dominant way for us to make sense of the world around us
We have privileged the eye over the other parts of the body for primary terms of experience

During the Enlightenment, seeing became “believing”

Sight is the most comprehensive sense
Because of this it is seen as the best sense to lead us to a comprehensive truth 

There is always a gap between the image and the “real”
Difference between an image of an object and the object itself

Images don’t tell the whole story

We could also associate sight with:

Opacity
Subjectivity
Avoidance
Surveillance 
Emotion 


There is a hierarchy of the senses.

At the top is “Seeing” or vision or sight
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Rituals are an interruption into the daily flow of life

Rituals are liminal

Interruptions from the regular flow of life

Rituals frame how should understand things and they reaffirm sets of social rules

Contests – eg, super bowl

Conquest – eg, war
