Violent ‘Cultural’ Practices in the family 
· Honor killings: The murder of a woman by her father or brother for engaging in sex outside marriage, or being suspected of doing so. 
· Acts like such work to maintain male honor by controlling women’s sexual conduct
· All of these violent acts against women are seen as legitimate reasons for protection the status and reputation of a family. 
· When a woman is targeting for sexual acts outside of marriage 
· , she may not be killed immediately but she will live in constant fear of death which counts as ‘’woman killing’’ or ‘’femicide’’. 
· Honor killings are justified by the man’s ‘fury’ of discovering of a woman’s sexual interaction with another man in which he feels ‘dishonoured’ 
· Honor killings are a form of gender violence rooted in conceptions of family honor and shame. Family honour depends on the bravery and courage of the men and the sexual modesty of women. (If the women fails to behaves modestly then she brings shame upon the whole family, forcing the men to act upon it) 
· Women who are raped are also shamed, even though they were forced to have sex.
· For example, the case of a girl who was raped by her two brothers, ended up giving birth and was subsequently killed by her mother. 
· Garden-Variety Domestic Violence: Erupts from sexual jealousy and anger if a partner is found to be sexually active with someone else. The batterer often feels shamed by his apparent lack of control over his partner’s sexuality and responds with violence. 
· Honour killings are presumed to be Islamic however this practice is not supported in Islam. 
· Caste Panchayates: All male groups that see themselves as guardians of caste interest and ‘’honour’’ and operate in parallel with elected states panchayates, often seeing themselves as endowed with a ‘’divine right’’ to adjudicate marriages that cross the line. 
· Zina: Intercourse between a man and women that s considered a sin. 
· Pregnancy is considered proof of adultery. The women are locked up without a chance of parole for years.
· Cases concerning honour killings are automatically rejected by courts because it was out of ‘honour’
· In many countries, the courts are notoriously lenient towards those who kill in the name of honour. Punishments are often mitigated



Child Pornography on the internet
· While the internet is an educational tool is recognized because of the wealth of information found therein- it also poses as a threat towards children. (child pornography) 
· - Children can either by exposed to child porn as being the inadvertent to viewers or even being the subject of films and photographs broadcast on the net
· Child porn takes the form of many. It can be through the form of text, pictures, or communication via the internet aka chat rooms. 
· All of this leads to some young minds assuming that just because it’s on the screen that its ok
· The internet has become a major factor in the development of paedophile rings worldwide and many recent convictions in the US and UK
· The internet has been widely used by members of such rings both the share experience and to traffic in child pornographic images. 
· The dissemination of child pornography over the internet is reportedly becoming prolific over web pages, bulletin boards and newsgroup servers. Images of children, sometimes as young as eight or nine, depicting their rape, torture and even murder, can easily be downloaded by anyone with basic knowledge of the internet
· This global computer communications has become the latest vehicle for trafficking women and children
· Surveys are carried out over which internet sites are visited the most, and it turned out to pornographic sites. However it is hard to determine the amount of users watching child porn because it is group with adult porn.
· People choose the internet as a place to exchange child photography because technology makes updating really easy, the quality is still good because it doesn’t have to be printed, also there is a huge audience on the internet.
· Uploaders can be protected by the internet and update their sites through passages that can make it seem like they’re in a different country (IP Addresses) 
· The most advanced technology is live video conferencing it gives the impact of a three dimensional view and viewers could interactively give orders on how the scene should be played out. 
· The only limitation to this type of global se show is the speed transmission and the multimedia capabilities. However as time progresses, more users will gain access to these capabilities, making this type of private sex show grow even larger.
· Paedophiles may use child porn as a form of fantasy which leads to masturbation. That then leads stimulates sexual desire to actual sexual activity with children
· Paedophiles use pornography o convince themselves that their behavior is not abnormal and that it is shared by others
· Children porn can be used as an active tool to blackmail the child victims into obedience or silence
· Money is not the primary concern of users, however producers can profit a lot of it
· The production of children pornography and dissemination of pornography material are used to desensitize society in general and to send a message that children are legitimate sex partners.
Child Predators On The Web
· Child predators are forming an online community network and virtual bonf that is unparalleled in history 
· So now they have the ability to disguise their identity so that they can lure a teenage group
· The internet also allows them to track down the victim very easily- 
· Online contact with the paedophile allows them to slowly build a long term relationship prior attempting to engage in off line sexual behavior
· This type of interaction allows the parents to be fooled and fall into the feeling of false security when it comes to the wellbeing of their children. The predator’s presence gets categorized as someone that’s part of the family structure.
· There are even ‘how to seminars’ based on this
· Paedophiles have now gotten to to the stage where they are all banding together and openly speaking about child exploitation in attempts to make it seem normal. They are even battling legal authorities on this issue. 
· Some paedophile chat groups have forums that post messages about safety tips which allow the paedophilia to remain hidden. On the other hand some paedophilia websites have signs up that tell children that its ok to be sexual with adults
· The most concerning point for the public is how paedophiles band together and provide each other with support. ‘You’re okay and what you’re doing is okay. Don’t listen to the rest of the world, just listen to us’. There is even a creed names ‘The Boy Love Manifesto’
· The added comfort of anonymous emails and anonymous surfing allows paedophiles to literally hid in the open. 
· Most paedophile pages are not blocked by current software; their ability to promote a positive lifestyle of adult-sex is not only harmful to children, but makes them more dangerous.
· Validation of their behavior can only strengthen their belief that sex with children is natural


Rape and War 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Sexuality has always been important, though as often disregarded aspect of all militaries and military operations
· Women have been among camp followers and provide services such as laundry, nursing, companionship and sex. These women were not always volunteers. They have been involuntary drafted. (Sex Slaves)
· Rape in war is at its core an ethno-sexual phenomenon. When war is fought across national borders, soldiers will not rape their ‘won’ (unless they have been suspected of disloyalty) whoever they are raping are different in some ethnic way. 
· Sexual exploitation and abuse are important weapons of war. Rape is the most common especially gang rape.
· This is designed to dominate and humiliate enemy men by sexually conquering their women. 
· These women can also be used as a transaction between men where the women are currency. This is like gaining territory. 
· Women were taken along to war as sex slaves and worth were measured by her class and ethnicity. 
· A woman’s age, youth, and physical appearance made her more or less lucky to be a victim of sexual aggression
· Rape is used by both sides. To reward the troops and to terrorize and humiliate the enemy
· Not only are there female victims. There are also male victims. 
· Some males on the opposing side get castrated with various instruments sometimes even by their teeth. They get forced to castrate each other.
· Other men, get trapped in masculinized roles and are forced to act our patriarchal and sexual scripts that endanger them as well as the women they victimize 
· Although modern-day soldiers suffering from post-traumatic stress are viewed with more sympathy than their historical counterparts, many including those working in the health care industry, still view soldiers exhibiting symptoms arising from combat and military operations with some suspicion, as malingerers, frauds or weaklings.

The ultimate rape victim
· As a young girl the author was taught that it was better to die in the state of purity and resistance than to live defiled as a raped woman. 
· Also taught that female sexuality was problematic and that it was a sin
· The writer of the story herself is a rape victim. She doesn’t like the term victim or the term survivor. She just simply wants to be called a woman.
· Rape victims are viewed as helpless. They are supposed to sit back while the good, strong, heroic men are supposed to find the perpetrator and punish them. 
· Raped women are viewed as less than other un-rapped woman. 
· The term victim is commonly used by member of the medical and helping profession. 
· Terms such as wife assault, partner assault, domestic violence, and family abuse are all gender neutral terms. 
· Looking at those terms, one would assume that the wife or partner has assaulted herself and that the violence is homegrown as opposed to imported
· The rape of women has immense economic, social and legal advantages that are seldom articulated. 
· Rape works. It is a tool of sexism, and like racism, it exists only because it ‘works’. Men benefit in systemic and obvious ways from a society that is inherently sexist. Men earn more than women, hold more positions of power, and are not responsible for the unpaid work of mothering, walk freely and are free to walk alone.
· In Canada the statistics are the one in four men would rape if given the chance.
· Rape is an extreme tool of sexism used to maintain the male status quo
· Men are socialized from a young age that being emotional, delicate or tender is to be a girl, and that is the worst they can be
· They are overwhelmed with male images that drive cars, leave the house for the majority of the day, and to return only to discipline and enjoy the labour of the more home-based female parent.
· If you don’t fall into that, you considered a bitch, faggot and queer
