Criminology
what is criminology: 
· Criminology is a discipline, this discipline looks at the evidence that is given to make use for it in a case. It also is a body of knowledge of social phenomenon such as delinquency and crime. 
· It looks at the making of law, the breaking of law,  and the reaction to breaking the law
· This is important because it is concern with the immediate reaction of crime control.
Criminal law: is a set of specific rules regarding human conduct that applies to all classes and is enforced by punishment and implied by the state.  
Characteristics of criminal law: 
1.) Publicality: important because it requires intervention of politicians 
2.) Specificity: Criminal law is very specific when it comes to applying the law where civil law is more general. 
3.) Uniformity: there are no exceptions made in criminal liability because everyone should be treated equally before the law
4.) Penal sanction: violators will be threatened by the state, however a correlaction of mens rea and actus reus need to be present.
Four principal theories of criminal law: 
1.) Classical theory: to work collectively to hold people accountable for unjust acts 
2.) Rational process for a unified society:rational people came together  to ensure certain crimes were dealt with reasonably 
3.) Crystallization of the mores: customs and values
4.) Conflicts of interests by different groups: conflicts

Evidence based crime research are to inform you what the evidence is 
1. What is the evidence? The results of evidence 
2. Does it indicate the policy work? Ensuring the reviewer has used the correct statistics 
3. Does it meet the highest scientific standard? 
4. Have the findings been replicated? For example prevention of disease there is primary prevention secondary prevention and tertiary  prevention. Primary prevention applies to the entire population where as secondary means it targets people at high risk so people in the family (relates back to crime kids in abusive family). And tertiary means treating people who have contracted a disease (people who have committed crime) [rehab] 

Evidence based Policies
1. Demands imperical evidence the effectiveness of the policy 
2. Demands of experimental and quasi experimental design: have to have high methodological 
3. Replication:  you need verifiable evidence, which means duplications 
4. Meta analysis: systematic review of research study

Issue in policing in the 21st century: 
Duties of police: 
1.) Assisting victims of crimes 
2.) Preventing crimes 
3.) Enforcing the law

· Training should be to de-escalate not to escalate 
· We spend 2 million dollars on police in the last couple years, we nned to educate the, as much as possible 8 weeks does not cut it. 
Two types of policing 
1. Proactive policing: catching someone in the act of committing a crime
2. Reactive policing: responding to dispatch calls 
Police constraints
1.) Technical and legal restraints in obtaining information: the law is restricted to due process, protecting individual rights. 
2.) Institution of privacy: you cannot go into a home without a warrant 
3.) interpretational issues: should I charge this person? 
4.) Ideological consideration: should have reasonable and probable grounds to make an arrest. 
5.) Occupational and career worries: some police are fearful of violence 
Letcure 5: Classical and Positive Schools of Criminology
Casar Bachoria? 
Had certain principals 
· Laws should be used to maintain social contracts. Between state and individuals 
· Only legislators shuld create laws 
· Punishment should be based on the pleasure- pain principal 
· Punishment shold be based on the act and not the actor 
The classical school theory
· It should guarantee the rights of the individual at all stages of the criminal justice system 
· Give clear knowledge of what is forbidden and the sanction attached to disobedience. 
· Should be taken in a form of written contracts so individuals know there rights are being protected. 
· Punishment was justified if offender had infringed the rights of others  
· nature of penalty should go with the nature of the crime. 
· Exemplary punishment must be ruled out as unjust 
· Criminal should be treated as a rational, responsible being who could weigh up the consequences of crime. 
· Prevention of crime: the law is clear enough
Difference between positive and classical school of thought
· Classist focus more on the crime where positivist focus more on the criminal 
· Classist see offenders crime as free willed and rationale whether to break the law where positivists believe it is the environment which one is held 
· Classist believe punishment should be related to crime where positivist believe it should be related to the offender. 
· Classist see sentencing as proportionate to the crime already committed positivist see it as preventing crimes 
· Where classist rejected adaption of the penalty to the individual, the positivist insisted on it. 
· Where the classist prohibited consideration whether criminal future dangerous, the positivist believe thatfuture danger shold be the central fact for a criminal to be constrained for the protection of others.
WAGE ON WAR OF CRIMES: we often here the phrase we wage war on crimes for example sexual assault for example if a priest is caught looking at pornographic images we as a society would agree on the charges that is upheld against him. However, most sexual assault cases happen in the home but that would not make great headlines in the newspaper nor discussed in television programs because people cannot deal with it knowing that is where sexual; assault occurs. The downside to this is who would believe now a days that a RCMP officer who went through an elaborate security system was sexually abusing his family, it is horrific to say the least that out justice system overlooks qualities such as that. Especially when it pertains someone of authority. 
Limits of criminal sanctions: 
Crime control model and Duo process
Crime control: high priority of crime control 
Due process: emphasis on equality and fairness to the people. 
Differences: 
· Fundamental fairness under the law and procesural rules should gaurentee the fairness of the defendant. While crime control sees the repression of crime is the most important not the rules. 
· Criminal justice should emphasis the protection of rights of the accuses. Crime control: the criminal justice should vindicate the harm to the victims. 
· Police power should be limited for oppression. While they believe that police power should be expanded for further investigations, arrest, search and seizure to support the convictions 
Factors of someone being deterred: 
· Deterrence occur on a number of assumptions 
1. Awareness of penalties of a particular crime: need to know the consequences of a particular crime .
2. Have to believe in arrest conviction and punishment 
3. Weigh things in a rational perspective 
Model of criminal justice: 
Retributive justice 
· Views crime as an act against the state 
· under this model the criminal justice control crimes 
· offender accountability is defined as taking punishment 
· crime is an act of individuality there for indivudal responsibility 
· victims are peripheral to the process of resolving crime 
· offender viewed as deficits as in lacking something.
· Emphasis on adversarial relationships
· Pain is imposed to punish, deter, and prevent 
· Response focused on offenders past behaviour 
· Dependence on criminal justice professionals
By imposing penalities the belief of increasing public safety
Restorative justice
· Act against another person or the community 
· Crime control acts primarily with the community 
· Offender accountability is defined as taking responsiblilty and taking action to repair harm 
· Victims are central to the process of resolving crimes 
· Offender defined by the capacity to make reperation 
· Restitution is the means in restoring both parties but the goal is reconciliation 
· Community is trhe facilitator in the restorative process 
· Direct involvement with the offender and the victim 



5 catagories of juvenile risk factors 
1. Individual characteristics: alienation, rebelliousness and a lack of bonding in society.
2. Family influences: parental conflict, child abuse, family history of behaviour
3. School experiences: early academic failure, lack of commitment (usually they will tend to listen to their peers than anyone in the family).
4. Pier group influences: friends involved in problematic behaviour, gangs and violence (individuals who associate themselves with people who do drugs will find an increase in violence). 
5. Neighborhood and community: economic deprivation, high rates of substance abuse, and lack of community attachment. (children do not choose where they live, it is unfortunate but one can utilize community based policing)
[protective factors 3: 
1. Individual characteristics 
2. Bonding with family members, teachers, friends (proactive). 
3. Healthy family and clear standards for behaviour
