· Plea Bargaining
· Three types:
· 1.)  plea for sentence = plead for guilty for sentencing recommendations from the crown " minimum sentence" 
· 2.) plea for charge = plea of  guilty for manslaughter instead of murder 
· 3.) plea for fact = plea of guilty on the condition that during the trial that the crown doesn’t reveal a fact that they're in possession of. 

· Three Types of Offences
· summary offences (minor offence, max of six months jail time and max of 5000)
· example:  theft under 5000.00
· indictable offenses (serious offences)
· example:  drug trafficking  large amount of cocaine
· hybrid offenses (offence – crown’s discretion of being summary offence or indictable offence)
· example: minor assault not causing serious bodily harm
· Tort Law
· An intentional tort is when there is an intention to cause harm
· Tort – a wrong committed that results in a need for compensation (private/civil law)
· Negligent act: a wrong you are at fault for however the intention of your actions was not about harming them, it was a failure to do something necessary or within your responsibilities that resulted in the harm.
· example: you don’t salt your walkway at your home, a person falls and breaks their leg, you are at fault but did not mean to cause them harm.
