How we come to know and understand the world:
There are two ways in which we understand the world:
1. Knowledge: independent from our experience. (APRIORI) 
2. Experience: is the knowledge we gain through experience. (A POSTERIORI) 
Immanuel Kant: He suggested that what we know about an object comes through a combination of our knowledge of the object itself, but our particular knowledge about that object is through our experience
Kant:                                               Noumena are objects we can’t understand through experience.

                                                       Phenomena: stuff that we become aware of through experience.
“Natural objects... must be experienced before any theorizing about them can occur” Edmund Husserl
“Pure phenomenology, its method, and its field of investigation”
We make sense of the world through our experience, so if we focus on phenomenology it is no surprise to believe that we understand the world through our senses.
The world is sensuous, it is through our 5 senses in which we understand the world.
We only think of our senses in the extreme representation of them, bad smell, loud music, dark lights. 
Vision: 
“SEEING IS BELIEVING” 
Why is seeing over the other senses is basically believing? Why is the truth visual?
It is the most primary sense, in which we make sense of the world, the eye over the ears or fingers, WHY?
Point of “view” 
“Essentially, when modern technological man thinks of our physical universe, he thinks of something he can visualize either in it or in terms of visual measurement and charts. The universe for us is essentially something you can draw a picture of”
Walter Ong, “World as View, World as Event”
Vision is the last sense to develop in the fetus and one of the last things that develop in a baby come to world, the optic nerve can bring a huge amount of information to the brain.
Think about the eye and seeing and perceptions as products of a certain place and time, cultural not only physiological.
The allegory of the cave: Plato: 
“Two prisoners are chained up in a cave, behind these prisoners there is a fire and then a group of people come in they give a show and the images that they produced were shadows on the wall in front of the prisoners, since they don’t really know what is going on behind them, thus anything they are told that something is a certain thing through the shadow they will interpret anything said to them on a basic level which is the shadow of it, therefore when they leave the cave they will have to see a real pumpkin to believe that it is real and the shadow was fake”
IMAGE: an image is a sign of something by virtue of its resemblance to what it represents,  the shadow of the pumpkin is a representation of the pumpkin
The politician kissing a poor baby is for example the usage of image to represent some idea.
What we know about celebrities is similar to how the prisoners in the cave allegory see pumpkins.
