Background

· Msuic brings relevance to consumers  across boundaries whether ethnic, geographic, or age
· Utilize music think they can reach a wider audience
·  commercials are making superstar bands ever richer and turning unknown acts into the next big thing
Adorno and Cultural Theory

· Suggest pop music in advertising
·  the culture industry was in control, not the customer
· Adorno further argued that the Marxist principle of "commodity fetishism" was how cultural forms secure the control of capital through economic, political and ideological means. According to him, it also shapes the tastes and preferences of the masses. It creates false needs, prohibits alternative ways of thinking, and does all this without people realizing it.
· The basis of Adorno's critical analysis of popular music centered on the premise that popular music was not serious music because it was standardized and pseudo-individualized.
Popular Music Not Serious Music
· classical music was serious music where "every detail derives its musical sense from the concrete totality of the piece
Standardization and Pseudo-individualization
· standardization defines the way the culture industry squeezes out any kind of challenge, originality, authenticity or intellectual stimulation from the music it produces

· According to Adorno, the commodification of cultural products leads to a standardization of these products
· Standardization leads to passivity in consumers

Standardization
· Popular music is standardized in several ways
· A number of types that are immediately
· A small number of structures
· A small number of components to each song that are interchangeable, in pop music at in the 1930, you can mix and match different song parts with each other
· 1920’s + – Swing Jazz, Blues/Rhythm blues, Tin Pan Alley – area and the genre of music associated with that area popular amongst other places.
· Ex. of Tin Pan Alley Music- My Blue Heaven Gene, Austin Roaring, 20’s Jazz. How Deep is the Ocean, Bing Crosby, Bing Crosby: Classic…
· Ex. of Swing Jazz – Swing that Music, Jimmy Dorsey and Hi…, Vintage Jazz,
Pseudo-individualization
· The type of variation that exists between standardized products
· Surface Changes
· They do not alter the basic structure
· Different lyrics, melody, details of rythym
· Theme similar
High vs Low Culture
· Serious, Bach, Beethoven, vs. popular music
· Serious music lacked standardization; you had to listen to the piece as a whole to understand it
· Serious music was an artistic creation, higher degree of complexity
· Popular music was market orientated, And Serious Music was not.
Role of the listener
· Caught up in a standard zies an routine set of responses
· The pleasure derived is superficial and false, sucked in by the cultural industry, no longer paying attention.
· Individuals who enjoy these pleasures are corrupted by immersion and are open to the domination of the industrialized, capitalist system. Listener response is passive and lacks critical thought
Nickel back songs sound identical, same with Brittney Spears. The Axes Of Awesome.
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Popular Music in Advertising
· Pop music in advertising is growing
· Companies attempt to reach a wider audience with the use of music
· Musicians seem more willing to have their music used for commercial purposes
· Artists also previously didn’t want to seem like they’re selling out and didn’t want to do ads
· Simple music sticks with us, Teach children ABC’s with song, nursery rhymes.
· Allan said Adorno would predicted this would happened any part of the song interchangeable
Ex. Busta Rhymes pass the crevasse – crazy product placement; My Adidas, Run-DMC; Brittany spears, circus, shows diamonds and her different scents; Brittany spears, hold it against me, perfumes make up forever jewellery plenty of fish, Sony screen; Kesha, we are who we are, plenty of fish, tequila; Jenifer Lopez, on the floor, Diamonds  BMW crown royal;
Commercials with popular music – Fiest Apple Ipod Nano; Chevy truck Like a Rock; EBay On Broadway but On EBay; Tim Hortons coffee Philip home, bring Tim coffee home brew it at home; The lumineers  Bing commercial; Pepsi commercial – we will rock you;
· Allan artists post napster more willing to have their music in advertisement
