What are the three central concepts of Operant conditioning?

1. Incentives (precede behaviour which increased/decreases probability of re-occurrence)
2. Rewards (follow the behaviour and increase the probability of re-occurrence)
3. Punishers (follow the behaviour and decrease the probability of re-occurrence)

What is the basic premise of classical/pavlovian conditioning?

….is the process of learning to respond to a formerly neutral stimulus (bell) that has been paired with another stimulus (salivation) that already elicits a response.

Temporal lobe - concerned with the understanding of speech
Occipital lobe - concerned with vision but also with our ability to recognise what we see in terms of identifying colours, locating objects in the environment and seeing objects accurately
Cerebellum – coordinates and regulates muscular activity
Brain stem – self-explanatory

Any person who unlawfully kills another person is guilty of a crime which according to the circumstances of the case, may be wilful murder, murder, manslaughter or infanticide.

2. Neonaticide – the killing of a newborn infant less than 24 hours/ >one month old
3. Filicide – the killing of ones child
4. Siblicide – the killing of a sibiling
5. Sororicide – the killing of ones sister
6. Fratricide – the killing of ones brother
7. Patricide -  the killing of ones father
8. Matricide -  the killing of ones mother
9. Parricide – the killing of a parent or other near relative

What are the 4 types of serial murderers and what do they mean?

1. Visionary
· Suffer from psychotic breaks with reality, sometimes believing they are another person or are compelled to murder by entities such as the Devil or God.
2. Mission oriented
· Typically justify their acts as "ridding the world" of a certain type of person perceived as undesirable, such as homosexuals, prostitutes, or people of different ethnicity or religion; however, they are generally not psychotic
3. Hedonistic
· Seeks thrills and derives pleasure from killing, seeing people as expendable means to this goal.
4. Power/Control
· To gain and exert power over their victim

What are drugs?

All substances, both legal and illegal, which when administered produce a change in biological function and possibly structure. This includes for example, prescription drugs and volatile substances as well as alcohol and illicit drugs.

a) Deliberate and purposeful fire setting on more than one occasion
b) Tension of affective arousal before the act
c) Fascination with, interest in, curiosity about, or attraction to fire and its situational contexts. (eg Paraphernalia, uses, consequences)
d) Pleasure, gratification, or relief when setting fires or when witnessing or participating in their aftermath.
e) Not done for monetary gain/conceal crime/expresss anger/express idealogy/result of impaired judgement etc
