Risk factors of standard policing 
· Violence in the homes
 
The less we pay for standard law enforcement and the more we pay for … the more we look at order and when we invest in studying problems by tackling risk factors that cause crime rates and victimization we will ensure better futures for our youth who are at risk while saving tax dollars 

Waller is against standard policing 

Milestones 
· Misspent youth (1996): the audit commission extended this analysis for England wales to show how taxes spent on policing, courts and prisons to tackle youth offending were misspent – and key concept of this book. They found that the spending that works is focused on youth at risk of offending before they offend … improper use of tax 
· Blueprint (1996): … identifies violence prevention programs that meet a high scientific standard of program effectiveness 
· Program descriptions
· Theoretical rational
· Core components of the program as implemented 
· The evaluation designs and results 
· Practical experiences discovered during implementation 

· Developmental crime prevention: interventions designed to prevent the development of criminal potential in individuals, especially those that target risk and protective factors discovered in studies of human development 
· Risk factor…

Longitudinal studies 
· Prospective longitudinal studies: risk and protective factors are measured before outcomes such as offending. This is important ….
Meta-analysis 
· Uses knowledge from longitudinal studies 
· Most robust source of knowledge for policy making comes from analyzing several 

The Cambridge study in delinquent development 
· A prospective longitudinal study of 400 male participants …aged 8-48
· The initial assessment involved participants 8 -9 yrs old attending one of six state primary schools in 1962, the majority of which were caucsian
· The follow up interview from age …
· These studies measured the development of offending and the effects of risk and protective factors, life events and interventions for offending

Risk factors from book … pg 23
· The children who become persistent offenders…
· Born into a family in relative poverty an inadequate housing
· Brought up with inconsistent and uncaring parenting including violence
· With limited social and cognitive abilities 
· With behavioral problems identified in primary school 
· Excluded from or dropping out of secondary school 

Violence as a public health problem: pic on phone 
· Violence continues to be referred to as a public health problem as it poses a serious threat to the health and safety of citizens and behavioral changes can reduce the risk of violence. Due to the fact that the public health approach emphasizes the prevention of disease or injury… 
· Violence is a health problem because it is contagious

· David Old’s Nurse family partnership program which trains and supervises registered nurses who conduct home visitations 

Randomized control trial 
· Gold mine of scientific …
· Take 50% control group… not administered intervention
· Take 50% intervention group … is administered intervention

· Key component is the randomized allocation

· 2 models of criminal justice, their difference and how they approach the 
· Crime control model: assembly line justice. It puts a priority on the effective control of crime in society
· Due process model: puts restrictions on the government so that people are dealt with fairly and the presumption of innocence is paramount. This means we have certain rights that are guaranteed. Saves individuals from unjust treatment by the state 
· Different programs 
· Some people believe in the basis of deterrence… 4 elements required for deterrence  
1. They have to perceive the threat, in this case more police control
2. They have to calculate the increased risk of arrest 
3. Understand the consequences as being pleasant or unpleasant 
4. And then they have to make a rational decision to commit or not to commit a crime 
· Why do offenders commit crime?
· Generally speaking people commit crimes because they think they won’t get caught  
· Faster response times 
· Police officers just gather reports because 95% of the time they arrive after the crime occurs 
· Deterring crime … something’s police can do ... a comprehensive strategic plan
· It should involve proper planning
· It should involve outside experts…meaning working with parole officers, probation officers 
· Focus on particular problems in geographical areas … the circle thing use of force model 
· What is deterrence? What are the assumptions that guide deterrence?
· They have to perceive the consequences of law breaking to be unpleasant…they have to aware of the penalty for particular crimes 
· They have to believe in the consequences of being persecuted or arrested
· They have to be rational about the crime they committed 

Juvenile … 
· Parens patrie … the problem is the parents so take the children away from them … old view & method 


Philosophical…
· Respond to the need of troubed youth and their family
· Providing due process while recognizing rights of vic
· Providing rehabilitation …
· …
Risk factors 
· Individual characteristics such as alienation, lacke of bonding to society
· Family influences: parental conflict, child abuse, family history of problem behavior eg substance abuse, teen preg
· School experiences such as early academic failure and lack of commitment to academiscs
· Peer group influences such as … 
· Neighborhood and community factors such as economic deprivation and low neighborhood attacehement 

Protective factors 
3 types 
1. Individual characteristics: resilient temperament and a positive social orientation 
2. Bonding with pro social family members teachers and friends 
3. Healthy believes and clear standards for behavior 

…. ????? 
Risk focus delinquency 
1. Individual characteristics: involved in boys & girls club etc
2. Family influences: 1st line of defense against criminal behavior, strengthens values and fosters within children they nanan to survive. There are negative risk factors in family… inadequate supervision and care, family conflict, parental rejection, physical violence etc 
3. School experiences … outside of the family domain are the very important… school programs can help. Eg looking at the concept of bullying, family crisis intervention, vocational teaching
4. Peer group influences … gangs… peer counseling
5. Neighborhood and community: children do not choose where they live. community based policing, healthcare workers, victims programs, safe havens for youth

· You are sent to prison as punishment not for punishment, meaning that anything that happens to you in prison such as torture or abuse is illegal 

Aim’s of sentencing 
· Incapacitation 
· Deterrence has a number of assumptions, an aim of -  general (send a message to the general public) and specific (target the individual) deterrence 
· Certainty of detention and the swiftness of getting caught … are better deterrence’s not increasing prison time 
· Retribution another aim of sentencing – sentencing can restore order and the balance of , proportionate sentencing
· Rehabilitation -    
· Denunciation – to say to the public that a behavior will not be tolerated, reaffirm fundamental values 
· These aims sometimes contradict each other, 1st 2 + rehabilitation are utilitarian ideas 
· Lex Talionis 
· Death penalty doesn’t deter homicide/reduce homicide rates 
· The state cant adopt a violent plan to solve violence 
· States that went on and off the death penalty reported lower homicide rates when they were off the death penalty 
· Crime control and due process 

Models of criminal justice 
· Retributive justice: imposing penalties for conduct 
· Views crime as an act against the state 
· Under this model the criminal justice system controls crime
· Offender accountability is defined as taking punishment 
· Crime is an individual act with individual responsibility 
· Victims are peripheral (not important) to the process of resolving a crime
· The offender is defined by deficits 
· The emphasis is on adversarial relationships 
· Pain is imposed to punish deter and prevent 
· The community is on the sidelines under this model and represented abstractly by the state 
· Response is focused on the offenders past behavior
· There is dependence on criminal justice professionals 

· Restorative justice: more modern approach 
· Idea of bringing offender and victim together 
· Crime is an act against another person or the community 
· Crime control lies primarily with the community 
· Offender accountability is defined as assuming responsibility and taking action to repair harm  
· Crime has both individual and social dimensions of responsibility 
· Victims are central to the process of resolving crime
· The offender is defined by the capacity to make reparation
· Restitution is a means of resorting both parties, the goal is reconciliation   
· The community is the facilitator in the restorative process 
· The response focuses on the future reparation and the harmful consequences of the offenders behavior 
· Direct involvement of both the offender and the victim 

Lifestyle victimization theories (check old notes)
· Enormous amount of media over representation of crimes 
· Lifestyle theories focus on routine and daily activities: people who spend 30% or more outside their 
· Men are more likely to be assaulted
· Age 
· Age of violent victimization are lower in the older age groups cos young people go out
· Class 
· Single people are at a higher risk of victimization because they go out, if you are married you stay home 

· Many people that are imprisoned have mental issues and/or are illiterate  

Young offenders 
· Arresting and imprisonment of youth and juvenile offenders lead to an increase in criminal recidivism
· Sending young people to adult prisons increases recidivism rates, it doesn’t reduce crime amongst young offenders 
· More likely to reoffend, offend more quickly and commit more serious crimes if they are sent to adult prisons instead of juvenile facilities 

Youth gangs 
· Females age out of gangs earlier than males
· Youth join gangs early, from ages 10 – 12 
· What criminologists does work on youth and gangs – Albert cohen – delinquent boys, youth gangs in Chicago 
· What are the reasons people join gangs
· Status frustration: lack status in school so the join gangs  
· Youth usually have a high crime record before joining a gang
· It peaks at mid-adolescence- start removing themselves from the gang and detaching themselves and avoiding people from the gang
· Gang membership is short lived 
· Provide youth with alternative options 
· Preventing youth from joining gangs is far more effective than what we can do after so it is important to identify risk factors 
· Boston gun project 
· We have to avoid engaging in actions that solidify the gang members, e.g labeling is bad 
· Reducing gang membership is not the same as reducing gang related violence
