· “Great party…I did WHAT?” Case of Bob engaging in necrophilia
· He needed VERBAL consent saying YES
· If the victim said nothing, that is not consent
· The focus is on Bob because the victim is dead, she was unable to consent therefore he can be charged for sexual assault
· Need a GUILTY INTENT & a PHYSICAL ACT to be charged for a crime

· Regina vs. Davioux: Individual wanted to plead that he was not innocent of a crime, Supreme court said that due to the fact that he was really drunk he was not guilty. Parliament said NOPE, he has to.
· Section 33.1: If you get drunk you are still responsible

What do we expect law to do?
· To provide justice
· Justice is what we strive for as an ideal
· Would life without law be total anarchy?
· What is law?
· Donald Black (V&N)
· Sociologist & leading scholar in study of law and society
· Asserts that “law is essentially governmental social control” that is “the normative life of a state and its citizens such as legislation, litigation, and adjudication” 
· 4 different types of social control
· Penal: punitive, law-breaking leads to apprehension & punishment
· Compensatory: crime & conflict violate ‘social contract’ & leads to debt and restitution to redress the debt
· Therapeutic: medical model, crime/conflict is a result of abnormality which requires help or treatment
· Conciliatory: crime/conflict is a social conflict between individuals which requires resolution 
· Canadian society uses penal/punitive social control
· There will be rules in every culture in order to manage the behaviour of citizens, although they may not look the same
· Law as a “quantitative ” is more prominent & prevalent in some societies than in others
· The relationship between law and crime are not in necessarily inverse
· Laws provides predictability!!
· Much greater normative coherence in smaller societies
· Certainty: understand for sure that you will be punished for your crime
· Celerity: speed, close proximity between negative acts
· Severity : consequences are proportional to the harm you have caused
· 20%-30% crime in Ottawa on:
· Robbery & Domestic Violence
· Most of what the police to is REACTIVE and not PROACTIVE
· Cases in provincial courts take FOREVER (3-4 years)
· Canadian system does not really use “celerity and severity”
· Writing down the law fundamentally changes the law
· Courts are very public- anyone can walk into a courtroom and watch
· The question is not why do people commit crimes, but why do more people NOT commit crime
What are 
· Social Control
· Dispute Resolution
Ways to resolve your dispute
· As soon as you go to court, you have lost control of your issue. They do not resolve but END your case.
