As discussed in class, ISO International Standards ensure that products and services are safe, reliable and of good quality. The ISO standards apply to a variety of technology and business aspects ranging from environmental management to social responsibility. However, one area of standards that is applicable to everyone is the ISO 22000, Food Safety Management. 
The ISO 22000 was established to help organizations indentify and control food safety hazards (http://www.iso.org/iso/home/standards/management-standards/iso22000.htm). Establishing international standards is helpful as numerous food products are shipped cross-border daily. Within the food safety standards, it is broken down into even more aspects of food safety management, which include:
· Traceability in the feed and food chain 
· Food manufacturing 
· Farming
