5.  
What is code-switching?


Code switching is the act of using multiple languages in our daily lives and knowing when to switch between them. This means the bilingual (trilingual, etc.) person knows in which situations and contexts to use each language.

What language does the American Deaf community speak?

The American Deaf community speaks in ALS, which stands for American Sign Language. 
7. 
What does it mean that “Language is a dialect with an army and a navy”?
If a country has an army and a navy, they hold much power. In relation to this quote, if a certain dialect gains power (from its speakers and political power) it can become a language. A concrete example of this, to further explain this, is the example we learned in class. When Sweden and Norway were once all one country, Norwegian was just a dialect of Swedish. The Norwegians wanted more independence however, and with fighting and power, they gained their independence as a country and as an independent language.

What do we understand by “discourse community” (Swales)?

We learned from Swales that “discourse community” refers to a group of people who share the same discourses. This means that they communicate in the same way with the same goals and purpose.

What do we understand by the following:
· "text,"
· "utterance," 
· "discourse with a small 'd'," and 
· "Discourse with a capital D"? 
Text is a piece of language (spoken, written, multimodal) that is expressed by multiple authors. According to Bakhtin, utterance is defined as the change of speaker(s) in a piece of language. 
Discourse with a small “d” refers to pieces of language that are connected together, such as conversations and essays. Discourse with a capital “D” refers to our way of being through our use of language.

How does Applied Linguistics differ from Linguistics? 

Applied Linguistics is the study of language in use in a social context (study of pragmatics). Linguistics is the study of the structure of language (phonetics, phonology, morphology, syntax and semantics).

What does it mean to critically examine language in everyday use?
To critically examine language in everyday use means to answer questions that pertain to “access, power, disparity, desire, difference, and resistance” and to understand the history behind how our social relations have developed until today. (Pennycook, 2001, p.6)
12.
What is corpus linguistics?

Corpus linguistics is the “creation and analysis of (normally large, computerized) corpora of language composed of the actual texts (speech and writing), and their application to problems in descriptive and applied linguistics”. (Hall, 2011) This means we take a deeper look at the meanings of these texts and how they are related to linguistics.

What is the difference between dialect and idiolect?
Dialect is based on geography and social factors, while idiolect is based on the particular form of language in an individual’s mind. Idiolects are a sort of “subdivision” of a dialect.  
14. 
What is a speech act?

Speech acts are “utterances which operate as a functional unit in communication”. (Hall, 2011) Examples of speech acts include complaints and promises. 

15. 
What is the “monolithic myth”?

The “monolithic myth” is the belief that there exists just one standard language, and other languages are incorrect. 
16. 
What are the three circles in Kachru’s model of World Englishes?
The three circles in Kachru’s model of World Englishes are: the Inner Circle (United Kingdom, United States of America, etc.), the Outer Circle (India, Singapore, etc.) and the Expanding Circle (China, Russia, etc.). 
17. 
What is dialogism (Bakhtin)?

The word in language has always existed. Words are all around us and always have been. We make words our own by how live and express ourselves through language. However we use language in our own individual way is making our language unique and this is creating language. This creates a chain of evolving language that never ends.

What is intertextuality (Kristeva)?

Intertextuality means all texts do not speak for themselves, but they speak through other texts. They do so either explicitly or through direct or indirect speech.

What is the third research paradigm that we have discussed in addition to the qualitative and quantitative paradigms? How is it different from the other two?
Besides qualitative and quantitative paradigms, there is the social paradigm. While the other two paradigms measure quantity and quality, the social paradigm measures our social gains in different situations.

Provide definitions of register and genre. Provide an example of each.


Register is the use of the appropriate languages in different social contexts. An example of register is how a student speaks formally and properly to a professor, and changes to a more informal way of speaking when conversing with close friends. 

Genre is when the use of discourse (in spoken, written or multimodal form) is used to complete a task/activity. Genre changes through different situations and are reoccurring in similar situations. An example of genre is the receipt from a store or restaurant.

Define diglossia. Provide an example.

Diglossia is when a person changes their use of language depending on the situation they are in. This means changing the actual language, variety or register in use. An example of disglossia would be how an individual may speak English to their peers at school but speak their native language at home to their family.

Define and explain Hymes’s notion of communicative competence.
Communicative competence is the knowledge of how and when to use different utterances. This is more complex than it sounds because it includes many different things: developed vocabulary and proper grammar, “rules” of speaking, knowledge of speech acts and knowledge of utterances themselves. With all this knowledge in use, we refer to this as communicative competence.

Explain the meaning of the following statement: "no-one breaks the eternal silence of the universe" (Bakhtin, 1986)?

In Bakhtin’s statement, he refers to how whenever we speak, we are not using only language we have already learned and has already been spoken, but we are adding to language. Language will continue growing and being added to, like a chain.

Explain what discourse analysis is, how it can be done, and how it can help us to see the connection between language use and our actions, relations and identities.


Discourse analysis is essentially the act of looking at the deeper meanings of what other people, and ourselves, say. We can analyze discourse through repair (whether it be self-repair or not), corpus, pragmatics and the locutionary and illocutionary meanings. Through discourse analysis we can gain an understanding of what we really say to others, what we mean  and how they may perceive it. We can also learn to understand what other people really mean with their words, whether it is clear or not. By understanding all this, we can learn to speak effectively with proper words and meaning. We can develop our identities when we are confident with what we say and mean, knowing we can express ourselves effectively.

Discuss Bourdieu’s forms of capital and their relevance to the issues of the role of language in society and the formation of social identity.

Bordieu addresses three different forms of capital and how they affect us. Firstly, symbolic capital are resources that are given based upon recognition and/or prestige. This can include degrees and awards. Next, social capital are non-financial benefits on the basis of living in a social group. Lastly, cultural capital are non-financial social assets, which include style of speech and accent. All of these forms of capital go to show that language plays a huge role in our society. Each form of capital gives power to the individual who fits in that category. Having this power and different forms of capital say a lot about ourselves, who we are and our identity as a whole. The presence or absence of these three forms of capital can support or diminish our social identity.

Explain the meaning of the following statement: language is a "symbolic mediational tool" (Vygotsky) in any human activity.


The human activity model is a triangle. At one point is the subject and at another is the object. In between these two points is the mediational tool. This tool is necessary for there to be a final outcome. Vygotsky states that language is a symbolic mediational tool because it is necessary in everything we do. Language is all around us and in every task we try to complete. Without language, we would not be able to accomplish much because language is how we communicate our thoughts, feelings and ideas with others.
