· Considers real life situations not principles or rules
· Preserves relationships
· Considers the needs of everybody 
· Most neutral 
Beneficence 
· You should always try to promote benefit over harm
Non-Maleficence 
· Minimize harm or damage or to do least harm possible 
· Utilitarian – future focused
· John Stewart Mill 
· 
· Can be applied to society generally 
Autonomy
· Rights of a person or group
· You have the right to self determination
· To make decisions that affect you
· Liberty rights 
· Entitlement rights
· Ie. A child is entitled to food, shelter, etc
· Claim rights
· Relying on someone or some group to do or refrain from doing something in order to have those rights
Justice
· Treat equals equally, and unequals unequally, but to their advantage (in their favour) 
· Not looking at consequences, not looking forward but looking backwards


Kanteon Deontology
· Immanuel Kant  Germany “we are rational and autonomous beings” and ethics in deciding the right thing to do and how it’s related to toher people
· Deontology: duties and obligations \
· Past focused
· The need to address all groups and leave no group behind
· 
· Categorical imperative
· Two categorical imperatives
· 1st categorical imperative
· Act only according to which universal law if everyone does it. 	
· If not logically consistent, then you cant do it
· You shouldn’t be praised or punished for things beyond your control – only those with intention
· Ie. On election day in winter  the weather is very bad so you don’t go out to vote 
· 2nd categorical imperative 
· Respect for persons
· Act or treat humanity, whether own or another, always as end and never as a means only. Also against prostitution because 
· Him: not treating women as a person and using only for her body
· 
· Her: not respecting her body 


Aristotlean Virtue Ethics: 
· Aristotle: comes from a long line of ancient greek philosophers
· Student of plato went to Athens to study w/ plato for 20 years
· Emphasized a rational capacity. Believed point of humanity was to be a good person/have good character
· Forming your character is your life’s work
· Consider the needs of everybody
