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	Cloning is a highly controversial idea as it is incredibly future based and therefore frightening. The unknowns are still a haunting reality which makes it difficult for educated opinion on the subject. Cloning could have several uses; some examples would be for food production, or for the purpose of assisting infertile couples.  However, questions arise when considering the other possible uses for the cloning technology.”Eugenics” are one frightening usage for the technology used for cloning. Simply, it means to use breeding both to eliminate undesirable genetic traits and to add desirable traits to improve the characteristics of an organism or species. This raises issues of discrimination and racism, it holds remnants of fear from the days of the holocaust where Hitler had wishes for an ideal race. Blonde hair and blue eyes were the only traits that Hitler wished for society to continue with. While, these choices would be made in a laboratory by simply choosing each genetic piece rather than the murder of thousands, it is still equally disturbing. 
Another issue that arises when discussing cloning and it’s implications would be the fact that the companies would own the embryos that are made during the cloning process. The embryos would be considered intellectual property as declared by the British Patent office. The company could own the embryo between the gestational period and birth. Regardless of opinions of when a fetus becomes a person, it is undeniable that a company owning a human embryo as a scientific discovery or invention is beyond troubling. This raises issues of how long the company could fight for rights of the human after birth.  
Cloning is still an unknown science, it is hard to understand and the effects on human cloning are still completely unknown. Until this science is proven to be safe for humans it is by no means acceptable for cloning experimentation to begin. When or if this science is proven to be safe and necessary for human development, there must be strict laws put in place to ensure the practice of the cloning is done in a moral way. Cloning should only be done in the case of a couple who are infertile attempting to have a baby sharing their own DNA, and not to develop a new human race with only the most desirable traits and genetics.
