o   1860s: people left Canada due to the lack of economic opportunities and US expansion to the west

·      American influence from 1900s, as Canada seeing how much the states were developing and wanted the same.
·      Foreign capital/investment

·      Declined immigration and demand for labour
o   Reliance on natural growth (births and rural migration)
o   Number of women in the workforce increased and could occupy public positions
·      Challenges to the transformation
o   Urbanization and mass consumption
o   Mass production ( Cars-275,000 in 1918 to 1.9million in 1929) today 26 million
o   Introduction of bureaucracy and scientific management principles in the workforce (Taylorism)
o   Weakening British influence in the 1920s
o   Period of prosperity: 1925-1929
·      Economic Depression (1929-1939)
o   The collapse of New York stock market
o   America adopted a protectionist strategy
o   Decline in Canada’s export economy and socio-economic impact
·      Depression and government response (1933-1938)
o   Riots, crime rate and introduction of social programs in the US and Canada (1934)
o   Development of government institutions to promote economic growth and nationalism (Bennett and King)

o   Rising public debt (5-18 billion (1939-1945)
o   Exposed Canada’s racial policy: Expulsion/confinement of Japanese-Canadians

·      Positive Impact
o   The war ‘rescued’ Canada out of the depression through manufacturing
o   Producing a disciplined navy (4th largest merchant)
o   Integrated into Canada into the American system
·      (Hartz) Founding fragments argument
o   Canada and America are fragments of their old nations(European), which developed into new ones
o   New nations were no longer influenced by factors that shaped their old nations
o   New nations experience cultural immobility
o   New nations are liberal (left), because they are government regulated (i.e., government regulations of individualism and provision of social-welfare programs)
o   Influences from Locke: Natural Liberty, with limited government regulation to prevent social conflict
·      Factors promoted American liberalism:
o   Lack of class antagonism ( as experienced in late feudal and early modern European nations) For example between aristocrats and the bourgeois class
o   Proletariat and bourgeoisie (limited social movement)
o   New nations are influenced by liberal ideas from Britain, but
§  English Canada was less liberal than America
§  French Canada was illiberal
§  America South was confused choosing between liberalism and feudalism
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
