Social problems 
BUT 
In analyzing a social problem it is important to identify the group of pple for whom the behaviour is a problem. 
EX: Vagrancy: affect poor pple, youth, loiterers, smokers, prostitutes, drug users/dealers are marginalized – who is the problem for?
Social problem defined: 
Sociologists consider a social problem to be an alleged situation that is incompatible with the values of a significant number of pple who agree that action is needed to alter the situation 
ex: Canadian society thought that Aboriginals were a problem and acted inappropriately for residential schools, the way gay men were policed in the past (rain bath houses on a regular basis)
Or in Alberta: sterilizing pple that they thought had bad genes (physically or mentally challenged) 
During WWII we interned Italian and Japanese and not German 
Also while criminalizing opium they thought it would stop the Asians from coming to Canada after the railways were built but it didn’t work – the day of shame for Chinese is independence Canada day for us
Our society has acted inappropriately at times -- even though we have a very clean image of Canadians and no one really talks about those times 

Sociological imagination 
The ability to see the relationship between an individual’s experiences and the larger society in which they are contextualized (C. Wright Mills)
For example, the relationship between personal unemployment and technological change, business decisions and economic cycles that cause it 
Ex:____
Connections between personal and economic levels are made through: 
· Microlevel analysis  : focusing on small-group relations and individual interaction
·  Macro level analysis : focusing on  large-scale institutions, e.g. gov and the economy 

What is a social problem? 
C. Wright Mills distinguished between personal troubles and public issues
Make a connection of personal and public 
· Personal troubles: are things that affect individuals and their immediate surroundings 
· Public issues: have an impact on large numbers of pple and are matters of public debate
Sociology as a discipline in Canada 
· McGill: Carl Dawson and Everett Hughes
· Toronto: Harold Innis, S.D. Clark and Marshall McLuhan 
· Carleton: John Porter – notion of the power elite (in USA at certain circles oof the highest levels of the military, politics and business they circulated amongst one another – generals and cornels would go into politics or as executives in businesses – those organisation dominated in society) – (in Canada we have big corporate but not much like USA – circulation ex: Paul martin now owns a shipping company for tremendous amounts of money and he goes on to be prime minister—they also follow certain trends like went t the same schools)and the sociological imagination 
· Differences in Canadian Sociology 
· Sociology in Canada Today
Interconnection with USA because many moved to Canada and went back and vice versa 
Terms: 
Ontology: the nature of the physical and social 
Epistemology: the nature of knowledge itself
Reflexivity: our relationship to knowledge and knowledge to us 
Reflexivity: subjects studied with reflexive screens : depends on your own identity (race, background, etc.) you’re viewing it through those reflexive screens 
Educational elite: not everyone can go to university so those who do go are apart of an elite 
Nation-state:
The nation-state Is doem by a gov assuming a legal and moral right to exercise authority, supported by force, over a given territory and its citizens
This also implies that the nation-state has sovereignty: its ability to exercise its will via polices and laws within its own territory and citizens 
The state in Influx 
· The satte is a n institution that claims the exclusive right to exercise force in a given territory through the use of the police and armed forces
· Monarchy: transfers power from generation within a single family, Earlier monarchies were absolute. Modern ones are generally  constitutional 
· DemocracyL generally is representative rather than fully participatory. Aflluent industrial societies tend to be democracies
· Authoritatianism: is a political sys that denies pop participation in gov
· Totalitarianism: is a political sys that extensively regulates pples lives (ex: China only allows one child – regulates your body) in Canada what you can enhale, eat and drink is regulated (drugs, alcohol, etc.) 
Citizenship: 
· Membership with in a national community. This membership also provides a set of legal entitlements
· Legal equality and justice
· Participation in political matters
· Protection from economic scarcity – provision (ex: low-income cut-off where state claims the poverty line per person or family `	
· However the citizen also must fulfill certain obligations of the state
· Paying for protection
· T.H. Marshall (1950) three sets of rights
· Civil rights
· Political rights 
· Social rights
(ex: provides social safety net, provides health, welfare, economic safety, safety, etc. )

Charter of rights and freedoms: 
· A part of the constitution Act (1982) the character is superior to ordinary legislation, allows the courts to invalidate legislation and applies to the actions of all gov and organizations under the control of gov 
· Prior to 1982 those types of rights didn’t exist – these rights restrained the police (they need to read your rights now, take it easy and more transparency) – also sexual assault came into force instead ogf rape law meaning men and children can be protected by rape not only women
Death of feminism (huffington post) 24/06/13
· Provision of the charter: Fundamental freedoms, democratic freedoms, mobility rights (any pliceman that is stopping you need t explain why they are stopping you) (also our id is not checked when we move between provinces), legal rights, equality rights, language rights, minority lang education rights, freedom of expression (even though someones expression can be limited by others being insulted) – say anything but not ensite hatrid in Canada , freedom of religion (believe in whatever you want), freedom of association (but there is prevention from parents but not state) – (being friends with anyone, join any political groups, etc. ), 
ex: Silencing Ant Colter we were limiting our own education and knowledge by not being exposed to any opinion 
Alberta, Toronto, Maritimes, Quebec all wanted to separate – we have the right to do that 
Citizenship: 
· Membership with in a national community. This membership also provides a set of legal entitlements.
· Legal equality and justice
· Participation in political matters
· Protection from economic scarcity
· However the citizen also must fulfill certain obligations to the state 

In 1990s the pple were talking about workfare where pple that were a drain on the system we give them workfare to keep them busy and force them to work. --- are we giving back what the country gives to us? Justified Trade off between state and citizens?

Canadians only have to worry about the climate and if the Americans move north – biggest body guard in the world
· Notion of Canadian identity
· Identity refers to our internalized stable sense of who we are including role identities (ex: mother, father, uncle, etc.), social categories (ex: students, etc.), and personal characteristics
· Identity theory is rooted on 5 basic principles: 
- Behaviour is based on an already classified world  (Certain things you can do as students that oyu cant do later on or as children )
- Positions in society are among the things classified
- Pple dev their identities based on their pos in society (ex: become a professor and promoted to manager and change their behavior i.e. become meaner) 
- We incorporate our social positions into out sense of identity 
- Social behavior is derived from the shaping and modifying of the expectations of our positions (ex: who should pay on a date as a norm) 

Canadian identity: Are we more than just “Tim Hortons”? and what ties the whole country together? Are we in a restrained type of nationalism? 

(not on exam) -- Kin policing in hunter gathering societies or pastoral societies – you need to look after your family – police themselves  and they decide the punishments 
5000 yrs ago  Middle East: the code of Hammurabi (eye for eye) – capital crime and very punitive system of judgement
· Rome: Ceasar Augustus : romans went forward conquered and policed the society  -- sent their soldiers to police the territories -  what was found out that we don’t  use the military to police our own pple 
· Daytime fire brigade: they would go around to look for fires, the urban cohorts would do that at night and the vigiles would do that aswell at diff times
· French and English diff in sys of policing
· Gendarme system : (in Italy, Spain, France, Belgium)
· Created by Charlemagne 
· Centralized policing structure 
· Professional 
· Power laid with the king (means Men of arms in English)
· Frankpledge sys: 
· Created by Alfred the Great
· Decentralized policing structure
· Unprofessional 
· Power laid with the pple – men police 
· Took every boy or man that was 13 (when they got married and start to form their own families) 
· Very community oriented (look at Great Britain today is community oriented for health care and knowing your neighbours, etc.) 
· Other English influences:
-1215: Magna Carter : innocent until proven guilty
- 1285: Statue of Wichwester 
· Parish Constable
· Hue and cry (if you hear someone cry you must go help him)
· Assize of arms (every boy must have an arm)
· Industrial revolution 
· 1748 henry Fielding and the bow street runner (origine of modern day policing)
·  Joint community- police response
· Thief-takers (it takes a thief to catch a thief) 
· Policing is inherently corrupt 
· Sir robert Peels influence:
· Two modern traditions of policing 
· Royal irish constabulary  1812
· Creates London metropolitan police 1829 nickname the Bobbies 
· Consent of dissent  (they had to be consented to be policed – they were refused for a long time and were not seen as an image of law enforcement and as stupid pple) 
· When he went to Ireland he took pple coming back from a  british war and gave them a job and they would live where they work – militirized police force 
· He realized that this act was refused 10 years ago because police forces for their cousins said that the military force deals with pple in a rough manner  -- they were blue, did not have a riffle they had a bat and were completely diff than the ones in Ireland – crime on a regular basis  (in Canada we have citizens arrest that goes back to British law where a citizens not police can arrest someone)
· 1939 legislation passed allowing all communities to create police services in England
· History does show rhat formal police services are only created when communities felt the need to do so (hence the need for consent) 
In Great Britain cops don’t have fire arms but in Canada they do 

Policing in Canada: Pre-confederation:
Ealry municipal Police services:  (inherently corrupt – one of those jobs where power corrupts)
· Three mandates : 
· Conflicts between labor and management – dealing with strikes
· Moral enforcement (prostitution, drug use , things not considered Christian)
· Apprehending criminals 
· Corruption was wide spread
· Chief of medicine hat owned a house where a brothel operated
· Chief od Winnipeg fired for being caught in a brothel 

History of the RCMP: essential for the history of Canada
3 international symbols of Canada: maple leaf, mounty  and the peacekeeper – 2 of these symbols are law enforcement related
John A Macdonald sent a person to do a report on how the west should be policed : he said they should have  about 250 men on  horses and firearms who wear red --- mounty police 
In USA The union army wins the war because the north is industrialized – million men army after the war that doesn’t do anything and they removed the northern army from the northern state – you cant use the military to police your own pple – they took the army and moved it to the west 
· Confederation and nation Building
· 1873 NWMP –north west Mounties created
· Dominiom Police – west of Manitoba had diff police not armed and dressed in blue 
· End up becoming the Royal Canadian mounty police 
· Early 20th century 
· Strikes Breakers NS, QU, BC – ex Hudson bay company strike
· 1917-1950 assume provincial policing duties : Opp, Qc, and __ but the other provinces had thweir own but it was too costly so they now pay it directly to ottawa and to the moounty service – national budget – municipal policing by Mounties
· Before WWI cnada was envolved in the bore war – Mounties have long history of being deployed abroad 
WWI ends and WWII starts – the Mounties were engaged in surveillance in universities they would pay pple to spy on pple 
1970s in Qc the FLQ is engaged in several bombing campaigns and the October crisis  where the army was deployed in Qc city montreal and ottawa 
flq crisis comes to an end and get passage to cuba
And parti quebecois is created then they broke in to the parti qc headquarters and stole a membership list – 2 royal commissions were created : one of them :macdonald commissions said that spy should be taken away from the mounty and for another association that we call cesus today 
pple were talking about disbanding mounty 
Typically when we talk about the state we talk about the protective force and Mounties were not an oppressive force before they used to be used to teach others on policing 
· War time Mounties 
· Mid 20th century 
· Late 20th century and early 21st 
· Why Mounties wear red because it is a military reference (british was to disguise the blood) when the aboriginals make a treaty with you they don’t wait for you to come with them  they leave because they already signed it – therefore if they got in trouble they would go to the aboriginals and the aboriginals wuld associated the color red with the british  because they had a good relationship at that time – help Americans from invaded and british were gone at that point  – how would 300 men defeat a million men in the west with the help of the aboriginals 
· Classic image of mounty in the north : with a sled dog  -- pple loved Mounties – very popular in pop culture – ex: cartoon of the mounty: Dudley do-right – American channel with Canadian content – Disney owned image to the mounty (NYPD, FBI, etc. don’t have a cartoon)
· The Mounties moto is: maintain the right 
· They operation at many diff levels: international, national, provincial and sometimes municipal 
· Even look at souvenirs how bears dressed as Mounties is very common but not for any American police 
· Mounty is part of our Canadian image and symbol

Lifestyles changes since WWII  brought us: 
Mass consumption 
· Tvs, cars and suburbia
· Pop culture and big businesses
The desire for more freedom—popular desire to travel 
· High education and international tourism 
Social justice
· Civil Rights movement (after civil rights movement there comes the next 3 : )
· Anti-war movements
· Gay Rights movement

USA exports Macdonalds, Walmart, Pepsi, Coca Cola, 
At the end of the WWII the rebuilt the countries the USA soldiers wanted something from home so they brought Hershey, Macdonald, etc. so those countries would consume that too

Factors contributing to globalization
· Time and Space “compression of the world 
· (Robertson 1992:8)
· Cultures and societies being squeezed together (ex: Chinatown)
· Pre-modern societies who were nomadic– they became concrete localities 
· Evolution in Transportation the linking of technology to economic change – technology has changed so drastic that everything became smaller in distance (transportation technology as for internet technology, etc. – travel fast) 

3 elements contributing to the rise of globalization :
· 1- Rise of the Nation State : international community of nation states
· 2-Rise of transnational Entities (UN, NATO, World Bank, etc.)
· 3-Pax Americana 
**Know Roman 5 debates** in readings 
Proto-Globalization 
· Previously failed attempts to embrace all of humanity 
· Failed due to : 
· Was not wholly incorporating
· Pple lacked knowledge or was tainted
· Narrows views civilized and barbarians
· One way transmission of culture 
Ex: when Columbus came he brought the new religion (chrisitanity) and no religion came back to Europe (no exchange, just one way)  – pple who wouldn’t accept the religion were considered barbaric and they created schools  globalization was before considered the Europization of the world 
Ethnocenticism made globalization fail 
Conceptualizing sociology of globalizartion
· Modernity : the divide between pre-modern and modern societies, sift towards industrialism and emphasis upon predictability, reflexivity, neo-liberalism
· We think before we do and are much more educated – reflexivity (brings problem of keeping up with the new things)
· Factors leading to the rise of Neo-Liberalism : after industrial revolution we have the depression and along comes the guy called Keynes to tax the rich and take the money from rich to give to the poor and brought social programs that actually still exist today – we start to borrow money and tax pple and the state goes into dept,, this dept continues until 1970s then Samuel Huntington writes a report known as the g5 that we have to do something therefore we embrace this philosophy suggested by Keynes : the neo-liberal economics  (you as a person are free from the state, you need to be responsible for yourself, not others – no tax (Margarat Thatcher, Reagon and Brian Mulroney all supported this)  
· Facets of neo-lib: 
· -- the need for free markets/free trade (seen as helping both economies)
· -- reduction in gov regulation (causes problems water issue and 9/11 – move towards privatisation)
· -- Budget cuts by gov (cut health care, education and sometimes security) – problem that in that time pple would go work in the usa to get more money
Defining globalization 
· A social process in which the constraints of geography on economic, political, social and cultural arrangements recede, in which pple become increasingly aware that they are receding and in which pple act accordingly. Waters (2001:5)
· Globalization may be thought of initially as the widening, deepening and speeding up of worldwide interconnectedness in all aspects of contemporary social life, from the cultural to the criminal, the financial to the spiritual.  Held et al (1999:2) 
(ex:pple who come illegally in the country from organized criminals, what happens in other countries affect us, religions are globalized, etc.)
· Globalization can be conbceived as a process (or set of processes) which embodies a transformation in the spatial organization of social relations and transaction, expressed in transcontinental or interregional flows and networks of activity, interaction and power . they provide a useful framework for analyzing globalization (Held et al, 1999):
· (Hyper) globalist 
· Sceptical 
· Transformationalist views 
(Hyper) globalist thesis 
· According to some globalizers, some kinds of technology, market relations and standardized cultural forms have become so powerful that states—or even political actors generally – have been weakened and marginalized and borders have become more or less irrelevant. Kenneth (1995)  -- massive fear that state is corroding  and corporations have a tremendous amount of power in USA, Canada, and more in other smaller countries 
Ex: when workers in Walmart in Qc wanted to unionize, they shut the Walmart down --- demonstrates their power
· A form of turbo capitalism – union holders (me and you)
· What is the qualitative shift occurring in the spatial organization and dynamics of a new global capitalist formation  -- thought of evil corporation evading?
· Move towards denationalization of strategic economic activities. 1980 and 1990s where canadian airlines and petro canada were sold off to pay off dept  and denationalized
· Nation states have become modes of economic organization and regulation since they can no longer effectively manage or regulate their own national economies (no more child care in Ontario because of neo-lib)
· End of the welfare state and social democracy
· Conclusion: autonomy and sovereignty of nation-states have been eclipsed by contemporary processes of economic globalization 
· Globalization is not only reduced to economic domain
Sceptical Thesis: 
· What is the global in globalization?
· If its global then it has to be worldwide – lacks specificity – too broad, cannot be Operationalized can be misleading (is it really happening? Is everyone speaking the same lang? does everyione have the same phone? Etc. is it really globalization? ) is everyone really up to date with everything or just isolated incidences for certain pple not global? 
· Suggest that globalization is primarily a phenomenon which confined to select states(G20- only 20 countries out of 200 – 20% of countries not everyone) 
· Not a global economy but rather several major economic/political blocs  (NATO, OAS, EU – countries form trade partners and blocs really, not global)
· “turbo-capitalism” the end of the nation state/welfare state is overstate 
· We are not seeing a new world order but a return to pre-cold geopolitics where the most powerful states/social forces have consolidated their global dominance
· The sceptical thesis charges, the hyperglobalists with ignoring the continued primacy/strength of nation-state (nation state is still very strong – no globalization going on because it is not effecting everybody)
Ex: When countries put in factories the working conditions in other countries are not the same as here

Transformationalist thesis

· Globalization also involves the spatial re-organization and re-articulation of economic, political, military and cultural power. Held et al (1999)
· The central question should be about power 
· Globalization can be understood as a transformational process of human social organization which extends power relations globally (ex: who has what? Ex: Who has internet v.s. dial-up) global pressures affected by local pressures – MacDonald’s in India pop doesn’t eat beef, so you will need to change your product to adapt yourself to the location) 
· A world where dev in one locality has the ability to shape the life in other parts of the world – adaptable and causes problems 
· Globalization is extremely unequal in its embrace and impact – it can divide as well as integrate
· Globalization may mean a shrinking world for some but for the majority it creates a distancing of power relations. (the world is changing but it is uneven)

Culture in Global Era 
Values in USA /Western society:
Achievement and Success , Progress, Equality, Individualism, Material comfort, Group Superiority, Activity and Work, Humanitarianism, Education, Efficiency and Practicality, Freedom, Religiosity, Science and Tech, Democracy, Romantic love 
Are they the same in Canada? 
We do see ourselves as superior, better than others, tell other countries what to do, etc. 
Is Canada a secular country? A lot of our laws and holidays are religious carry overs from the Christianity. But yet no it does not value religiosity.
American dream: Activity and work but not so much Canadian dream (in usa you move out at 18 yrs old where as here many pple stay home)


Emerging values: 
Leisure, self-fulfilment, physical fitness, youthfulness (fountain of youth, rise to plastic surgery), concern for the environment (paradox: even though Canada is one of the most wasteful country in the world – wasteful pple, ex: water their lawn )
Global culture as a source of universality: 
· Globalization is believed to erase differences among societies and create a universal culture in which particular characteristics of national and local cultures are no longer relevant. 
· Does Canada suppress other cultures? 
We have diff festivals for cultures, etc
Globalization of the media: 
· Increasing concentration of ownership and vertical integration
· Shift from public to private ownership
· Transnational corporations taking control of local media companies
· Penetration of multinational companies into national cultures creates not only a uniform of production and its associates forms of deregulation, but uniformity of consumer tastes, choices and habits
· Convergence effect?   Interconnections with the same type of programs – select few pple saying what you should be consuming and watching
