� These four italicised names are the last three kings of Rome and the last king’s son, Sextus Tarquinius, who according to legend violated Lucretia (below).  They were all likely Etruscans.


� The ranking that follows is from highest (censor) to lowest (quaestor).  Those in brackets are not required steps in the Cursus, but holding one or more of them would doubtless have given special prominence to a would-be politician’s career.  Note that Kamm calls the Cursus Honorum the “ladder of honour” (14) or the “course (race) of honours” (221) instead of my term, the “ladder of offices”.  That Latin had the same word, honor, for both ‘political office’ and ‘honour’ is revealing, don’t you think? 


� Ab Urbe Condita = From the Foundation of the City, i.e., ‘[History of Rome beginning] From [the time of] the Foundation of the City’
