[bookmark: _GoBack]Human Sexuality: is involved in what we do but it is also what we are, it is identification, an activity, a drive, biological and emotional process and outlook and an expression of the self. It is an important factor in every personal relationship and every human endeavour from business to politics. 

Energy to sexual expression

Island of Mangaia: Island first studied by Marshall
· Children taught how to masturbate by the age of 8
· By 13 boy taught how to kiss- suck girls breast, create orgasm and how to control ejaculation
· Mans social status is by how they satisfy partner
· All women are orgasmic
· By 13, all girls taught to move hips like washing machine
· Starting at 13 adolescents engage in night crawling
· Adolescents visit homes to have sex
· Starting in adolescents they have sex three times a night for the rest of life
· High sexual frequency continues throughout life cycle.
· Marriage is permitted to last a life time
· Night crawling is to create strong foundation for a good marriage
· Night crawling to figure out who you are sexually compatible with
· Love would have blossomed out of decades of sex> the way they think.
· All children are taught how to be orgasmic by 8 so they are ready.
· When they were first studied by Marshall they had no STI’s.
· But no 170’s they do, so they use contraceptives now.
· Rape is rare
· Homosexuality is permitted

Inis Beag (Sexual repression Energy)
· Heavily roman catholic society
· Studied by Messenger
· No knowledge of sex before marriage
· Oral, manual sex, female orgasm is unknown
· All intercourse occurs in missionary position (man on top of woman head to toe)
· With clothes on, with husband always initiating 
· Nudity is forbidden except in newborns
· Man in socks and not shoes and woman sees (not husband) it is sinful
· *** believed that sex will reduce bodily energy and health
· Women are not known about menstruation they find out on their own

The Dani
· Neither expression or repression
· Weddings only every 4-6 years
· No sex before marriage, none after until 4-6 years of abstinence
· No sex outside/before/after marriage
· No masturbation, prostitution, justification or sanctions
· Apathetic about sex
· No biological differences between these 3 types of people
· Answer: Culture
· We can study culture to find out differences
· Culture of DANI put little energy into anything, careers, war, achievement and little psychological investment in anything
· So shows how culture leads to why sexuality is a certain way

Sex Script Theory
· Originates> Gagnon and Simon (Sexologists)
· Borrowed from theatre
· So engaging in sexual behaviour we become the role we play
· Sex scripts: modified by behaviour from each society but NOT replaced
· Role not only on outside but internally we made ourselves like the script
· Who-what-where-when-why we say etc – SCRIPT
· ALL societies have an age of consent and incest taboo
· 1/3 and ¼ o girls and boys  will be sexually abused before age 16

Egyptians: 
· Positive attitude towards sexuality
· Natural but with much ritual attached
· God of earth> male and god of sky>female so women above men position
· Egypt: Shows double standard of gender roles and class
· Men could commit adultery or divorce but wives could NOT.
· Only accepted reason for sex was procreation BUT the elite (pharoas) had sex for recreation not procreation
· Cleopatra> sexual image, so higher ups violated sex/incest rules
· Wealthiest tombs found they were buried with their sex toys made of gold- wealthy, silver, poor-wood. 

Ancient Hebrews: First to believe in one diety
· Generally positive view on sexuality within marriage
· Sex brought peace and harmony in the house
· Women viewed more sexually
· ***A wife’s privilege and husbands responsibility
· Husbands duty to bring wife to sexual orgasm
· In textbook doesn’t mention requirement to bring wife to orgasm
· Law states how often he is required to bring wife to orgasm
· Businessmen= energy= 3x a week
· Labourer= less energy= 2x a week
· Scholars= 1x a week on sabath = holiest day of the week
· Masturbation prohibited for men, women not so much

Ancient Greeks:  Early Greek dominated by beliefs
· Gods/goddesses – lusty, positive sexual approach became more embedded in culture
· Greece governed by Secular rather than Religious approach
· Understand thing using laws of nature rather than with religious forces
· Secular laws more than religious laws
· Men>long thing, sleek muscular> run
· Women: softer, rounder
· Ideals in AG art
· because of these ideals it was thought that Greeks were okay with homosexuality, maybe through mentoring. Accepted: not quite, tolerated: yes, because they knew it would happen
· Spartas men’s bond to die for each other>script
· Sexuality= reality
· These two ^ big discrepancy
· Lesbian: term of island lesbas, poet killed herself from unrequited love from her female student

Ancient Romans:
· Early – highly restricted
· 10BC- art of loving “book” censored
· Popular book, condemned
· In latter years, increase in prostitution, increase in unusual behaviours
· Gladiators thrown into animals to be raped by them = a show for people
· Anal penetration- “doing it Greek style” – from Romans to Greeks

Christianity:
· Jesus born Jewish, said barely any negative about sex
· Reputation of Christianity for being sex negative?
· From deceitfuls beginning with St.Paul> good for men not to touch women
· Rejection of physical and bodily pleasure including but not limited to sexual pleasure = Asceticism
· Christianity come to dominate Roman Empire so at the time all thought this way
· St. Augustine- doctrine of sexual guilt- MIDDLE AGES
· Sex for pleasure becomes forbidden
· 12th century – divorce is forbidden
· Period of strong sexual repression
· Projection (like onto a blank screen): Reflect what you feel on someone else what we feel inside us
· Middle Ages> project sexual anxiety among those who cannot defend themselves = women 
· Witches
· Witch: poor, young – cannot defend themselves
· If you find a witch you get her to confess so you torture her (all witches must die)
· sexual torture, genital mutilations
· Courtly Love: So images of women on pedestals but unattainable (repunzel)
· Unrequited love
· Creating differences for sex differences
· Renewed desire for sexual expression
· Renaissance
· Artistic expressions of heavenly body
· Romeo and Juliet, desire was fine as long as its unrequited, if it is, then death
· Idea of increased sexual expression- culturally and artistically
· Martin Luther: Priest that fell in love and married a nun. Saying repression will lead to abuse
