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Purigans of England: Founders of the US = Purigans
· Believed that sexual activity was normal
· Sex was a wife’s privilege and husbands responsibility
· Forbidden kinds of sex= crime
· Founder= church elders

1837-1901 – Victorian Era: 
· Period in which sexual interest was viewed as animalistic
· Concern of hygiene rather than religion
· Instead of belief, must be justified with science
· Spermatorrhea: if men lose too much, they could deplete it and get disease
· Focus on men ejaculations etc
· Men seen as unable to control themselves – mental blindness
· First time in Western history, it becomes a Women’s responsibility and Mans privilege, since men cannot control themselves and women must control them
· (previous lecture about having sex on Sabbath- holiest day= good deed) also good if women is infertile, post-menopause, already pregnant, so double the deeds since it means it’s for pleasure
· Children with mittens in bed, so they couldn’t masturbate 
· Hands on top of bed sheets
· Women had to be covered head to toe
· Arms and legs- limbs
· Breast= bosom, so even the language was covered
· Genitals in statues covered
· Temptation avoided NOT because sinful but because of spermatorrhea. 

· No correlation between desire level
· Victorin era, what did they do for sexual expression?
1) Prostitution: 40000 (1880’s) in one city alone
2) Pornography
· Period during which we start having justification that if women reveals herself, its her fault she gets assaulted or raped

· Strong class differences in this era

· In court of Queen Victoria, sexual excesses

· But the very poor are also (idea that poor are naturally animalistic)

· Middle class gets the burden of the birtues

· TURN of the century, 1901 q.victoria dies

· Start seeing critisicm of her era
· Decrease of moral absolutism (black and white) more like shades f greys)

20th Century: we see science changing views of sexuality
1) Flapper Era/ Jazz age
2) Sexual Revolution 60’s

History of Sexology
German Physician: KRAFFT-EBING- sexology of criminology
· Prescriptive pole: avoid it because it leads to disease
· Insane:
· Psychopathia Sexualis: book ith case history of strange ppl; he used cases to prove that sexuality leads to madness – disease etc
HAVELOCK ELLIS: Descriptive pole> develop tolerance
Worked for female sexual equality

MARGARET SANGER: Nurse of Brooklyn
· Heard of Havelock to help, she was ruled not guilty for 5th time
· Made the Planning Parenthood program
· Used the oney for methods of contraception
· So founded research fr Gregory pinkus- birth control pill
· But only legal for married women with written authorization by their husbands until 1974
· Pierre Elliot Trudeau “the government has no business in the bedroom of our nation” ****
· Laws of contraception dropped

SIGMUND FREUD: 1856-1939
· Sexuality and capacity of sexual response concept is there from the day you are born part of the individual and civilization growth.
· Pan- Sexualism (pan- anywhere): idea that sexual energy is everywhere
· His belief that libido is a major life force
· Mostly focussed on normal sexual development rather than crazy people etc

Hysteria: seems to come from undergoing a horrific experience, conversion hysteria (somatoform – today)
· Hear something, turn physical, hysteria depth etc
· (hysteria) Multiple personality disorder-= Dissociative 
Hysteria- Freud- person never dealt with those emotions so if they let it out it will cure them
(Hysterical blind, deaf, amnesia)
· Discovers that cause was majority of them were sexually abused, mostly through incest
· Cure= talking
EBING – disagrees ^
JEFFREY MASSON: discovers that Freud still treated his patients his way but not publicly
ANNA FREUD: (Freuds daughter) had MASSON fired because idnt think father believed that

100 year after Freud…..
False- Memory Syndrome: When their daughter said they had been sexually assaulted by fathers
· Today it is said that we can hypnotize ppl of stuff that is inconsequential (wearing jeans instead of skirt) 
· So cannot hypnotize people to forget things like war, tsunami
· Can convince them of things that won’t emotionally affect them

ALFRED KINSEY:
· Studied insects for a living
· Entomology: study of insects
· Collected millions of different Gull Wasps
· So they wanted a boring person to teach sex
· He was asked to teach it, so researched, needed data
· Personally interview 17000 people with 4 hired to help
· In 1948 releases “Sexual behaviour in the human male”
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In 1953 releases “sexual behaviour in the human female”
· Advertising for this as band but then it was best seller
· Kinsley died of a heart attack

WILLIAM MASTERS: Gynecologist, and VIRGINIA JOHNSON
· William did infertility research 
· He hired Virginia so people would not think he was crazy
· Both married, then divorced and married each other
· Then divorced each other
· He remarried after this
· They did most extensive work of sexual physiology (young,old,men,women,gay etc)
· Spent 11 years experimenting
· 1966: book= “Human Sexual Response”
· What happens in the body during sexual arousal
· 2nd book “human sexual inadequacy”

Birth Control Pill: separating procreation sex from sex for pleasure


















ANATOMY:
· Clitoris: homologous to penis (identical parts)
· Developing from same embryological tissue from ureita 
· Analogous to penis – different functions- physiological
· In one domain are same- pleasure
· BUT penis= pleasure, uriniation, repsdutiong
· Vagine = reproduction 
· Penis: overgron clitorism if male, clitoris just overgrown from testosterone
Clitoris parts:
1) Crura= root – of penis or clitoris connect base of it to pelvis by pubic bone
· Base of penis visible BUT NOT clitoris
2) Shaft
3) Tip- Glands
· Women> clitoris is visible if she is turned on
· Tip is sensitive, that’s why it withdraws under the hood. Highest density of nerve ending, 3x more than penis, therefore body has a mechanism to protect it when aroused
Bartholins glands = 2 glands
· When close to orgasm, it releases highly alkaline fluid, help neutralize vagina pH- might be to make vaginal area more friendly to sperm to increase conception
