Our world is constantly being remapped to deal with new realities:
1.  Capitalism, which is defined as an economic and political system in which a country’s trade and industry are controlled by private owners for profit, rather than by state, and is becoming the dominant economic theory
a. New International Division of Labor, aided and controlled by communication and transport technologies and social programs are not well serviced by capitalist model.
2. Markets are becoming the most important allocators of resources.
3. State sovereignty is being challenged by market forces
a. TNC’s, criminal organizations, grassroots movements, and supranational organizations all challenge the state.
4. Social institutions are being eliminated around the world, leaving a vacuum that is yet to be filled.
a. The much anticipated “direct democracy” has not surfaced yet.
5. Environmental realities (i.e. no respect for boundaries) make an international environmental organization an increasing necessity.
6. “Anti-development” theory is gaining increasing support, especially for the poorest regions.
a. Modernity and post-modernity and their ideas of progress are flawed.
b. Calls for a return to more traditional lifestyles
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Geography is becoming increasingly important.
a. Provides the framework for understanding these changes.
