Introduction
· Recall we covered adjectival subjects meaning “pertaining or characterized by”
· Each of these verbs do a different job; hence we need multiple wording to mean the samething
· In English; -y, -like, -ish basically turn nouns and verbs into adjectives.
· For example, if a question is given “cordial”  in English, this could be heart like, hearty, and heartish
· -ine likes to attach itself to “animal” related nouns/stems
· In Greeks, -ine attaches itself to “chemical compounds”
· A good dictionary will tell you that “-ish” means “almost but not quite pertaining to” i.e. blueish


Noun Forming Suffixes
· Take verbs and adjectives and make nouns out of it
· Nouns can be either abstract or concrete
· Abstract nouns do not exist in real word but we invent them. For example; evil, integrity, courage, and etc.. You cannot measure these quantitatively
· Concrete nouns; pen, light, wind which can be quantified

· Abstract noun forming suffix: -ity
· Concrete noun forming suffix: -arium, ary
· Cordiality; state pertaining to the heart or quality pertaining to the heart.
E.M. A condition pertaining to the heart
· Urbane + ity – urbanity. 
· In general, English suffixes get attached to English stems, latin suffixes are attached to latin stems. It is rare that there are hybrids.

E.M (Etymological Meaning) State of being heavy. You have to define –ity first, and then grav-

· -ary; forms concrete nouns and has the meaning of “A place for”
· i.e. Sanitarium; has 3 Latin parts to it
E.M. Getting back to the condition of being sound. 
· Sanity; state of being healthy
· In English, -th forms the noun. 
· Healthy; the condition pertaining to health
· Aquarium; a place for water
· Librarium; a place for books

· When you see “*” in front of a word;  *mentality  this means that the word never existed in Latin but was created based on Latin rules simply because it makes sense.
· Mentality: state pertaining to the mind
· Historical linguistics; looking at changes in languages over time. Relatively a new discipline. 
· Indo-European Language; Family of languages that are connected by common ancestral language. These languages are referred as “Cognate” (born together)

· Grimm’s Laws; this is how we get into historical linguistics. Looking at the evidence we have, Grimm noticed that letters p,t, and k undergo shift in certain Indo-European languages. p,t,k  f, th, h.
· Ped (Latin), Pod (Greek), and Foot (English). You can see that there is a shift. 
· Pisces  fish. 
· Tres  Three
· This is an example of retrograde analysis. If you could go in one direction, you could go back through another way.
· Centum, centavo  hundred.
· Proto-Indo-European; proto means very first… this is the term given to the mother language where all languages descended from.
· Looking at two words “skirt” and “shirt”  it is probable that these two words meant the same thing. Skirt is the earlier version of the word. Shirt is the latter version. 
· Screech and Shriek originally meant the same thing
· Languages could be cognate, words can be cognate. Basically, cognate indicates that these descended from a common ancestor. Key characteristic is that ALL LANGUAGES HAVE THIS. 
· However, there exists contrast to this and they are called LOAN WORDS. Example; coffee, caffe, kaffee, kahowa. These words ARE NOT COGNATE. This is the case where the word was invented by one language and artificially loaned over to other languages.

· Turns a verb into an adjective
· English: verb infinitive + -ing (ing turns a verb into an adjective in English)
· A talking dog
· A riding lawnmower
· 
 
Latin Present Participle Suffix: -ent/-ant
Participle: part verb, part adjective

· added to the first verb entry
· curr-, curs- (currere, cursum): current
· meaning: “ing” (etymologically)
· Current: < L. Cur- run, ent-ing. E.M. Running
· Dormant, silent 
· Patient, current
· Some of these participles are only used as noun. i.e. student (studying), president (presiding)
· Alternate meaning: “someone/something that”
· Sleeping, running, kicking.. 
· Clothing, building, engineering… originally adjectives but are nouns today.

· passive: indicates the noun has had this action done to it
· Known as Past Passive Participle

· turns a noun into an adjective
· brotherly love
· a surly man (surly means cranky, obnoxious)
· turns an adjective into an adverb
· he ran quickly
· “in a quick manner”
· Homely
· E.M. characterized by home

· In Latin, add –a, -ate to the end; to make a verb out of noun or adjective
· (nomin-. “name”): nomina-, nominat- (nominate)
· (assassin-): assassina-, assassinat- (assassinate)
· (defoli-, “leaf down”): defolia-, defoliat- (defoliate)
· Meaning: to make, to do something

· In Latin, add -are, -atus to the end

· De-foli-ant: down-leaf-ing = leafing down???

· -ant, -ent only gets to attached to the first entry!

Doublets
· Term reserved for two words that has exactly the same “etymological meaning” but are spelled differently; comes from the same original word
· For example, guarantee & warranty are doublets
· Both these derive from “guarda”  Guardian
· Convenient & covenant are another example
· Hearty & Cordial; etymologically the same but are not derived form the same. Are doublets as well
· Guardian… what could this word turn into? Warden! However, you cannot predict that these two words are related despite being doublets (Guard =/= Warden)

Plurals
· When we take a latin stem, we get rid of latin ending and bring the stem in.
· Then if we want to make plural, put “s”
· -a, -ae; antennae
· If the word ends in “a”, then the plural should end in “ae”
· -us, -i: alumni
· If the word end in”-us” then the plural is “I”
· -um, -a: referendum, referenda
· -x, -ces: index, indices
· Arena, alga, stadium: all of these are latin words.
· Medium or media? English cannot make up its mind… strictly speaking, media are plural and medium a singular.
· Data is another one. Datum is… Data are misleading. 



How did Latin shape the English language?
The Romans (43 BC – AD 410)
· Romans conquered Britain
· When the romans came, the inhabitants spoke “Celtic”
· This is where Latin was incorporated
· Celtic is not a Indo-European language… now this is non-existent
· Number of Latin words used by Romans not so much…
· L. mille passuum (“1000 paces”) > mil > mile
· L. castrum (fort) > ceaster > chester
· Dorchester
· Winchester
· Rochester
· Romans did cost-benefit analysis and left in 410 A.D


The Angles and Saxons (AD 50 - 600)
· Germanic tribes via migration 
· Essentially, some British people began to hire mercenaries for security and battles.
· Initially, they were invited… but they turned on their client (British) and conquered them
· Natives people adopted the languages of the Angles and Saxons
· Anglish was the term where English originated
· Germans had words that were borrowed from Latin.
· L. vallum (fortified wall) > OE weall > wall
· L. vinum (wine) > OE win > wine
· L calcis (lime) > OE cealc > chalk
· L. picis (pitch) > OE pic > pitch


Christianity (AD 600 – 1066)
· Largest transition; when the Mediterranean world begins to send Christian missionaries to natives
· The missionaries kept the technical terms found in Latin when explaining Christ.
· L. monasterium > OE mynster > Minster
· Westminiser Abbey
· L. crux > OE kross > cross
· L. eleemosyna (compassion) > OE aelmysse > alms
· 

The French Normans (AD 1066-1500)
· French came in 1066, Normans (originally Vikings), conquered England in battle of hastings
· French was now the official language.
· In this period, where English absorbed tons of French words.
· French itself is a Latin language and that is why there are so many Latin words
· L. cancer (crab, cancer) > OF cancre > canker
· L. dignitas (dignity) > OF dainte > dainty
· L. gaudium (happiness) > OF joie > joy
· L. misericordia (pity) > OF merci > mercy
· Most influential on the English

Biography of St. Katherine (1230)
· In this burg was dwelling a maiden young of years, fair and freely in wlite and westum (appearance and form), yet steadfast within. Although she was young, she held her aldrenes’ (parents) servants wisely and warly (discreetly)
· The underlined words are now non-existent



The Renaissance (AD 1500-    )
· Latin for “Rebirth”
· Europe rediscovered Latin and Greek arts and languages
· L. cancer > (canker) cancer
· L dignitas > (dainty) dignity
· L potio (drink) > (poison) potion
· Scientific and learned vocabulary (neologisms; new words)
· Radius, veracity (quality of being truth), tergiversation (act of turning your back or retreating)
· Independence > in-de-pend-ence (act of not hanging from)
· Neologisms; if they could not find the words, they simply made up their own

Doublets
· Dainty and Dignity are doublets
· Ones in brackets under renaissance are doublets

The Learned Variant
· Two words that have same meaning, one of them just sounds more sophiscated
· Amicable, friendly 
· Handy-man, technician
· Vomit, puke
· Horseman, equestrian
· Corpulent, fat
· Fart, flatulate
· In the above examples, amicable and technician sounds more advanced
· We will most likely accept the version derived from Latin
· The reason for change is cultural; humans are subjected to higher hierarchy (aka ruling class); the English spoken by these ruling class sounds “better” and hence, the lower class adopted the word used by the higher class… and this became normal.

The English and the Franks (French)
· Franchise: (-ise is an alternate form of –ize)
· You have complete right of a brand in a certain geographical area
· Aka you have freedom to run that company in that area
· To franchise someone; to treat someone like “French” so granting freedom. 
· “French”  were free and the “English” were slaves
· Francine; francis; Franklin
· Frank: honest, open (aka I am going to be French)
· Frankincense: Really expensive incense (the very best incense were French at the time)
· These words give you an idea that “French” is better


French and Latin vs. English
· Hearty welcome, cordial reception
· Baker; fisherman; shepherd; weaver  these use native “English” words. These were low-class jobs

· Carpenter; painter; tailor; mason  these use “French” words. These skilled professions were considered “high-class.” Therefore, the 
· Breakfast; dinner; supper
· Breakfast  English from “break” and “fast” in the morning
· This is not the meal where you entertain people (“high class”)
· Dinner and supper are considered high class, French derived

· Town; house; home  English origin
· City; mansion; palace  Fancier French origin (bigger, better)

· Below: Source of food is from English; the cut of meat is from French
· Cow; beef
· Pig; pork
· Calf; veal
· Deer; venison

· Boil, broil, fry, grill, roast, toast  the words being used for cooking comes from French


English Orthography
· Parfit, perfect  when realizing parfit is the derivative of Latin, the English went back and restored with the Latin incorporation.
· Peinture, picture
· Vittles, victuals

· Wrong incorporation from this point on…
· Iland, island  assumed that “il” had to do something with Latin word “isola” but this turned out to be incorrect
· Sissors, scissors  thought something to do with Latin stem “siss” – cut, etc. But wrong. These have nothing to do with each other
· Antony, Anthony  “Anth” is Latin meaning flower. Someone thought this was a spelling error and then used wrong incorporation by adding in “h”


Inkhorn Words
· Movement trying to defend English origin words; and discoursing people not to use French or Latin derived word.
· In 16th century, people feared that true native English may disappear from incorporation of these French and Latin words.
· Inkhorn: special kind of writing which was favoured by people who write (i.e. intellectuals who do a lot of writing)
· They want to search out disused words from Latin to confuse the readers… if you choose a fancy word “some will know” while the rest will simply nod their head and lead to think that these matter must be high matter.
· The above argument probably targeted against academia

Latinate Words
· For over two centuries, the significance of dynastic organizations in the performance of elite social functions in governance and commerce has been on the decline, in favour of more formal bureaucratic organization.
· In the last 200 years, businesses and countries are run less by rich families, and more by businessmen and politicians.

· Modern meaning: Majestic, god-like
· Mt. Olympus  mountain that was home of 12 Gods during Ancient Greeks Civilization
· Called themselves “Olympians”

Titanic
· Means the same as “Olympian; majestic, godlike
· Although, emphasis given on the force “Titan”
· Titans were father of the Olympus Gods. However, Olympus God overthrew the Titans and threw them into Abyss

Atlas
· One of Titan Gods
· Originally, Atlas was to hold the “sky”
· Eventually, Atlas became to known to “hold Earth on its back” because of its famous picture between Hercules and Atlas
· Modern meaning: maps

Chimera
· Typically, a beast with lion’s head, body of goat and tail of a snake	“LGS”
· Today it means “Anything that is unrealistic and impossible to attain”
· Any organism that sells from two different zygotes

Herculean
· Pertaining to a hero, not terribly smart but strong
· Very powerful

Stygian
· Hercules had to wear a river called Stygian (River of darkness)
· Characteristics of “Sticks” anything that is dark, gloomy
· One of the Four rivers around the hell

Tantalize
·  “To do something”
· Punishment is fit to do their misdeed
· He tried to Feed the Gods human flash of his own child
· Tantulus, as punishment for this, had his had locked in a river and had food on top of his. He would be tortured by starvation and thirst
· Means “teasing in worst sort of way”

Panic
· Characterized by Pan (God’s Pan)
· Invented the pipes, which had magical ability to cause emotion
· Nowadays, one particular kind of emotion that makes you lose logic, now it came to symbolize “fear”
Procrustean Bed
· Bed that was owned by Procrstates
· Myth are often about things people are concerned with troubled, fearful of
· Procrastes had a house on a well travelled path… he would allow the passerby to sleep on his bed for free (kind of like holiday-inn, motel at the time)
· He put them to bed and then tied them… and then he would make sure their body fit the bed (either by stretching or chopping off the body parts)
· Then a hero came by and killed the Procrustean
· Modern meaning: any attempt to make people conform to your desires for no good reason

Labyrinth-ine
·  Characterstic of Labryinth
· He had to hide the half-bull, half-human minotaur in this elaborate labyrinth
· Every year, 7 man and 7 women had to be sacrificed
· Thessius comes in kills the minotaur, then the King’s daughter falls in love with Thessius, travels to next island where Thessius dumps her.

Aegis
· Word meaning “Shield”
· Particular kind of shield which had face of Medusa embedded on it
· Nowadays, we mean “paying for all of it and taking responsibility of”
· I.e. I am doing this under the Aegis of UWO (aka UWO is paying for all and taking responsibility of)

Amazon
· Meaing “A Powerful women”
· A-maz-on	“A women without breast”
· Supposedly, the story was that Amazon cut off one of their breast to fight… But THIS IS NOT TRUE!
· Maz  indo European word for Man
· This is probably where it originated from

Halcyon
· Story of women who lost her husband
· She asked if she could be transported to him
· Zeus (King of Gods) turned both her and her dead husband into birds
· Idiological myth: myth trying to make sense of reality
· Halcyon, a type of bird, makes nest in the water
· Modern meaning “Calm or tranquility” 

Narcissism
· “Obsessive interest in self of”
· Narcissis - the man who fell in love with his reflection
· Echo died in the cave after being treated badly by Narcissis. Hence, you can only see her reflection when you call out for her, hence “echo”
· In punishment in treating Echo badly, he started to see this beautiful reflection in water which he fell in love with
· From his body, sprung narcissis plant which requires a lot of water

Nemesis
· God who brings retribution
· Lost the original sense that “you get what you deserve”
· Now, it means “arch-enemy”


Odyssey
· Greek Hero Odysseus who had to wander around for 10 years to get home
· Now, it means epic journey “Long journey full of epic adventures”
Siren
· Any alluring very attractive women who is just bad news
· Seductive, alluring
· Nymphs (Half birds, half women) had a voice which seduced travelling sailors
· Nymphs would attach themselves to cliff and sing to them… sailor cannot resist this voice and sails their boat toward the cliff… which would sink the ship
· Nymphs were Singing “Famous deeds done by man”

Protean
·  “Characteristic of Proteus”
· Sea God who could change himself. The deal was that if you could beat him in a, he will tell you what the future holds
· Now, it means “change the shape to whatever”

Ancient Medicine
Balance, equilibrium
· In ancient world, balance and equilibrium was the key
· They believed this was the key to everything including life
· Common assumption; whenever they tried to explain something, there had to be balance achieved by having things at opposite ends of spectrum (i.e. women are soft, man are hard)
Hysteria
· In trying to explain how baby and 
· Semen is collection of things (such as bit of brian, eyebrows, and etc…) which is a jumble of everything together making a little human.
· This little human would then grow in woman’s womb
· Women must contribute though b/c sometimes baby looked like women
· They tried to explain this by equilibrium. I.e. why is that woman who are not married are depressed and everything.
· Answer: it must be the baby… the woman who are not married and thus not having any baby are experiencing this problem but those who have baby are not affected.
· Called these depression symptoms “Hysteria” b/c they thought the source was the inactive uterus	
Hyster -< uterus
· The treatment for these depression was making her married to get that uterus working
· If woman is married but still experience the problem, what did the ancient think?
· They thought the uterus could get disattached and float around in the body. Thus to fix it you have to get uterus back to where it is supposed to be.
 
The 4 Humors
· Sanguine, Choleric, Phlegmatic, Melancholy
· Greek thought that a life was made up of 4 different kinds of liquids
1) Chole: bile
2) Melanchole: black bile	Melan-<G. Black
3) phlegma: phylem
4) Sanguis: blood
· These 4 liquids must be in balance/equilibrium
· If there was disruption in the equilibrium, they thought this will cause certain set of behaviors.
· Blood & Bile are Hot
Phylem and Black Bile are Cold

· If someone was described as melancholy, it is plain dark dark; such as depression, bad, hope for the worst etc…

· Sanguine: bloody, someone who is hopeful, sees bright side of things
· Phylegmatci; you lack energy, you can’t get out of bed
· chole, you are quick tempered,


humorous
· Humours: characterized by liquid
· Now, we only associate with sanguine (blood)
