ii)  Give the modern and literal meaning (they may be the same) for either of the following:

-without which not, an absolute essential (e.g. in contract law).

-it does not follow, a statement which does not logically follow what precedes it.

iii)  The year 1066 is a very important date in English history.  Why?

You received full marks on this question if you noted both the Norman Conquest of England, and something about their Norman French entering the English language and consequently transforming it, hence the early French / Latin influence in English.

Refer to your text, pp. 104-5. 
You received marks on this if you mentioned os, oris “mouth”, masks hung from trees blowing in the wind / swaying back and forth, and/or the connection with Bacchus. 


ix)	According to the Notes, what is the etymological meaning of prince?

Refer to your text, p. 68.
From primus “first” and –cip- “to take”. 
N.B. Both stems and/or their meaning had to be mentioned.

x)	What is the meaning of terra cotta?  How is it used?

Refer to your text, p. 110.
-“Cooked Earth”.
-The term is used to describe a hard, fired clay, brownish-red in color when unglazed, that is used for architectural ornaments and facings, structural units, pottery, and as a material for sculpture. 
N.B. All of this information wasn’t required – only that you have a basic understanding of what the material is. 

xi)	What is the meaning of the word solstice and what is its etymology?

Refer to you text, p. 93. 
-Most generally, the two “stopping places” of the sun throughout the year.
-sol, solis “sun” and the stem stit- “sit”.  
-N.B. You received full marks for the etymology only if you had both parts, or their meaning.

xii)	What is the meaning of the stem in the word ambience?

i – “to go”!

xiii)	As mentioned in a class lecture, the Latin word meaning "to fold" is used in words relating to cellular biology, Marxist theory, and contract law.  Give an example of any one such term, and explain its modern meaning.
