Definitions

1) Define and show the difference between racism and ethnocentrism
a. Race (FINAL EXAM): category of people singled out as different on the basis of real or alleged inherited physical characteristics such as skin colour, hair texture, eye shape, or other arbitrarily selected attributes. It is a socially constructed reality, not a biological one                         ??? :S doesn’t seem right (they asked for racism)
b. Ethnocentrism, to be centered on its own ppl, judging other cultures by using ones own culture as a standard.
2) Define and show the difference between prejudice and discrimination
a. Prejudice (FINAL EXAM): it is a quick and fast judgement without supporting evidence. It can either be positive or negative. It can be in favour or against a group. It often refers to the negative attitude that some people have towards a certain group based on race, age, sex, gender and ethnicity.

3) Define and relate gender role and gender identity
a. Gender Roles(FINAL EXAM): can be defined as the role portrayed by an individual with respect to a combination of factors or any one of them, depending on the living conditions. Men are supposed to be the tough guys, who can handle any situation. Women though are supposed to be more caring and gentle.
b. Gender Identity (FINAL EXAM): is one's own sense of one's gender.

4) Define second shift? And why is it more of a problem for women than men
a. Second Shift (FINAL EXAM): it is the domestic activity that occupies parents before they go to and after they return from office or shop. It is a problem for women because it refers to the unpaid housework that women typically do after they come home from their paid employment.

a. Race (FINAL EXAM): category of people singled out as different on the basis of real or alleged inherited physical characteristics such as skin colour, hair texture, eye shape, or other arbitrarily selected attributes. It is a socially constructed reality, not a biological one
b. Ethnic Group (FINAL EXAM): group of people distinguished, by others or by themselves, on the basis of cultural or nationality characteristics. It is an ascribed membership from birth, characterized by cultural traits and a relative sense of community.
7) What is a stigmatized master status? Illustrate with an example. He’s asking for three things, define master status then stigmatized master status then example.
a. Master Status (FINAL EXAM): it is the dominant status out of a person’s status set that he and others view him as. It is the overall status that a person is usually referred to by or the status that mostly represents that person. Ex. male, father, teacher.
b. Stigmatized Master Status (FINAL EXAM): it is a master status that is viewed negatively. Ex. Being a Muslim in a western country. Although he might be father and a teacher, the fact that he is a Muslim makes it his dominant master status and it s then viewed negatively. This can cause him to be victim to social inequalities.
1) Define and give an example of all the types of racism
Racism -a highly organized system of 'race'-based group privilege that operates at every level of society and is held together by a sophisticated ideology of color/'race' supremacy

Overt Racism: may take the form of public statements about the “inferiority” of members of a racial or ethnic group. 
Example: demonstrations by the ku klux klan and Aryan brotherhood, using picket signs. They try to use ethnic members as scapegoats for societal problems.

Polite Racism: is an attempt to disguise a dislike of other through behaviour that outwardly is non-prejudicial.
Example: when members of a visible minority are ignored or applications tossed away when trying to find a job. Referring to minorities as “those people”.

Subliminal Racism: involves an unconscious criticism of minorities. 
Example: petitions against allowing Sikhs to wear turbans in the RCMP. 

Institutionalized Racism: is made up of the rules, procedures, and practises that directly and deliberately prevent minorities from having full and equal involvement in society.
Example: Employment agencies only referring white people to some companies. Even though they may all be qualified for the position. 

Systemic Racism: refers to the practises, rules, and procedures of social institutions that have the unintended consequence of excluding minority group members.
Example: Police and firefighter minimum requirements for recruitment that phase out many minority applicants and also eliminate female applicants. Also how some companies only accept degrees that were obtained in North America, which eliminates qualified minorities that were educated abroad.

2) Why is it hard for sociologists to define a family in this day and age
Sociologists have concluded that family has become harder to define in the more traditional sense. Families of the same blood line that lived together in communities has become rare due to divorce, separation, unknown parentage and moving around the country for various reasons. A family can now consist of any group of people living together and/or bringing up children. This could separate due to divorce etc and another family created through remarriage or co habitation, with the introduction of step children or children born to the new parentage resulting in another family unit although the first one still technically exists. Two adults may live together as a family without having children and have independent finances other than the sharing of the mortgage/rent. Families, such as step parents, may call themselves a family even if the children do not actually live with them or haven't officially adopted them through the courts.




3) Using an example, explain how new reproductive technology have affected the meaning of family and “parenthood”
Couple of different examples
A man who cannot produce sperm and his wife want to have a child. She is artificially inseminated with sperm from an anonymous donor, conceives, and bears a child. 
How has it affected the meaning of family and parenthood?
Most of these examples above you choose involve a 3rd party into the reproductive matrix, and someone who donates sperm/egg/whatever to be used in whatever new reproductive technology being used in ur example is now contributing genetic material without the intent to parent the child that will be produced through the use of his genes. The donation is almost always made anonymously so that the father cannot be traced by the child, nor can the father elect to make contact with the child, potentially disrupting a harmonious family. It affects family also because one or both the parents (depending on the example u use) sometimes are not significantly attached to the younger child they are taking care of. That 3rd party does not assume the typical role of raising the child or in the life of the child most of the team and therefore the role of “parenthood” is not taken on by the 3rd party who is the biological father/mother of the child.

4) What are the foreseen societal impacts of peak oil are as sketched in “the end of suburbia: oil depletion and the collaspse of American dream”? Do you agree with this pessimistic prognosis?

Peak oil is the point in time when the maximum rate of global petroleum extraction is reached, after which the rate of production enters terminal decline. In the movie End of Suburbia is talks about the wasteful nature of suburban development and how it is exponentially decreasing the oil supply of the world, decreasing the amount of trees and plant we have to sustain quality air and life. With this huge increase in the need for energy a strong move towards urban development is on the rise as way to counterbalance this excessive need for energy.
