What is an argument?
· To make a claim and to offer other claims as reasons for its acceptance  set of claims , one of which is meant to be supported by others
· A conclison is a claim meant to be supported by reasons offered in the argument
· A premise is a calim put forth as a reason for a conclusion
· Therefore an argument is a set of claims that can be divided into a conc and one or more premises
· Each time we move from premise or set of premises to a conclusion, we infer or make inference(move from prem to conc).
· Implying is diff from infer as implication is a relation between satements. (statements imply and people infer)

Three General Considerations
A. Length of Arguments
· Arg may occur in any context and involve any subject matter
B. Arguments and Disputes
· An arg in our sense is not a dispute. People disputing might use arg in attempt to bring about agreement, but the arg they might offer would not be the same thing as a dispute they are having
C. Arguments and Bad Arguments
· Arg can fail for a number of reasons. Its premises may be false or irrelevant or provide inadequate support for the conclusion   ex.it hasn’t rained in weeks . that means it is sure to rain tomorrow

Recognizing Arguments 
A. Inference Indicators
· Argument is a matter of intention
· Infer ind Words added to help by ‘flagging’ premises or conclusions. 
· Conclusion indicators are words used to indicate that a concliusion is about to be drawn. Such as so and thus
EX.
· Therefore, consequently, it follaws that, which shows that, hence, we may conclude, this entails that, here are some reasons why
· Premises indicators are words used to indicate that a premises is about to be given  such as since and because.
Ex
· Since, for, seeing as, the reason is that, because, for the reason that, as implied by, on account of the fact that
· Words such as And, also, besides, but, nevertheless and in addition just join sentences and should not be mistaken as interference indicators.

B. Unstated(Implicit) Premises and Conclusions
· Arg can have premises or conc that are implicit- not openly or explicity stated.--> called enthymes when sent have an implicit prem or conc
C. Questions, commands, exclamations and exhortations
· These cannot be part of an argsince they have no claims

· Simple arg are arguments that have no intermediate conc ( that contain only one interference)
· Complex arg are arguments that have at least one intermediate conc ( contain more than one interference)
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
