· SIR ROBERT PEEL’S NINE PRINCIPLES (1829) summary
· More force= less likely to cooperate 
· Serve anyone as you would serve anyone else
· Cops hang around with their own because we become afraid of them, theyre going to bust us
· Force is the last option
· Reactive policing 
· Offences 
· Summary offences – These are less serious offences. The maximum penalty for a summary offence is usually a $5,000 fine and/or six months in jail.
· Indictable offences – These are more serious offences and include theft over $5,000, break and enter, aggravated sexual assault and murder. Maximum penalties for indictable offences vary and include life in prison. Some indictable offences have minimum penalties.
· Hybrid offences - These are offences that can be dealt with as either summary or indictable. Crown counsel makes the decision about how the offence will be handled.

· The Role of Corrections in Society
“to contribute to the maintenance of a just, peaceful and safe society” by:
· carrying out the sentence of the court
· providing the degree of custody necessary to contain the risk presented by the offender
· Problem Oriented/Community Policing
· Work closely with community groups and residents on various activities designed to reduce crime. Allow police and citizens to get to know eachother. In turn, citizens are morme likely to trust the police/
· Restorative justice
· To attend fully to the needs of the victim(s)
· Reintegrating offenders into the community
· Enable offenders to assume active responsibility for their action
· Create a working community that supports rehabilitation of offenders and its victims, as well as being active in preventing crime

SIR ROBERT PEEL'S NINE PRINCIPLES (1829)

1. To prevent crime and disorder as an alternative to their repression by military force and by severity of legal punishment. 

2. To recognize always that the power of the police to fulfill their functions and duties is dependent on public approval of their existence, actions and behavior, and on their ability to secure and maintain public respect. 

3. Police must secure the willing co-operation of the public in voluntary observance of the law to be able to secure and maintain the respect of the public.

4. To recognize always that the extent to which the cooperation of the public can be secured diminishes, proportionately, the necessity of the use of physical force and compulsion for achieving police objectives. 

5. To seek and to preserve public favor, not by pandering to public opinion, but by constantly demonstrating absolutely impartial service to law, in complete independence of policy, and without regard to the justice or injustices of the substance of individual laws; by ready offering of individual service and friendship to all members of the public without regard to their wealth or social standing; by  ready exercise of courtesy and friendly good humor; and by ready offering of individual sacrifice in  protecting and preserving life. 

6. To use physical force only when the exercise of persuasion, advice and warning is found to be insufficient to obtain public cooperation to an extent necessary to secure observance of law or to restore order; and to use only the minimum degree of physical force which is necessary on any particular occasion for achieving a police objective. 

7. Police, at all times, should maintain a relationship with the public that gives reality to the historic tradition that the police are the public and the public are the police; the police being only members of the public who are paid to give full-time attention to duties which are incumbent on every citizen in the interests of community welfare and existence.

8. To recognize always the need for strict adherence to police-executive functions, and to refrain from even seeming to usurp the powers of the judiciary of avenging individuals or the state, and of authoritatively judging guilt and punishing the guilty. 

9. To recognize always that the test of police efficiency is the absence of crime and disorder, and not the visible evidence of police action in dealing with them.
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
