Deductive arguments – try to prove a conclusion in a particular way
· All “As” are “Bs”, all “Bs” are “Cs”
· Which allows you to the obvious conclusion that all “As” are “Cs”
· The conclusion is necessarily true
Inductive arguments – try to support the conclusion
· You can build a good argument but you cannot prove 100%
· Always general
· Ex. Creatures with skin have hair…
· Not enough to prove conclusively this claim
· Never complete, always more evidence can be brought to bare
Rhetoric arguments
· Argument: Scientists using animals in tests are doing something in morally wrong.
· Claim: wrong to use animals in tests
· Drowning in rhetoric
· About emotional connotations
· To layer emotion connotation into the argument
· Use words that slanter your feelings
· Tone – rhetorical force
· Ability to psychologically manipulate you
· Ex. Aggressive style
· Interested in how true a statement is not how psychologically affective it is
· How well defended the argument is
· Distinction between psychological force and logical force

Forms of rhetoric
· Euphemism and  dysphemism
· A neutral or positive expression instead of one that carries negative connotations
· If you want to express something in a positive light, use positive connotations
· Ex. Rebel and a terrorist – heavily rhetoric, heavily loaded
· Rebels – euphemism, suggesting they have more legitimacy
· Freedom fighters – heavy euphemism and political slam
· Not loaded - using force to attack Syria
· Making sandwiches – sandwich artists
· Menchies – mixologist
· Sometimes you need a phrase to get past the emotional connotation
· Slants your opinion
· Stereotypes
· Generalizations based on very little inductive claims
· Not all generalizations are false, some are more accurate than others
· Innuendos
· Allows you to take a stand on a point without actually being committed to it
· Implying things without saying them
· “I didn’t really say that, you just read into it”
· Implying things
· Ex. Those two really do spend a lot of time at each other’s houses.
· Damning with faint phrase
· Ex. They are capable of studying
· Limiting the phrase suggests inverse quality
· Weaselers
· Words that allow escape clause if the average turns out to be wrong
· Ex. 3 out of 4 dentists surveyed recommend…
· Context is what is necessary to determine if we have appropriate weaseling
· Ex. 4% of scientists disagree  There is disagreement  weaseling
· Downplayers
· Words to make something seem less important
· Ex. Just a…so called…merely…using quotation marks…self-appointed
· Qualifiers
· Ex. Only…
· Ridicule
· Ways of stating an argument
· Sarcasm
· Loaded questions
· Questions that already psychologically affect you
· Loaded questions – how did you ask the questions that lead to these results?
· Poll questions
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
