1. Statutes; like criminal code; created by parliamentary legislatures
a. Bill is not a law yet, statute already a law;once a bills been passed
b. Act and statutes are the same thing
c. Can be passed by provincial, and federal; and municipal (bylaws; regulations to the force and can only refine existing laws as they apply to their municipality)
