Amniote animals:
	- Group of tetrapods (4 limbed animals with backbones or spinal columns)
	- Have a terrestrially adapted egg equipped with amnios
	- Organisms include: reptiles, mammals, birds.

Anthropoids:
	- Resembling a human, especially in shape or outward appearence
- Of or belonging to the group of great apes, includes gorilla, chimpanzee and orangutan
	- Resembling or characteristic of an ape; apelike

Australopithecus:
- A fossil bipedal primate with both apelike and human charcteristics found in Pliocene and lower Plestocene deposits (c.4million to 1 million yrs old) in Africa
- An extinct genus of a small-brained large toothed bipedal hominids (a primate family that includes humans and their fossil ancestors) that lived in Africa b/w 1 and 4 million years ago

	- Using only 2 legs for walking

Cro-magnons:
	- Informal name for the first early humans
	- Among the first fossils to be recognized belonging to or own species: Homosapiens
- Robustly built and powerful; body was heavy with strong musculature, prominent chin, larger brain capacity than a human today

Endothermy:
	- Ability to control and maintain homeostasis, through internal metabolic processes
	- Found in warm blooded animals (mammals and birds)

Glandular skin:

Hominids:
- The Hominidae form a taxonomic family of primates, including four extant genera: chimpanzees and bonobos, gorillas, humans, and orangutans

Hominins:
- the group consisting of modern humans, extinct human species and all our immediate ancestors

Mammary gland:
	- The milk-producing gland of women or other female mammals
- Consists of lobes containing clusters of alveloli with a system of ducts to convey the milk to an external nipple.
	- Typically occur in pairs and begin secreting milk when young are born
Neanderthal:
- Now-extinct species or subspecies within the genus homo and are closely related to modern humans
	- Known from fossil specimen dating to the Pleistocene period and found in Europe
	- Lived on earth about 20,000 to 30,000 years ago

Neogene:
- Covers 20million years and during this period, mammals and birds continuous to evolve into roughly modern forms while other groups remained relatively unchanged

- Every living human being is desended from a small group in Africa who then dispersed into the wider world displacing earlier forms such as Neanderthals.

Oviparous:
- Refering to animals that lay eggs containing the nutrients needed for development of the embryo out-side the mothers body
	- Ex: birds, reptiles, amphibians, fish, insescts…

- Extinct hominin genus were bipedal honinids that probably descended from the gracile australopithecine hominids
- Characterized by robust craniodental anatomy, including gorilla-like cranial crests, which suggest strong muscles of mastication (the jaw)

Parental care:
- Process of promoting and supporting the physical, emotional, social and intellectual development of a child from infancy to adulthood
-  Refers to raising a child rather than the biological relationship
-  Usually provided by the female (in animals

Placenta:
-  A flattened circular organ in the uterus of pregnant eutherian mammals, nourishing and maintaining the fetus through the umbilical cord
- (in flowers) Part of the ovary wall to which the ovules are attached
- the vascular structure in the uterus of most mammals providing oxygen and nutrients for and transferring wastes from the developing fetus
-  The placenta is an organ that connects the developing fetus to the uterine wall to allow nutrient uptake, waste elimination, and gas exchange via the mother's blood supply
-  Allows for the embryo to not be attacked as a foreign body by the human host

 
Primates:
	- Arose from ancestors living in the trees
- They are distinguished by having hands, handlike feet, and forward-facing eyes, and, with the exception of humans, are typically agile tree-dwellers
- Opposable thumbs

Sebaceous gland:
- Micropscopic glands in the skin that secrete an oily/waxy matter, called sebum, to lubricate and waterproof the skin and hair of mammals
	- Found in greatest abundance on the face and scalp.
	- Though are distributed throughout all skin sites except the palms and soles of feet

Sternal keel:
- An extension of the sternum (breast bone) which runs along midline of sternum and extends outwards perpendicular to the ribs
- Provides an anchor to which a birds wing muscles attach, thereby providing adequate leverage for flight
	- Flighless birds lack a keel structure. 
	- 
Sweat gland:
	- Tubular structures of the skin that produce sweat	
	- 2 kinds: Eccrine and Apocrine. 
	  Eccrine are found only in primates and reach their greatest development in humans. 
Are distributed all over the body (except for lips, penis and clitoris…) Used for cooling.
Apocrine are larger and are limited to armpits. Contribute little to cooling in humans but are effective sweat glands in hoofed animals (donkey cow horse….)
- A small gland that secretes sweat, situated in the dermis of the skin. Such glands are found over most of the body, and have a simple coiled tubular structure
- Which are used for body temperature regulation (thermoregulation
- A gland that produces perspiration which is mostly water, but also contains small quantities of salt and wastes.
- Present only in endothermic organisms (only mammals)






Viviparous:
- (Of an animal) Bringing forth live young that have developed inside the body of the parent (not with eggs)
- Reproduction through giving birth to live young. Embryos are nourished by the mother. Examples of viviparous animals would include most caecilians and mammals.
- (of a plant) Reproducing from buds that form plantlets while still attached to the parent plant, or from seeds that germinate within the fruit
- Refering to animals that retain the embryo within the mother’s body and nourish it during at least early embryo development
