· The Context for Social Work
· What is an economic downturn?
· When the economy takes a turn for the worst
· When we create less jobs required
· What would be an economic downturn for you? A loss of income
· How do they affect the services and agencies?
· People begin to buy less, go to less, and use less
· Less funding, more pressure
· People are laid off
· Resources begin to dry up
· If we challenge social policy, numbers are very important. Its better for us to effectively analyze social policy
· Noblest of All?
· Depending on your job, you'll decide whether or not you think its the noblest of all.
· A lot of people see downfalls and quit, while social workers, no matter what, they stick with their jobs.
· Social Welfare/The Welfare State
· The second point on slide is a buffer
· It's subjective is social welfare working
· Do we need a buffer?
· It means that we need to accept the fact that some people wont recieve the services that they need.
· Yet we come up with a buffer to help the people who need it. It takes the place.
· In Canada
· Residual Welfare State
· Canada will help you to get back on your feet
· Doesn't matter how you were kicked down. The state expects you to get back on your feet
· What does residual mean?
· It wasn't supposed to happen? People were supposed to take care of themselves.
· Means that we have everything in place to lead you to your full potential.
· The provision of Social Welfare
· Employment insurance and public pensions
· Why have them? When you get laid off then you can still have money coming in.
· Pension is when you retire, you still have something coming for you.
· Why do we need health care and social services?
· We have universal health care, so government needs to know how much we are spending.
· For down south, universal healthcare is a communist idea
· Social Assistance
· What would happen if we didn't have it? A lot more people would be homeless, and needy
· You'd need to make all decisions yourself. You'd have no guidance
· More crime, because less services to help you 
· Lead to revolution
· Private Welfare
· What could go wrong with private welfare system?
· Discrimination. They'll begin to choose who they want to help.
· The practices wouldn't be government regulated
· People don't care enough to give money to.
· They won't apply to everyone. Less accessible
· Should we regulate private organizations?
· Do our research and find out where the money goes. "But where does the private go"
· Three Views (Approaches to social welfare
· Residual Approach to Social Welfare
· Helps to provide needs when they could be met) Viewed as a normal response to an abnormal situation. 
· Often stigmatizing because it could only occur when it's a bad thing or abnormal situation
· Institutional Approach
· Social welfare is looked at a state responsibility. It's the states responsibility to make sure an individual's needs are met. It's seen as a way to respond to social needs. 
· Less stigmatizing.
· What do we mean by standard of living? 
· Structural Approach
· If we apply this approach we will see problems as problems that are routed in social structure. 
· What do we mean by they are routed to social structure? We mean the societal structure are built in a way that they will give us employment. 
· Those with money, are also those with access to money and vice versa.
· It is not the individuals problem, but it is the structural problem.
· Social Assistance is not needs based its rights based.
· Types of Social Work
· Direct
· EX: Working directly face to face with person
· Indirect
· EX: Advocacy. Working with organizations
