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	Interpupilar adjustment:
	moves the lenses closer/farther apart 


	Diopter adjustment:
	accommodates for left/right eyesight difference 


	Aperture iris diaphragm
	: value to be set to match numeric aperture value of objective lens; controls diameter of the cone of light coming through condenser; for thick specimines, decrease value to increase field depth; use highest value for 100x objective 


	Condenser centering screws:
	aligns cone of light w/the opening of objective by moving the field iris diaphragm 


	Field iris diaphragm:
	determines diameter of cone of light that enters condenser by adjusting ring; should be a bit larger than FOV


Stains used in class (i.e. in cytology: study of cells): 
Feulgen stain: colours DNA-containing structures; used for mitosis lab; broad bean (Vicia faba) root tip; 
i. Colours nucleic acids and chromosomes so they may be seen 
ii. Qualitatively indicates presence/absence of DNA 
iii. Quantitatively measure amount of DNA in cells 

Aceto-orcein: used for meiosis lab; lily anther
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
