What is geography? 

· It analyses the spatial organization and distribution of production, transportation, communication and consumption. 
· It takes into consideration the use of the worlds resources and the geographic structure and expansion (or contraction) of the world system.


Why are different elements of the global system located where they are?

· Local scale; 
· Division of labor
· Cultural preferences and traditions
· Political opportunities and constraints 
· Resource availability: human and environmental resources

Why are different elements of the global economy located where they are?

· Regional/provincial or state, national scale:
· Organization of resources
· Technologies of production and transportation;
· Legal and regulatory systems
· Global Scale:
· Planet-wide patterns of production, transportation, and consumption
· These patterns have vast and varying implication for peoples’ standards of living, livelihoods and life chances.
