Norms
· Don’t just pertain to behavior
· What society believes to be right morally as a human being 
· These norms help us to interact with society and predict what people are going to do ex: shaking someone’s hand or holding the door for someone 
Explicit norm
· written rules 
· ex: no shoes no shirt no service 

Implicit norms
· unwritten rules
· please and thank you
· hygiene 
· gender norms ex: wear a skirt or having long hair 

 deviance- something that goes against societies norms
· deviance is very relative to time and place
ex: smoking was very appropriate back in the day
ex: Amsterdam allows prostitution and marijuana   
ex: age of marriage was much younger
ex: workplace safety in Canada is much better then china 

formal- crimes are sanctioned with prison or a fine

informal- not tipping could be sanctioned with someone spitting in your food 

DSM- Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders

Paraphilia- sexual behaviors and tendencies, sexual norms, fetishes

· Victorian times women were not to have an orgasm
· Some behaviors can be looked at very differently between sex’s such as women kissing women is more accepted than a man kissing a man

Crime- an act or omission prohibited by criminal act of Canada 

Omission- something your not supposed to do

· Can be sanctioned with prison, fines, social stigma

The two key ingredients to a crime is the actus reus and mens reus
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
