· Crime Media & Representation
· Thinking of media as things other than just television
· Anything that communicates and the way those things are used within our culture
· Collection of social identities that circulate
· Earlier theorists
· Talk about media (prior 70’s) as a box that talked to you in tvs, newspapers and radios
· Things have changed since the
· Media
· How often you engage with media
· First thing in the morning were engaging with cell phones, laptops
· Meaning is constantly in motion because we live in a saturated media hub/landscape
· Reality gets blurred
· Shapes norms and values and how they are understood
· We have a role in confronting those things but sometimes we take them in without realizing it. 
· Society gets organized around multiple unreferenced signs and codes
· Circulation of codes – tattoos. 
· The ones that circulate seem to lose meaning because they are in a constant cycle
· Hyper-plurarity
· Text encourages you to think about flows, spiral and fractures
· Trying to communicate that its no longer helpful simply as something we consume. Its not helpful to think about media as  a syringe model where we soak it all in. 
· Don’t dispute that crime is real
· Research doesn’t consider the wider context in which this crime takes place
· Howe we define the way things are is part of this flow so think about media not as the syringe model instead as the restless movement of message
· Contested meanings that are always in flux
· How it is that we produce knowledge about media up until this point
· There has been a tremendous amount of research on how media communicates these things but up until this point it has been a limited understanding
· Same message being displayed through different ways
· A lot of media effects research
· Attempt to establish cause and effect between tv shows and negative behaviours
· CSI effect
· People getting off because court didn’t bring enough evidence
· As CSI became popular there was an influx of students who wanted to take into the field
· Most people assume that the narrative of CSI promised that crime could be solved in 45 minutes with lab equipment that simply doesn’t exist
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
