- Positivist Criminology – orthodox criminology
	- a lot of the assumption it makes are problematic
		- routine activity theory for example
		- there is no such thing of objectivity in research it is shaped by certain factors
			- what is popular at the time in cultural society. 
			- the politics of funding, the politics of ethics
	- The prison industry, the industry of crime
		- it turns out jobs, it provides income to us and to the economy
		- We have a bigger mountain to climb than just statistics, we must sway public opinion which is --skewed by politics, corporate dialogue.
	- positivist criminology ignores this
- What is late modernity
	- a term that the authors use to bracket off or stand away from the debates about whether or not currently lving in a post modern time.
	- that weve gone from industrialization period into post modernity
	- Post modernity does not leave a lot of room for autonomy
	- Christopher latche
		- argument that doesn’t allow for personal autonomy
	- Our authors aren’t sure that this is exactly the case, and that there is a loss of autonomy
	- late modernity side steps post modernity, thinks were still in a period of time, not elapsed and starter anew

- Ontological insecurity
	- Durkhiem – normlessness- society will experience cultural illness or problemws if there was nota  clear sense of what the social norm was/
	- There is an issue of identity, and communication.
	- There is insecurity of identities within roles in society… a student identity in our current time period for example.
	- there is a prevelant demand for self identity in the face os social disruption
		- were terrified about a bunch of stuff, were fearfull for things that were all “supposed” to want.
		- The social disruption can cause the constant issues with identifying yourself and becoming secure
			- this is called ontological insecurity
	- Now what does ontological insecurity have to do with crime?
		- Hyperpluramism
			- clash of values and ideaologies currently operating in society
			- this has a lot do with globalization, increase in technology. There is then mixed messages about serious social institutions and their meanings.
			- spatial understandings are upset – las vegas for example
			- The rise of the luck industry
				- the misconception of luck through industry which can give the impression it doesn’t take much to be famous – American idle for example.
				- images all the time are being shown about these different type of identities which masks the skill and theory behind it. We assume we can just go out and purchase it.
				- We think were purchasing something, were advertised a product or an identity.
		- This is a recession of personal worth
			- we seem to be in debt about our own constant abilities and worth and don’t believe that we can do it so we try everything.
	-   couple ways in which people respond to hyperpluralism that we see culturally
		- One response to dealing with constant ontological insecurity is basically change, reinvention or resistance
		- The other is to recede into essentialist explanations of others
			- this is like spiteful and angry discourse directed towards a specific social group
				- racists, poor people, social classes for example
				- why your deserving in relation to other people
					- the reason why is that we fear that we are under attack, that some social group is trying to take something from us
	- Reconnaissances battles
		- arguments about our identities
		- many of the current moral panics speak to this. There not so much lets get the bullies, but more about whos our community, is a right community member.

- The role of emotion, expression and experience
	- go to the dullest place and complicate them.
	- even the dullest of habits and routines are often sites of great intensity, scuttling escapes from existential fears. 
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
