· p. 5, What is Social Psychology? (stop just before “The power of social interpretation”)
· highlights the feature of social psychology, social influence, that I discussed in class
· pp. 9-11, Social Psychology compared with Sociology and Personality Psychology, (stop just before “The Power of Social Influence”)
· not discussed in class
· pp. 14-15, The Subjectivity of the Social Situation (stop  at “Where Construals Come From”)

· highlights the feature of social psychology, construals, that I discussed in class

· pp. 15-21, Where construals come from (stop at Social Psychology and Social Problems) Note. In this section you will not be asked about the specific details of the examples of Chuck Cadman, Stephen Harper, Jean-Francois Caudron, Dee Brasseur, nor about Rosenthal & Jacobson’s self-fulfilling prophecy. Instead, students are expected to have a general understanding of the self-esteem approach, the social cognition approach, and our other motives.
