· Transsexual: specific term, that refers to individuals who are born in one sex
· Umbrella term that includes all kinds people who do not fit into normative relations between sex and gender (Intersex + Drag queens, Gender queers (people who have a gender in between or no gender at all), Transvestites) 
· Strategic essentialism: minority communities put aside internal differences to organize broader and political goals
· Issues: access to healthcare, changes for fitting gender

· Shift in how we identify sexuality
· Biological essentialism: View where there is a set of attributes which are necessary to identify and function 
· Social construction of sexuality: Studying human sexuality influenced by society varying from one society and historical time to another that must strongly be rooted in biological nature. 
· Categorizing as form of regulation/science: 
· Hannah Blank’s concept being vs being known (behaviour vs. identity)
· Behaviour: range of actions through environment
· Identity: being who the person is 
· Last concept: trends vs. globalization – how that process happened.
· Trend: refers to a fad (ex: fashion) that can fade after time 
· Globalization: process of international arising
