-We only tend to notice death when it is relatable to us - death of a family member, mentor, death by war or natural disaster etc.

-What happens to the person? The body we once knew? 

-Feel doubtful/scared about the inevitability of death
-We focus on death as how to avoid it or making it practical - organ transplants

-A lot of religions see death as a new life -point of transformation from our existence as matter to our existence as spirit

-Death is defined as the lack of life - not as the gain of something new. Death is the loss of the entire conception of the self

-Death rituals re-affirm that we are still connected to those who have already died 


-ancestors live on in the continued memory of their descendants 

-Friends and relatives complete the story of your life - you cannot tell the story of your own death. We rely on others to complete our life story.

Near Death Experiences (NDE's)

-interpreted by religions as the in between 


-do they prove life after death?


-does this phenomena happen to everyone when they die?


-very frequent and similar accounts

-There are Spiritualistic and Scientific (psychological and biological) explanations for the two (* see handout on cuLearn)
-These theories arguable cannot justify the situation
