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Self-Strengthening Movement
· 1861-1895 ended with the defeat of Qing in the war against Meiji Japan.
· Initiated by the ministers of Qing who realized, after several defeats, that China was falling behind from foreign countries
· The opening to Western development marked the beginning of industrialization in China.

May Fourth Movement
· May 4th 1919
· Caused by the failure of China’s claim at the Treaty of Versailles: German privilege was given to Japan.
· More than 3000 students assembled in front of the Tiananmen Square for demonstration.
New Culture Movement
· Mid 1910s-1920s
· Lead by reformists against Confucianism
· Chen Duxiu’s magazine La Jeunesse played an important role in the New Culture Movement. 

New life Movement
· 1934- 1949
· Started in Jiangxi province by the Nationalists
· Teach people to follow orders, be educated, have a strong body and respect public morality, native morality, hygienic, eat manners, etc
Sino-Japanese War
· 1937-1945
· Due to Japanese attack in Nanjing, the capital had been moved to Chongqing during the war time
· 20 million deaths
Empress Cixi
· Woman in throne during Qing dynasty
· She was very bouddhist
· She kidnapped young emperor Puyi
Yuanming yuan(garden of perfect brightness)
· Built from 1707 to 1860
·  Different styles of architecture, precious objects.
· The Western mansion, built by Qianlong and designed by Castiglione, has a water fountain of the twelve animals from Chinese Zodiac.
Kang Youwei
· Chinese scholar and reformist in the late Qing dynasty.
· He was forced to escape oversea to avoid being executed by Empress Cixi
· He was one of the leader of the Hundred Day’s Reform

Sun Zhongshan
· Sun is the father of the republic, he tried to unified North and South
· He developed the Three Principles of People: Minzu zhuyi/Minquan zhuyi/Minsheng zhuyi
· His wife was Song Qingling, sister of Jiang’s wife


Jiang Jieshi
· Succeeded Sun as the key leader of the Nationalist Party.
· His first speech was to criticize the bad habits of Chinese People, which according to him was the cause of China’s decline; he launched the New Life Movement
· His wife is Song Meiling, who also participated in the New Life movement
Mao Zedong
· Maoist is similar to Marxist- Leninist. 
· He was the head of the Communist Party and the founder of the People’s Republic of China
· He was active in pushing land reform.
Lu Xun
· His hometown is Shaoxing
· He wrote the first novel in vernacular language: The Madman’s Diary
· When his father died, he doesn’t believe in traditional medicine anymore, then he started to think about injustice of the society.
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· Famous novelist of Love of a fallen city and Lust, caution.
· Her life was full of tragedy, we can observe in her novels that family isn’t warm home and there’s tension between men and women love.
· Her most productive periods was in the 1940s in Shanghai and Hongkong









Fashion Shanghai
The emergence of advertising industry  promotes a new life style to men and women of modern time which brought a radical change to the clothing fashion. Different types of advertising include images on commodities, such as cigarettes. Companies promote their product by using beautiful women as model. In contrast of the Ancient time, where women are represented weak as traditional house wives, modern women represent a new image: beautiful girls walking in the parks, with flowers and pets. Also, calendar posters and magazines are distinctive feature of advertising in the republic periods, on which we can observe explicitly the change of clothing styles: Qipao became shorter and  more revealing, highlighting the women’s shape. Fashion designers, inspired by the popular images promoted through advertisement, created new styles which became fashion. Moreover, cinema is a very powerful means of advertising. Not only did advertisers use famous movie stars such as Li Xianglan to sell their products, but since going to theaters had become a popular activity, people would wear fashionable clothing just like in the movies when they go out. To promote the fashion comsuption, large companies such as Wing On would even print fashion brochures and organize fashion shows. Advertising had made clothing to reflect  a strong message: how one individual or one nation wanted to be. For instance, Zhongshan’s style clothing carried a political statement, so government workers usually wear this style of clothing. Just as women all wanted to buy new clothes like those they had seen in the newspapers, magazines, movies, posters, etc , to be part of  the new fashionable Shanghai. 
Mothers of citizens
After several defeats to foreign countries and internal conflicts, China realized that the only way to catch up with the other countries was to open to Western culture but at the meantime preserve Chinese traditional values. In order to experience modernity, the elites had to create a national citizenry, for which all effort should be put for strengthen China. In the mind of the elites, citizens have no right to claim against the state, their role is to defend their nation against foreigners. In order to have citizens strong enough to defend China, reformists think that women’s contribution is essential. They think that women should be mothers of citizens, which means indirectly involved into politics by giving the best education to the next generation of citizens. Thus, women should be educated in order to manage at home and educate the children who will be the pillar of China. Aside from education, the role of women as mothers of citizens also consists of having a good physical condition in order to keep up the quality of the nation’s race. Therefore, the tradition of foot binding is abolished and physical fitness was an important aspect to the new role of women. Moreover, they were expected to develop a sense of patriotism and community consciousness so that they would educate the future citizens to unify themselves to protect their nation. They were even pushed to contribute their personal savings for national cause. As stated in the text, female social citizenship was more of national duties rather than personal rights. The reformists gave the role of combining Western knowledge with Chinese traditional culture to women so that they could pass it down to the next generation.
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
