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chapter 2: Theoretical Approaches
Approaches deserve explicit  considerations because they highlight topics worth studying and enable us to postion our reasarch within the established framework
5 topics: Institutional, behavioral, structural, rational choice, and interpretive   
Institutional approach 
The study of governing institutions is a central purpose of political science and in comparative politics
an institution is a formal organization often with public status whos members interact on the basis of the specific roles they perform within the organization. in politics an institution typically refers to an organ of government mandated by the constitution. 
They are important for liberal democracy
usually the term institution refers to the major organizations of national govt particularly those specified in the consitution.
3 directions
1: the other governing organization which may have a less secure constitutional basis such as the bureaucracy and local govt.
2: the other important potlical organizations which do not form part of the govt 
3: The concept if both more important and debatable
Intuitional Analysis assumes that postions within the organization matter more than the people who occupy them
two main reasons for supposing how they shape behaviour
1:institutions provide benefits and oppurtunities they shape the interests of their staff
sustained interaction among employees encourage the emergence of an institutional culture or house view
The insitutinal approach more than any other suggests that much political action is best understood by reference to the logic of appropritatness rather than the logic of consequence
logic of appropriatness: the actions which memebers of an institution take to conform to its own norms
logic of consequence: denotes the behaviour directed at achieving an individual goal such as promotion or relection.
Institutionalization according to Huntington is the process which organizations acquire value and stability over time
like a constitution past constrains the present. 
make long term commitments which are more credible than those of any single employee
also are very predictable as we have expecations of govt offices
2  inward limits
1: institutions are crated to resolve a particular problems
2:governing instituions rearley act indepednt of social forces especially in poorer simpler and non democratic countries
provided a major source of contuinty and predictability
The Beahvioural approaches
Behavioursim
was a school of though in poltical science in which emphasized the study of individuals rather than insitutions. main focus on voters
Root in man not insitutions
expressed a focus on political reality rather than officical discourse on individuals rather than insitutions and on scientific explanation rather than the loose descriptions of the institutionas
they are not ignored all together institutions rather the study of assembelies for instance moved away from formal aspects towards legeslitive beahviour
in contrast to the focus of institutional analysis on government these studies looked at the relationships between poltics and society showing how race and class impingened on whether how and to what extent
produces too much science and little emphasis on politics
The structural approach
structural approach has served in part as a corrective to the limitations of individual level analysis
structural approach: emphasis the objective realtionshios between social groups including classes and the state
leading interests and postion shape the power and who has it
each group seeks to protect its own itnerestets and sustain its own political infuelcne in the context of society which is always evolving in response to ecnomic change ideological development international poltics and the effects of group conflicts
individuals are seen as a product rather than prior to their social locations they are secondary to the grand poltical drama unfolding around them
assumptions is groups will defend themselves and their interests
the interperetive narratives that result are plausible but rarely supported by evidence that would overcome either a social scientists caution or a historians commitment to a primary source.
important factor is the framework of inequality not the values that confine particular famlaies.
the core concern with the objective realtioonshio between groups and societies
holds the configuration of socal relations shape constrain and empower actors in predictable ways
structuralism opposes approaches that explain the social outcomes or primarlirly in terms of psychological states individual decesions making process or other individual charctersitics
known structural work adopts a historical approach
how compettions developed why people have power etc.
barrington moore
talks about how france, England can develop liberalism quicker then the USA and says the strategy of commercial class is key.
this approach has led to and emerged stregenthend from wide ranging historical studies.
built on Marxist foundation asks big questions and by selecting answers from the past.
even so the structural approach in the form of comparative historical studies has proved to be a constructive approach to political research
The rational choice approach
Rational choice analysis returns us to individuals but of the abstract calculating found in economics
politics is known as a strategic interaction between individuals with all players eeking to max the achievement of their own particular goals
value is in its ability to model the essentials of politics and how it can make predictions
John Calhoun states
the assumption is that each person has a greater regard for his own safety of happiness than for the safety or happiness of others and where they come into opposition is ready to sacrafice others for their own interests
Rational choice has to be distinguished from a knowledgable one
The subject of rational choice is typically the individual
the starting point is sometimes methodological individualism: The principle that explanations in poltics must be found in preference and behaviour of indviduals
Methodlogical individualism: is the principle that the elemtary unit of social life is individual human action.
A major contribution of the approach is the high lighting collective action problems
these are the difficulties which arise coordinating the actions of individuals so to achieve the best outcome for each person
collective action problems arise when rational behaviour by each person produces an outcome which is suboptimal overall
the issue typically arises when people seek to free ride on the efforts of other in proving public goods
Anthony Downs
defines a party as a team of people seeking to control the governing apparatus by gaining votes in a duly constituted election
he says to imagine that parties act as if they were motivated by power alone
voters also assume he says they want a govt that reflects their own policy preferences
Downs answers this by saying voters use a left right scale
left rep full control while right is a free market
once parties have decided at the postion of the median voter they reach a postion on the equilibarian and have no incentive to change their postion
median voter has an equal # of voters on either side when voters are postioned left or right
Equilibarian is a postion of balance it exists when no one feels they would gain anything
shocks temporarily disturb or permeantely alter the equliabrium
key points
as individuals we must all temper out rationality with the need to maintain postive self image. examining ourselves objectively leads to only madness
not all action is instrumental we sometimes value behaviour for itself but by def spontaneity can never be set as a goal
groups sometimes seem to make decesions which are more polarized and less rational than those which would have been taken by their individual members
the interpretive approach
strongest approach says polticis itself consists of the ideas participants hold about it.
it assumes 1: that the strctures of human association are determined primarily by shared ideas rather than materical forces and 2: that the identeties and interests of purposive actors are constructed by these shared ideas rather than given by nature
they belive we can reconstruct are view of the world
Parsons on constructivism
argument claims that the people do one thing thing and not another due to the presence of certain social constructs ideas beliefs norms idenetities or some other interperative filter through which people precive the world
according to social analyst they are looking meaning rather then science
this approach remains more of an aspiration than an achievement
chapter 3
Research strategies
case studies
case studies are one of the most used strategies in polticial research
they combine qualitiative investagation of topics using all techniques with a link to wider themes in the study of politics
adds value by offering detailed illustrations of theme of wider interest turning history and journalism into poltical science
Representative case
most common where resarchers use their own country as a represntative example
Prototypical case
Chosen not because it is representative but because it is expected to become so.
studying a historian who goes to another country like Tocqueville
Deviant case
study is very different. here we deliberately seek out the exceptional and the untypically, rather than the norm the countries which remain communist or which are still govt by military rule
Exemplary case: 
Archetypes that generate the category of which they are taken in a somewhat circular way
Critical case
enables a proposition to be tested in the circumstance least favorable to its validity.
Comparative studies
comparing different ideas to one another
Broadening understanding
The first strength of a comparative approach is straightforward it allows us to find out about the places we know least about
it also helps us develop new ideas and with international relations
Dogan and Pelassy say through comparison we discover our own ethnocentrism adne means of overcoming it
enabling classification
it enables us to classify govt structures and polticial process
it allows us to group common things to compare and contrast
testing hypothesis
comparative research wants to understand a variety of systemets to formulate hypothesis for the future or past.
hypothesis: relationship postied between two or more factors or variables
Potential for prediction
gernalization once validated have potential for predicting future polticis or events.
Understanding means
what works in some countires doesn’t work every where else
Globalization
poses a considerable challenge to comparative political research understood as the comparison of seprate states
Difficulties of comparison
same thing once place may not work in other places
globalizations means countries cannot be regarded as independent of each other thus reducing the effective nuber of cases available for testing
any pair of countries will differ in many ways meaning we can never get the same experimenter dream of holding all facorts cotnasnt
the countries selcted could be an unrepresentedative samole limiting the siginficane of the findings
To many variables
major problem for those who conceive of comparative politics as a version of the experimenter politics as a version of the experimenter lab where you can isolate different variables
counterfactual: is a though experiment speculating on possible outcomes if a particular factor has been absent from the process.
selection bias
arises when the choice of what to study produces results that are unrepresentative.
problem is usually only postive cases studied
Qualitative comparisons
fall between case studies and statistical analysis
like case studies they reamin sensitive to details of particular countries and plocires but in addtion they demand the intellectual discuple inherent in the comparative enterprise
remain sensitive to history
most similar design takes similar countries for comparison on the assumption as lipest put it that the more similar the unites being compared the more possible it should be to osplate the factors responsible for differences between them. contrast is the most different design which states design seeks to show the robustness of a relationship between two factors by demonstrating its validity across diverse settings
Quantitative analysis
is less common than the height of the behavioral era 
looks at statistical data
looks at independent and dependent variable
dependent variable is the factor we account for while the independent is the factor believed to influence the dependent variable
the correlation coefficient measures the accuracy which we can predict from one statistical variable to another a positive correlation means the scores on the variables go up a negative means that when one goes up the other goes down
The regression is the line of the best fit into a scatterplot 
outliers are the observations furthest away from the value predicted by the regression line
a spurious correlation is one which happens because both factors depend on the third variable for instance the relationship between the proportion of iimigrants in an area and its crime rate may be spurious because poverty is the real cause of crime 
second issue is interpreting statistical results 
not all statistical work is concerned with estimating the impact of one facor on another
Historical analysis
political science can an perhaps should make more use of the past a treasure trove of additional case
quarrying the past by poltical scientist in this way is rather different from approach adopted by traditional historians
Leopold von ranke history merely wants to show how essentially things happened
the analytic narrative is an attempt to combine the historians concern with the story with the political scientists interest in explaining outcomes using explicit approaches
it attempts to integrate historical and poltical science methods 
broader approached still needed
a poltical process is path dependent when its outcomes depends on earlier decesions that is the destination depends on the route
path dependence implies an emphasis on history generally and branching points specifically
process tracing involves identifying the historical sequence linking a cause and effect
cirictical junctures can intiatiie a path dependent process
by divinding history into normal and critical eras we arrove at plausible perspectives
sequencing the order in which events unfold can help account for path dependence
slow moving cause finally are process that unfold over a long period of time
include modernization
threshold is a level or tipping point above a variable begins to exert a crtical effect.
chapter 4 the state
Before the state the government consisted in the main kingdoms, empires and cities
state developed in Europe in the sixteenth and eighteenth century
Emergence expansion and restructuring
emerged from the embers of medieval Europe.
European governance had been dominated by the roman church and feudal lords
Emergence
If any since force is responsible for the transition of the state is war
war made state and state made war
Between 1500 and 1800 number of independent political units fell from 500 to 25
rulers also began to have diplomatic relationships
Peace of Estphalia
is a significant moment in the emergence of the state in bringing an end to the thrity year war peace treaties gave terrirotiral rulers more control over the exercise of religion within their boundaries thu confirming the diminished transnational authority of the church
Hobbes
individuals seeking protection from each other mischeff
Locke
citizens posses natural right to life liberty and property and govt must protect them
(natural rights given by god or by nature)
French rev made the most daring attempt to reinterpret sovereignty im democratic rather then liberal terms
French rev favoured universal suffarage and a governent empowered to pursue the general will
general will is followed when citizens make deceison for the good of society as a whole rather than for a person or particular group
Expansion
Borders because barriers
Liberal trade came to and end in 19th century
national markets gained ground against local as well as interntional exchange so  econ become more susceptible to regulations
total war
a 20th century idea that required the population to support a conflict fought with advanced weaponary on a large geo scale.
insert pic of box 4.2
Many govt drew on Keynes counter cyclical polices to secure employment
Keynsian welfare state integrates full employment and public welfare with an economy in which private sectors continued to play a substnial role

restructuring
1990 restrcutruing led by Regan and Thatcher
nationalized industries were sold welfare provsion was trimmed the highest rates of income tax were reduced and the state incrasinly sought to supply public service using private contractors
two other factors
1: military demand
2:increasingly global economy as trade grew
we should avoid conflating restructuring with retreat
Security and surveillance
predictions of peace in 21 century have failed
state as protector has reasserted itself on the agenda as a core issue due to terreiost attacks
Patriot act gave Bush admen to act and considerable power to invesitage anyone thought to be engaged or associated with terriorism
after 9/11 Department of homeland security created
Many judges claimed that the govt is invading ppl rights and have no right to do so and are using national security as a scapegoat
post colonoial state
Armitage says greatest political fact of 500 year is emergence of state
4 waves that made colonies
first: decolonization occurred in the 19th century in spain and portual terrorties of latin American. Mandy wars but lacked liberal egliatrian base of the American and French revolutions
Latin America was also not Lockean constitutional state
power layed with autocrats
caudillo is a poltical boss who rules the roost in a particular terriroty providing order and allegiance.
2nd wave
post colonial states emerged in Europe and the middl east with the final collapse of the multinational and religosuly diver austro hungrian, Russian and ottman empires around the end of WWI
3rd wave
kargest wave of state creation occurred after 1945 with retareat of European states dimished by war
44-84 90 new states formed
Davidsion points out in south Africa this was black mans burden
4th wave
collapse of comminsim

post colonoaial states rarely posses the strength and autonomy which their European predecessors had.
collapsed states and state building
useful consider them and rebuild
collapse state is the crumbling of the orgnization and is replacment by private subnational bodies
failed state is realte dbut defined as the states inability to perform its key role of monopolizing the legtimate use of force within its territory
Zartman comments geo concentration gives an example to learn about Africa but to learn from them
some collapses due to leaders dealing with drugs or being war lords
like to impose western conditions when rebuilding
many states are quasi states pretnding to be soverign
clapham suggests that terrirotial states are expensive burden in African setting where most national populations are widely scatterd over infertile land.
the traditional tribal model of interdependent group united by shared ethnic identity may be more appropriate than the imposed western model of a territorial state govt.
Clapham says universal state hood may be a pipe dream
Herbst
wants west to overcome obession with statehood and wants encourage experiments 
belives we should let them fail
Zartman
argues both the cause and remedy of sate collapse relate to socio political structures within a given soverign territory
Beyond the state
inset pic
IGO Intergovernmental orgnization are bodies whos members include states. established usually by a treaty
have a single purpose entities
such bodies are approp for response to states operating in a world which lack a wolrd govt
complicate task og governance must arrange to pay their subscriptions attend meeting etc.
European union
hybrid of supernation and intergovernmental elements
EU is union of states
Don’t have to adopt laws if countries dosent want to 11 coutnries don’t have the euro
no military power
Non governmental orgnaiztions
Internation non governmental organizations (NGO) exert less influence than IGO on domestic politics
example save the children
they are private instituions that usually come from multiple countries
Fernando and Heston say that ngo activity presents the most serious challenge to statehood in the realms of terrirotiral integrity and security
Chapter 5 Democracy
Began with the collapse of communism
Mandelbaum says this global democratic surge in the last quarter of 20th century has a strong claim to being the single most important development in a century.
insert forms of democracy pic
Direct Democracy
the core princple of democracy is self rule, the world itself comes from the Greek demokratia meaning rule by the people.
Model democracy is form self-government in which all adult citizens participate in shaping collective decisions in an environment of equality and open deliberation
direct democracy happened between 461 322
all citizens could attend meetings of the assembly serve on the governing council and sit on citizens injuries
meeting were of citizens not of representatives met 40 times a year war peace were recurring issues
Juries were selected for lawsuits against citizens
flaws
citizenship was restricted to men whose parents were themselves citizens.
women played no significant public role and critics allege that slavery provided the platform from which the citizen elite could make time for public affairs
Particpation was not in practice as extensive as the Athenian like claim. Most citizens were absent from the assembly meeting
a Management consultant would conclude that the system was time consuming
the principle of self govt did not always lead to decisive and coherent policy
the Polis was doomed if they expanded and dommed to conquest if they didn’t
Finer was correct in acknowledging the Athenian contribution to western politics.
greeks invented the citizens as opposed to subject and democracy
Deliberative democracy
Jurgen Habermas is a key figure
suggets we should view democracy as a method of communication
specifically democratic legitimicay arises from free public and rational discussion amont compentent citizens talking about issues with openness and equality
Ekklesia cohen summarizes the deliberatice tenent outcomes are democratically legitimate if and only if they could be the object of a free and reasond argument among equals
in common with the greeks they encouraged the weighing of Judgmentents among debaters rather than the crafting of compromises between interests

any proposal support by a qualified majority of two thirds in this new hous would become law unless veoted by the legislature or the courts
new body would be a mechanism of rep rather then direct democracy
Representative democracy
all contemporary democracies are represntative rather than direct
Rousseau propounded the same point the moment a people give itself represetives its is no longer free. It ceases to exist
a representative stands for another person group or entity. a flag rep a nation a lawyer rep a client etc.
tom pain rep govt has indeed proved to be a highly convivnet form
Schumpetter conceived of democracy as nothing more than party competition.
he also argues that the election should not be constructed as a device through which voters elect a representative to carry out their will rather the role of the election is to simply produce a government
rep democracy is merely a way of deceiding who shall decide a system far removed from the intense educative discussion in Athens assembly
Liberal and Illiberal democracy
liberal democracy is a compromise. It takes authroty of the democratic governments with limits on their scope
liberal democracy is limited govt
goal secure individual liberty including freedom
with collapse of communist and military rule Illiberal democracy was formed.
the elected ruler or rulers pay little attention to the rights of the people
Huntinington describes democracy without turnover and competition without alternation
Odonnel describes it as whoever win the presidency is entitled to govern as he or she see fit.
based in strong leader rather than strong institution
unable to enforce individual rights documented in the consitution
Polticis occupes more space in an illiberal democray than in a liberal one
found in places like Russisa mix election and authrotirianism
63/193 are partly free according to freedom house
might be unstable in the long run
stable for poor and unequal societies
Crouch argues that the repressive response regime provides the foundation for a remarkably stable political order
Boron argues that in faulty democracies of latin America democracy endures but does not consolidate
Waves of democrtization
first wave
1828-1926
Canada
minimal democratic national institutions.
some backsliding (when democratic transition is reversed) as fledging democracies were overthrown by facist communist or military dictariships
also women not equal etc
the consitution placed govt under law above the govt by the ppl
American democracy diffuses power across insitutions brit democray emphasis the soverigeinty of the parliament
second wave
cam after WWII
some did not consolidate like in latin America
they did get help by an econ recovery by American aid
Israel is an example of second wave
Third wave
final quarter of 20th century
ending of right wing dictatorships
retreat of latin American general
the collapse of communist USSRT
transformed the poltical landscape
some countries have continued to experince democratic or at least popular uprising in the 21st century
southern Europeans provides the most esecure case of consolidation
a democracy has consolidated when it provides an accepted framwork for political competition
Preworski defeinion democracy is consolidated when a particular system of insistuions become the only game in town
lower levels of affluence often combined with visble inequalities are important
Chapter 6 Authoritarian rule.
Authoritarian countries should be more valued by comparative scholars says posusney
9 out of 45 of the largest countries are still authoritarian
the nature of authoritarian rule
should not assume that all states place total and unlimited power in a despot who want to control the whole population through fear and surveillance
totiltarian regimes today are rarely observed expect DPRK
most non democracies are authoritarian rather than totalitarian
as the ruler seeks to maintain their own control
authoritatrian rule is broad category used here to cover any form of non democratic rule. some use this term in a more restricted sense to distinguish authrotarian regimes from totalitarian states which want total pentration of society
typically the leader is no a single leader but maybe a group of elite or military council
monarchies in the absence of clear succession procedure is the central weakness of authoritarian regimes 
Brooker observes degeneration into personal rule is common among dictators especillay in party regimes.
authoritarian rulers can be taken by upstarts at any time meaning they must devote constant attention to shoring up their postion
leaders rely on control of 3 resources military, patrongage and the media
1: (military)high spending of the armed forces is made possibly by natural resources revenues
2: (position) they keep their postion an unofficial patronage of network in which other power holders are incorporated by providing resources
allocation of jobs contracts and investments through private patronage leads to substantial miasslocation of capital a weak banking secotr reduced forgein investment and a shark distinction between insiders and outsiders
3: (media) the media are subject to close scrutunity and only the message they want is seen
this politics is driven by fear and vulnerability
trust is lacking govt spending is misued corruption is endemic laws are ignored and forgein investors are scared away
Keynes said this long run is misleading guide to current affairs 
personal despots
a despot is any barbaric and arbitarary ruler who treats his subjects as little more than slaves
power is the leader family loyalist and bodyguards
common in central America and Africa
Known as sultanism by Weber
Arose in post colonoial countires with agriculture economies
cold war was a great environment for these despots 
Monarchs
can provide a stable framework for the excerise of traditional authority in which the ruler shows paternialistic concern for the people.
in liberal democracies they are figure heads but there are royal families in many oil rich countries
Majils (consultative assemblies) Ex. Kuwait
the monarchs in these arab countries have many name emier sheikh or sultan
second leading member of the ruling dynasty rather than a single monaracrhs often execercise authority
third th kind is designates a crown prince as his perfere successors 
rather than europes primogeniture system with the first born male ruling 
in Saudi arabi they leave room for wealth and the al saud famly is the sword and purse while the al sheikh are the religious parts
political parties
communists parties and facist and nationalist hold power
communist parties
Russia big example ussr
it spread beyond though to china north Vietnam Cuba
marx has acknowledged that a period of dictatorship of the proletariat is reuired
Lenin devolped the vaguard part which is full time revolutinaries who though lkike marixt allowed them to escpae ideological indoctrination from the old older and to raise consciousness of the masses both before and after the revolution
communist regimes were strong authoritarian brooking no oppostion and manging election laws consitutions who would rule what media and spying on the pop
cuba is the current communist govt not in asia
park says that Chinese communism lies with the emphasis on nationalism
Other ruling parties
single ruling parties other than comminist ones prove the basis for authoritarian rule
Huntington pointed out unless you can get low gurantee of low level of political mobilization. you have little choice but to organize and devlop a polticial party as an essential structural support
supports of power and power needs to be disntighish
today we find small amount of authrotarians that sustain their postiton
hard to see this sometimes hidden or pain by other govts like Egypt its suggested
presidents
office can be power based
usually contains a strong personal rule.
rapid concetration of power is familiar in latin America known as autogolpe
is a coup launched by chief exc to extend his control
can be found in Uzbekistan 2
Armed forces
Big in Africa and south America
Military coups is a seizuoire of poly power by the armed forces or section thereof 
came late in century 60 and 80s 
cold war was key in development as no one was watching these countries
the rulers take civials posts merging military and political offices together like Gadaffi did
main problem is long period of army rule led to interweaving of civilians and military power
Burma is a example of military govt today
the military can replace once civilian leader with another
religious leaders
govt by religious leaders is hard to come by even muslim countries separate the two
Iran is an examople of consitutnial theocracy
rule by reiligous leader posses limited legitimacy
theocracy is a government by religious leaders
clerks that usually run it get rich by establishing bonyads 
many well educated people and women are affected by this govt
affirmation of freedom is not necessarily rooted in a secular outlook rather it reflects oppostion to the cultiural repression imposed by religious leadership which is common
Chapter 9: Political participation 
refers to any of the many ways in which people can influence the composition or policies of their govt
conventional particaptionL takes place with formal politics
uncovnetional particaption: is to a defree outside or even against orthodox politics
participation in liberal democracy
Aristotle and the greeks have a perspective saying the involvment is a collective decesion obligation owed to the community and an exercise development broadening individuals horizons and acting as a vechile for collective education
this approach can be compared to today approach of the citizens dutes and rights
alternative apperoach can be seen with a high set of ideals and a lower standard of particaption
Schudson
suggests that citizens may appear inactive but remain poised for action when require dlike parents watching their kids play in a pool for example.
most striking result is the limited extent of any form of particaption other then voting
Milbrath and goel divide American pop into 3 groups
a small proportion of gladitators who fight the poltical battle for instance the activist campaigners
a large group of spectators who observe the contest but rarely particapte
a substantial number of apathetics who are unengaged in formal politics
whatever view we take on political spectrum the most striking view is the small propotiong this gladitor class.
paritcpation has rapidly declined as we once went from just voting to national elections to nothing
gladitars outnumbered by apathetic people who don’t vote or follow poltics
Verba et al identified four modes of conventional particpation
voting participating in local and national elections
campaigning canvassing
communal activity in an organization concerned with a particular issue
contacting communicationg with officals about an individual problem
in most democracies particaption is greatest among well educated middle class whit men
two factors influence political resource and interest
one resource are that people in high stuatus groups can be better poilitcal assets as education money communicoation relationships etc show strength.
these resources provide a useful toolkit for effective polticial intervention their unequal distribution helps to account for under paticaption by less privliged
second consider poltical interest high stautus people are more likely to be involved with poltics
they posses the motive as well as the means to be involved no longer preoccupied with the daily stuggle they can take satisfaction from enganment in collevctive acitivty
higher stauts more likely involved in poltics so lower status people are less likely
Women have minimal role even in todays equal society
Aptahetic raise the problem of political exclusion
this is the people who are effecitvley prevented from taking part in collective decesion making because they occupy marginal postions in society
a typical non particapnt may be uempolyed young person with no qualification high crime neighbourhood often a miniority and may not even know the native language
this shows the tension in a liberal democracy between traditional participatory principles and prosaic reality.
social movements
consits of people from outside the main stream who come together to seek a common objective through unorthdox challenge to the exisiting poltical order
they epouse a political style which provides distance form establishe channgels there by questioning the legitimacy as well as the decesion of the govt
new politics is the challenging by tradional outsiders to the existing elide
they focus on a single issue they do not wanter power rather influence the polticial agenda
collective protest to show there is a cause and that people want changes looks effective
strong movments signal weak insituion and the inability of the poly system to process smooth social demans
devlopments in communication also have an influence
movments can expand more easily from national to international level
liberal democracys jold no monopolies over social movments
particaption in poltical violence
consists of those physically injurious acts at other people or property which oppose govt deceison or policy
political terror occurs when such acts are amied at strking fear into a winder population
suicide mission
is an assignment whos suceess is recognized to depend on the death of the perpatrator
notably in Iraq and afghanstain
a sociological profile is perhaps needed
they arise when organized groups thim themselves lacking other means of confronting western powers
Genocide
is the deliberate and systemtic extermanition of a large portopm of people nation race ethnic group
perpatrators seem to be normal as the perptrators claim they are just following orders example ss officers in ww2
Revolution
particaption in poltical violence extends to the governing framework itself as the entire poltical order becomes a matter for dispute
when existing power is overthrown leading to longterm reconstruction of potlcial social and economic order we can speak of a revolution
as Trotsky wrote the mere exeistence of privations is not enough o cause insurrection if it were the masses would always be in revolt
relative deprivation happens when people belive they are getting less than they feel they are entitled to.
psychological accounts give somes ingisght but not a lot to explaning it
relative deprivation has no answer to these question it is better regarded theory of poltical vilence in general rather then revoluitions in particular
particaption in authroitartian states
object to min any threat which unregimented particpation might pose to the regime
some interest in revewig how particaption is kept under control
careful to avoid steryeotyping here
patron- client network
clientelism denotes polticis substantially based on patron client relationships the patron provided protection to a number of low status clients who in exchange offer their unqualified support
happens in low income countries
tradtitional informal heirachies fulled by exhcnaged between a high stuatus patron and clients of lower status
in return for support they get jobs contracts etc…
particaption through patonage is a device found in all poltical systems
tolitarian govt
regimented particpation
is elite controlled involvment in politics desgined to express popular support for the notional attempt by the rulers to build a new society. it is supposed purpose is to mobilze the masses behind the regime not to influence the personnel or polices of the govt
seen with mao Zedong in china
particaption in ilberabl democracies
the transtion from authoritarian rule requires the pop to learn new styles of political partiacaption. votes must be casted etc..
old style of regimented particaption quickly went away as communication fell apart
weakness of civil society is a problem with illiberak
consists of those groups who sit above the personal realm of the family but beanth the state
this allows people to particaptie in collective activites
under communist it is demobilized
weakness is also a factor limiting orthodox particaption in some latin American illiberal democracies especially the smaller ones.
cyncism that is purssuaive is also a negative
since social and econ and other factors affect people as govt can give to who they want and who supports them limited hope usually for these countries unless a change in power.
Chapter 10 Elections and voters
Scope and Franchise
Number of offices subject to election varies between countries the US for example has 500 000
Dalton and Gray point out between 95 and 2000 a resident of England could have voted four times while someone in claifornia as many as 50
one problem with voter turnout canbe fatigue as they are always voting
Second order election 
Influenced by the results of first order contests often occurring the same time. Second order contests are viewed as less important by voters because typically they do not determne the composition of the national legislature or govt
Outcomes reflect the popularity of national governments
difficulty is it weakens limnk between the office holders perfomacne and the voters response
Is it really democracy if felons cant vote in Israel the person who called prime minster can vote because wouldn’t be fair
Differs in country who is and isn’t allowed to vote
Electing legislatures
Electoral systems denotes the rules governing an election however the term is restricted to three aspects first the structure of the ballot second the electoral formula (candiates how many etc) third districting (divison of territory)
key to electoral formiual is whether parliamentary seats made by a party are proportional to the votes it receives
Plurality system
winning candidate is simply the once receving the most votes in a particular electoral district
a party rep in legislature then consists of those who win constituency contests
less common today
bonus in seats it offer to the party leading in votes
leads to a majority govt 
because based on the rep of districts it offer no gurantee that the party which leads in votes nationally will secure most seats
Gerrymadnering: is the art of drawing seat bound aries to max the effeicny of a party support
Lijphart says this possibility of seat victories for paties that are mere runners up in vote toals is probally the pularlity methods gravest problem
three other weakness
Encourages tacticl voting (occurs when elecots vote instrumentally for a party or candidate other than their pefereed choice) as party they may like may have no chance
treats miniority parties inconsistently according to geo concentration of their support
the importance of constituency districting gives incentive for geerymandering
Majority system
Was used by many western European countries before switiching to PR
Within the majority category the AV vote alternate is an efficient way of achieving a majority outcome in a single round within a single member seats
devised by W.J. Ware an American academic in 1873
voters rank candidates in orde of prefernce but lower preferences only came into play if no candidate gains a majority of first preference on first account
Proportional rep
Pr is more recnt than non  proportional system it emerged in contiental Europe towards the end of the ninteenth century stiumulated by founding of associations dedicated to electoral reform pr is moree comoon than pluarility and majority systems more In east west Europe and latin America
List systems vary in ballot strucute and specifically in how much choice they give voters 
party oddicals have enormous control over poly recruitment as well as ability to incluide women as minioirtes
country is divided into a set of multi member districts and seats are allocated seperatly within each district
distirict maginitye is the number of member returned per district
Mixed system
Combines geo rep with party rep the best known blend often known as mixed member proportional reatians a mechanism for achieving overall proprotianlity and is a form of PR
Electoral systems and party system
Techencial feature such as formulae for converting votes into seats can exter strong influence in parties and question the connection of the two
Duverger answered in the affirmative said most complete correlation is obserable between the plurality method and a two party system suggested that his relationship based on mechanicnal and psychological effects
mechnical effects arises directly from the rules converting votes into seats
psychological: effect is the impact of the rules on how electors cast their votes
a more sociological approach points out that social clebvages had produced multiparty systsms in euripe before pr was adopted
Jasiweics makes exactly same point about post communist Europe
design and reform of electoral system
have come to the fore as new democratic insituions have been built in the transition from communit and military rule
Bielasiak comments the previous preoccupation with consequences of electoral rules has given way to ever growing attention
PR is not a winner takes ally systems it is always safe
Pr has also predominated in the more recent wave of democratic transitions with memoires of communist and military dictatorshp still fresh democratic reofmrs are keen
pr is safe fchopice for those deigining a system for a new regime
explicit threshold and small disirtict mag can limit fragmentation and discord by exluding small anti system parties
no wasted vote leads to higher turn out
Part y based inherently encouraging strong parties
second list of candiadates enable parties to construct and order of election balanced by geneder
third whole country is single district
if winner winner doesn’t modify system and loser dosent complain good system
Electing president
sometimes elected even when the post is mianly just a title
cant be shared between parties one guy
idirect election occurs when office holders are elected by a body which has itself been cosen by a wider consitutency
president employs a run off of the top two candiates
since most are ballots possible to require the winning candidate to obtain a level of support in a region and nationally.
distribution requirments are still uncommon but they do encourage candidates to broaden their support
distribution rules introduce their own danger inlucluding a possibility of failed elction
three features are length of term possibility for relection and link with other decesions
sometimes longer but usually not shorter than legilature 
term limits often impose restrictuing the incumbent to just one or two periods in office
Lame ducks president are elected officals reaching the end of their tenure not really good prez
timing also important whats happening in world economy etc.
The referendum and initiative and recall
referendum
involves a references from another body normally the legisluature or govt to the ppl
devices like referendum and initiaitive and recall have been introduced to many liberal democires 
allow us judge pratical effects
growing in frequency
do seem to increase voters
can also inform politicnas
provides a safety valvce
allows collations to put an issue that is incapable of reaching a decesion
can tire voters
can be hijacked by
wealth companies and campagians
govt wording
intense miniorites seeking reforms to the majority is different of
can be integarated into existing rep insituions and could be a petitions
agenda setting initivativce is variant known allows electos to propose topics for debate
turn out
fallen in 19 lib democracies avg 10% a 50 and 90s
decline part of a wider trend in democratic world growing distance between voters and party
Election significane plays an issue
class conflict electors possed fewer incentives to come out
partiasan dealignm,ent regfers to weakeaning of bonds between electors and parties
varies by country 2
high turn out reflects poltical resours and interest
affluent people tend to vote
Declines across most democracy focuses on solutions like poll station locations
madnatroy voting denies liberty which is an essential part of liveral democracy
danger is reform will backfire increasing political distruct between govt and those involved
Voting behivour
Part identification was confirmed by traditional requirments to register as a party suppoter in order to be eligiable to vote
voting is viewed as rekfext not choice
stonecash argues that partisan and cultural conflict in the usa intesefied with reovery of it
orginal voting behaviour reflects America bewis back et al says
media also has an infleucne according to socoiolgists
Contempary emphasis of four factors political issues the economy party leaders and images fiorinia accounts this as retrospective voting means casting ones ballot in response to govt performance
helps explain why econ plays a role in govt
some people assume should be punished if ruler was bad
parties are less rooted in ideolgoeis today and social groups past however still some are unpredictable
elections in authtorarian state
Not much choice
no possibility ruling party can be defeated or opposed
people are scared to speak out
local monitoring and also 1 kid rule and how people will rat others out is seen in china
NDP Mubrack outlines mechaninsm employed
law of political parties requires parties to be approved by them
public prosecturs must approve all for election
opposition to poll water are refused or arrested
security forces  sometimes are called in polling station
rejects challenge of how fair it is
in illiberal democracies elections
vote rigging more common with some candidates changing votes
can exploit resources
lots of bribing and favours
uses media as a tool of fear arrests citizens if they speak out
in big man politics incumbent consititues the extension and legitimacy of a leader syasy bratton.
Chapter 11 Political parties
political pary is any political group identified by an odfficael label that presents at election and is capable of placing through election candidates for public offices
Major parties continue to perform four important function
offer direction to govt pursuing the vital task of steering the ship of state
voters to choose between parties with diffren teams of leaders and often with contrasting policies a system of competing parties gives effect to a liberal democracy
functions as agents of political recruitment prepring and recruiting candidates for legislature and exctuvie
devices of interest aggregation filitertina multitude of specific demants into proposals
party membership and organization
is not a community but a collection of communites a union of small group dispered through a country linked by an institution
Penebanco reminds us internal organization is a key issue
answer hes claims is hisotricial says the importance of the party found moment in dealing out the power cards between the elements of the orgnization
types of party organization
cadre parties are internally created. they are formed by groups of members with an assembly the cadres joining reflect common concerns and then fighting effective campgains in an enlarged electorate
mass parties are latter innovation orginate outside the assembly in groups seeking representation in the legislature as a way of achieving their goals
catch all party is more recent used phrase to describe outcome of eveloutinary paths
Power within a party
research suggets flows from top to bottom
Michels pessmimism about possibility of democrtacy within organization such as political parties was expressed in his law of iron oligarchy
states that to say organization is to say tendency to oligarcy
parties eventually become ruled by the eleite
Membership
reduction in membership is from
the weakning of tradtion and social divison
the loosening of the bond linking trade unions and socialist parties
the decay of local electionnering in an era of media bias campagians
the appeal of social movments rather than parties to the younger generation
selecting candidates and leaders
Candidiates who are nominated for safe disitcits are virtually guarnteed a spot in parliament
selecotrate here makes the chouce 
consists of those who nominate a party candidates for an election
candidates
range of options is available for selecting candidates from the exclusive to inclusive
more often local parties are the active force
constrained by three wider features
electoral system influences choosing a series of candidiates for individual constituencies in a plurality systsem
uncumbent posses and advantage almost everywhere
all countiires impose conditions such as citizenshio ti be requeured
primary election is a contnt in which party supporters select a candidate for a general election open primary any one can particapte in
Leaders
selecting the party leader merits special attention for in most cases the person selected becomes the party nominee for prime minster
they usually draw a short list then hold a convention
Finance
State support for paties is now virtually universal in liberal democracies
people tend to support campaigns or parties
some countries make broadcaster foucs on the parties
public finiancing reduces incentive to get members
governing parties in effect authorize subsides for themselves a process captures by katz and mair idea of cartel parties
that explot their domincane of the political marke to have rule of the game 
rather known as political establishment cartel parties
Restrictions sometime
hardmoney: donations as a result of scnadales also known as campgain expenditure which is ofifcaly regulated
soft money is campaigning is free of regulation often becausr made by organization claiming to be an independent partty
Wanning social base
Western Europe
clevage is the social divison creating a collective identity among thoise on each side of the divide these interests are expressed in such organizations as trade union churches parties etc.
European countries of niche parties appealing to a narrow segment of the electoral marke promine among these are extreme right parties
niche parties appeal to narrow section of the elecotratre they are usually postioned awy from the center ground and highliught a particular issue
eastern European
parties have failed to develop the large memberships strong extra parlimentry organizations and tangible links with social groups that still charcterize many western cultures
state provides funding
party system
denotes the overall configuration of parties in a particular country
number of parties and relative importance are key
as well as interaction amongst the parties
dominant party
ruling party no one will dispute who they are
problem will fall to success
one party rule essentially majority govt
two party system
neither major party dominates
hard to get decesions across
kept alive by ventilator of the plurality electoral method
multiparty system
multiparty system and the coalition associated with them produce continuity of policy which helpful when the economy is growing naturally but are slower
authoritarian states
few are monarchs today
single parties end up being weak as leader will take control
party instumrnet of power 
leaders fear economic dvelopment will reduce their parties standing and monopoly
Illiberal
chice between coherent parties is the crucial instument of representation allowing voters to influence the direction of govt
choiced becomed muddled
parties are not true source of power 
ostrogorski says they are often as much politicl form as force
Chapter 12 Interest groups
Are non governmental organizations which seek as part of their purpose to influence public policy 
there staff are found to be negotiating with bureaucrats over detailsof proposed regulation pressing their case in legislative committee hearing and seeking to influence media coverage
interest groups seek a system of functional representation supplementing electoral rep 
they providede expertise to govt give miniorites voice etc
Lowi contrasts and says groups are corruption of democratic government
when they are to stong politics becomes a matter of balancing particular interests rather than pursing rousseau general will weel being of body politics considered as a whole
they have developed by social change in the west (industralization) etc.
classifying them
Protective groups that articulate the material interests of their memebers for instance unions they giver priority to influencing govt and can invoke sanctions to help get goals
protective groups want benefits for their memebers often most influential of the groups
can be based on local rather than functional interest
Not in my backyard people who say build it anywhere but here often linked to banana strategy build nothing anywhere near anyone
promotional groups they advocate ideas and identities polices and values they try to promoite different ideas like abortion or the environment
protective groups often join a peak assocation an umbrella organization rp the broad interest of capital or labour government
they seek to infelucne public policy and often succeded in this
When biz and labour peak assocation become involved in negotiating broad policy packages the system is known as corportasim
peak assocation continuies to vary in liberal democracies
Interest groups in liberal democracies
Pluralism
an important perspective on the role played by interes groups
pluralism literally means rule by the many
groups compete to influence over a government that is willing to listen to all the voices it can hear
pluralism depicts a wholesome process of dispersed decesion making 
says democracy must have strong elemnt of rule by miniorites 
De Tocqueville wrote no country in the world has principle of association been more successful then America
Petracca says American politics is of interest
4 areas of criticism
interest groups do not compete on equal playing field
neglects bias of the political culture and poltical system
state is far more than a neutral umpire
conflict disguises interests ahred by leaders of all the mainstream grouos
Iron triangles to issue networks
subgovernments and policy communities are terms used to refer to inward looking collations of interests based on seniour buracurts interest groups and sometine relvant legislatiors
issue networks
more open to outside organizations and considered debates
Used to descrbine traditional relationship between groups and govt in usa iron triangle
three points are government departments interest groupps and congressional commites
formed a mini govt essentially
always tried to max profit and funding to there sector of triangle
Channels of influence
direct discussion with policy makers
directi convo with political exciustives are ideal
the bureaucracy is undoubtdley main pressure point
have acces to individual members of congress and argae a commite deliberation
class action suits is a legal device intianted by complaints not just on their behalf but also for all those situatued
Indirect influcne through poltical parties
seek to hedge beters rather than make close ties with polticial parties
Indirect influence through public oppnion
many groups lack both substantial resource and acces to decesion makers so free publicity becomes their stock in trade
media are less important to protective groups 
most groups have learned that the surest route to the hearts of the mebers of congress is through their constituents
lobbyists
usually comnapnies whofocus on government and client groups
defined as any person that gets money to be used to influence legislation before congress
3 reasons why its expaniding
as regulations grow companies interets groups and trade unions
campaigns are becoming harder to infelunce grass roots and governmednt projects
firms approach govt directly rather than through an associate
condtions of influence
four attributes legitimacy membership resource and sanction
degree of legitimacy is achived by a particular group is important
group influence depends of memberships. density and commitment and numbers
density refers to propotion of those who are elgiable to joing a group who actually do so
fiancial resource available mmoney talks and can influence npeople
fourth ability to invoke sanctions is important example go on strike
In authroritarian states
they see these freely organized parties as threats
one way they oppress theem where civil liberites are weak or they could seek to manage a new interest through them
use of coercion and terror declined and conflicts over policy more visvle
private biz with the state can be seen with corrupt links 
in illiberal democracy
president will allow friends to have groups and punish enemies who try to have groups
employer is set against emplyer in a compettion for political influences leaving little foom for devlopment of influential biz
tend to allow whats good for party or polticla carrer otherwise wont allow or if money will influence them to allow a group to be
space between state and society can be colonized by non governmental organization providing service to collapsed  states but them being their limits the development of domestic groups forming.
Chapter 13 Consitutions and Laws
four factors are involved in the rebirth of interest in the legal dimensions of politics
20th century witnessed an explosion of consitution making among post authoritarian states
stimulated by the legal chater of the Eu and by judges in liberal democracies
politicans have become more aware of the potential for a cosntient legal framwork
expanding body of international law increasingly impinges on domestic politics with judges called on to arbitrate between conflicting claims of supranational and national law
idea of rule of law offers a useful entry
is a western and primiarliy anglo American term one law for all and due process (respect fo an individuals legal rights)
two fundemental systems are common and civil law
common law:
found in England and many of its colonies consists of judical ruling on matters not explicit treated in legislation
based on precedents created by decisions in specific cases
civil law: judges decesion by applying extensive written codes rather than comparing cases comes from roman law
Judges are abided by the stare decisis principle (stand on decided  case) common law then is judge made law
civil law by contrast is founded by written legal codes for the conduct of public affairs including public admin and business contracts
Civil laws has shaped the legal charter not just of conteintal Europe but of latin America and the eu
Judes are views as impartial officers of state engnaged in admin tasks mearly the mouth of the law (la bouche de la loi)
constitutions
Two ways to look at them
1: reflects the historic roles as a regulator of the states power over its citizens
friederich defined a consittuion as a sytm of effective regularized restraints upon govt action a key feature is the statemebnt of individual rights and its expression of the rule of law
2: Fundemental role is to specify power map defining the structure of government articulating the pathways of power and specifiying the procedures for law making.
consittuion without a decleartion of rights is still a consitituon where as a power map is not a consitution at all. ( Sartori)
codified vs uncodified
codified set out in dtail within a single document rather like a short civil law code 
uncodified is spread among a range of documents and is influnced by tradition and practice
constitutions offer a stable poltical framwork
flexible consituions can be amended in the same way that ordinary legilsaltion is passed
rigid consitution are entrenched in ring fenced by a more demaning amendment such as a qualified or concurrent majority
Orgins
Usually come from 
regime change
reconstruction after defeat in war (japan 1945)
achievement of independence (much of Africa)
usually rough  birth where they are compromised between a politicall actors 
horowitz consittions are built from bottom up rather than top down
main danger is that it fails to endow the new rules with sufficnt authority
Judical review and consitutional courts
Stablizes and limits democracy.
Three respects Judical power is far from unqualified
1: constitutions do not restrict what judges can plausibly say about them
second judges are aware of the dangers of converting their court into a continous constitutional convention and seek to dediced a case on a narrow grounds or assert that the issue should be resolved in the polticial arena
third impact of a courts judgment depends on its status among those who implement them
judical review: empowers ordinary special courts to nullify both legislation and excutive acts that contravene the consitution
abstract review practice by constitutional courts only is an advisory but binding opinion on a proposed law
concrete review: practicsed by both consitutional and supreme courts arise in context of a specific case
supreme court rules on consitutional matters just as it has the final say on other questions common and statue law
a new moth is to create a court that just deals with consitutinal issues
supreme courts
courts possesses orginal jurisdiction over cases to which an American state or a rep of another country is a part its main role is appellate
authorize a court to review deceisions reached by lower courts
consitutional courts
post facsit states consitutional courts were also created to bypass ordinary judges
approach is more poltically flexible and less legal
they practice abstract review
court divided into two specialized chamber once on liberities enshired in law
European court of Justice
This court was active from 1960 to 80s it was the decisive actor in expanding the eus legal order
it consits of one judge appointed from each member state for a renewable six year term with broad experince more important than spcialized judical expertise
decesions early on wehre consititnely and creatively stregenthend the authority of central insitustions did this by
directly within member states
must be enforced by national courts
takes precendes over national law
ECJ remains the pre eminent example of a judical controibution to the emergence of a new political order
Judical activism
transition from judical restraint to judical activism. Judges have become more willing to enter political arenas that would have once been left to elected politicans and national parlimants
refers to the willingness of judges to venture beyond narrow legal reasoning so as to influnce public policy
judicla restraint: a more conservative philisphy maintains that judges should simply apply letter of the law leaving political to elected bodies
4 reaosns why we offer this significant juicialiozation of politics
increasing reliance on regulations as a mode of governance encouraged court intervention
second the decay of left wing ideology enlarged the judicarcys scope
international conventions gave judges an extra lever they can use to break free from traditions
continuing prestige of the judiciary encouraged some transfer of authority to its domain
sweet makes a point as consitutional law expans so do grounds for debate
Judicial indepnce and recruitment
liberal democracies accept judical autonomy
alternatively some judges can be selected by one method while others a different method
senate ratifcation can involve a set piece battle between presedintial friends and foes
below the level of the highest court judical autonomy raises the issue of internal independence: the judiciary refers to the autonomy of junior judges from their senior colleagues who often determine career advancments
Administrative law
sets out the principles governening decesion making by public bodies and remedies for breaching such rules
first solution in codified legal system is to establish a seprate system of admin courts concerned with legal oversight of the bureaucracy
separtatist approach marks a storng public sphere operating within the frame work
intergationist approach seeks to control the beuraurcy by reviewing disputes in ordinary courts relying in large part of the ordinary law of the land
second solution is intergationist like in ango American countries
one strength is integration of philspohy
tribunals have strength as thy are cheap and flexible however they can focus more on mediation and rdress the imbalance of legal knowledge
Law in Authoritarian states
follow to strategies one is to retain a framwrok of law but to influence the judges indirectly
second is less subtle but to the point is just to bypass the system altogether and do something like declaring a state of emergency
communists would downgrad the consitiution
Law in illiberal democracies
shaped by leader usually
presidential accountability in illiberal democracy is vertical rather than horizontal
illiberal democracy is coomon several elected presidents have trated the consitution as a felxbile document to be adapted to their own needs
in many low income countires with inequalities the rules of law are a distant idea
informal arbirtration indigenous justice and lynching provides cheaper and faster rememdies
Legal pluralism
is the presence of more than one justice system within a single state 
religious and secular law inhabited their own sphere in pre eurpe
three major systems of law can impinge international law
Indeginous law
communities in ex colonies usually retain procedures and principle for resolving disputes 
refers to rules norms and customs of groups native to an area
Islamic law
is based on the sharia which is from the Koran and the hadith the sharia and hadith are refined and adpted in Islamic jrisprudence
International law
is the system of rules which states regard as binding in their mutual relations. comes from traties crustoms and principles. 
can apply directly to individuals as well
assessment
many conflicts can be made with customs and ideas
Chapter 14 Multilevel goernance
Intro to multilevel governance
Multilevel governance is the term used to desribe how policy makers and interest groups in liberal democracies find themsvles discussing persuading and negotiating across multiple tiers seeking to deliver coheren policy in specific functional areas such as transpaort and education
The use of the term governance rather then govern,emt directs our attention to these relationships between insitutions
Multiple tiers of government involved in policy making give more points of access and influence of these private groups
Like the concept of pluralism multilevel governance can be seen in a postive or negative light. 
plus: implies pragmatic concern with finding solutions through give and take among affected interests
negative side: points to a complicated form of governance among insider groups a form which resits both democratic control and penetration by less main stream thinking
wrong to infer it is just ability to pursudae
Federalism
is  a form of multilevel governance which shares sovereignty and not just power
federations are always a deliberate creation
federalism: principle of sharing sovereignty between centreal and state government
federation is any political system that put this idea into practice 
confederation is a looser link between particapting countries which retain their separate statehood
consitutions of a federal state allocates sepecific functions to each tier
common functions of states are more variable byt include education law enforcment and local government
asymmetric federalism come when some states within a federation are given more autonomy than other typically in response to cultural differences
federations must be separated from unitary states but also a les s common formation
in confederation the centreal authority remains the junipr partner
federalism is a recognized solution to the problem of organizing the terrirotiral distribution of power
two routes to a federation first by a new central authority second by transgerring soverighnty from an existing national govt to lower levels
what proves distinct peole to se out on the journey of a federation motives are more often negative than postive fear of the consequences of remaing separate must overcome natural desire of indepencdece
most common incentive is military power and economic bonuses
riker emphasis the military factor
both arguments have weakened but interest in ethnic federalism has grown
people who differ in different things can beneifit from a enterpise
watts suggests that a bipolar federation have invariably experinced serious tensions instability and high failure rate
dual and copperative federalism
reflecting the orginal federal principle as concived in the usa dual federalism implies that the national and state governments operate indepently each tier acting autonously in its own sphere and linked through a compact consituion
second approach is copperative federalism is based on a collobartion between levels national and state govt expected to work togther
operating principle is a subsidiariy: that no task should be perfomed by a larger complex organization if it can be excuted by a smaller body
an evolving balance
income usually taxed at national level because people and cop could move to low staes with taxes
fed govt gets some of the share of public renvue redistributing some of this money to the provinces through different grants
planning is needed to forestall the absurdity of highways ending etc..
1980s big projects have become less clear cut 
assessing federalism
what conclusion can we reach about the federal experiment
case for federalism is that it offers a natural and practical arrnagment for orgnaizng large states
federalism reduces the overload in the national exc while existence of multiple provinces produces healthy competition and oppurtunities for experiment
must look at balance of conceration and diffusion of political power
the eu a special case
shared sovereignty is the core feature of federalism and by this test the union already possesa brod fed status
both regions citizens of the component parts are also citzens of the whole .
diffrence from usa
usa has a single currency
eu is governed by traties where usa is a consitution
usa was a federation eu built in agreeing on concrete policvies
USA Had to fight for right eu was formed
eu posses a unicameral parliament where usa like legiuslaute of other fed is bicarmel
third member states retain individual membership of intergovernmental bodies as the un 
Unitary states
unitary gramworks emerge naturall in socities with a history of rule by soverign monarchs and emperosrs such as britian france an d japan
unitrary structures are also norm in smaller democracies
unitary structure may seem striaghtfoward and efficient
first of these deconcenertatio is purley admin matter denoting the movment of central govt employess away in the capital
second and politically more significant way of dispering power is through decentrlization
the thir is most radical form of power disperal is devoultion
occurs when the centere grants decesion making autonomy
regional governance
political significanes of regions while certainly increasing remains highly variabale at it weakest a region can merely be a spatial unit constructed by the center to present figures on diffrences within a country and policies to reduce them
regions soon acquired a more susbtain admin base
regions providing vlauble mesolevel perspective belwot that of the country as a hwole but of the local area
mesolevel: is the intermediate typically a regional layer of govt
transitions have occurred elsewhere in contiental Europe reflecting a belief that citizens paritcpation in regional slef rule is intrinsic desirable
local govt
day to day activites happen for cities
express the virtues of a limited scale
status
local authroties rep historic communtites that predate the ermegence of the strong national govt
in new world the local covt more pragmatic
second in standing of local government varies within Europe on broad north south axis
welfare staes are less extensive with catholic church palying a rle
third general competence (authority of a local government to makre regulation in any matter of concern) enhances both authority and standing of local authorities
three braods ways of organizing local government the council mayor council and council manger formations
first method is most tradition and concetates authority ina college of elected councilors
second method of organization has attracted attention more presedinatl than parlimantary bsed on speration of powers between an electd mayor and chief exc
power award define a strong and weak mayor
third structure for local government is an arrangment seeking to depoliticize and simplify local government by separating politics and admin
enabling authority
first to provie extensive and for residgdes sig range of local public service is local govt job
second task is the implementation in some countries than other the implementation of national welfare policies
major trend especially prominent in the English speaking world and scandanvia has been for munciapl authroties to reduce their direct provision
the enabling authority does not so much provide services as ensure they are supplied (term used to summarize one vision of local governmet such an authority does not prodive many serives itself)
relationship with the center
in a dual approach the local government is seen as an organization sperate from the centere public authority is divided rather than interfated 
in a fused system muncipliaties form part of the uniform system of admin 
a perfect is an offical appointed by the central government to oversee the implmentaiton of national plocy in a paritucalr area
under this fuse sysmeted the central and local government combine to form a single sphere of public authority f
cities
the interdepednece of cities and suburbs means that both need to be trated as a single metropolitan ares
capital is trated diff from normal cities
Central and local relations in authoriarian sates
the former is weak authority flows from top down
wrong conclude highly centralized rather central rulers often depend on established pronvical leaders to sustain their own sometimes tenous grips on power
central local relations in illiberal democracies
the personal realtionshop between leader and people lends itself an intermiteent and unstrucuted engagment by the president in local affairs
many illiberal democracies are located in poor countires where subatnation admin in remote districts simply lack the resource to provide effective goernance
coomunist theory and practice has also encouraged the devlopment of nation groups
power vertical is a Russian phrase of denoting the central contro over lower levels of govenrnac ein the fed ahived by
ending all bilateral traties
passing laws requiring furture treaties be approved by both houses
in 2000 creating a seven extra contistual districts to over sea lower level units
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
