Causes of Conflict 
Grievance: 	widely shared dissatisfaction among group members about their cultural, political, and/or economic standing
Greed:	pursuit of economic, self-interested gains
Relative Deprivation:	being deprived of something to which one believes oneself to be entitled
Collective Action Problem:	multiple individuals would all benefit from a certain action, but has an associated cost making it implausible that any one individual can or will undertake and solve it alone. Therefore doing it collectively

Responsibility to Protect (R2P): 	When preventive measures fail to resolve or contain the situation and when a state is unable or unwilling to redress the situation, then interventionary measures by other members of the broader community of states may be required
Just Cause:	large scale loss of life, actual or apprehended, with genocidal intent or not, which is the product either of deliberate state action, or state neglect or inability to act, or a failed state situation.
